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GAME NOTES

STORY LINES
• Baylor travels north to AT&T Stadium in Arlington to square off with Texas Tech in the ninth annual TFBI 

Shootout. The Bears have won five of the last six meetings and hold a 5-3 edge in the neutral site series.
• Quarterback Charlie Brewer is expected to make his second-straight start Saturday. He won the 2016 Texas 

Class 6A championship game at AT&T Stadium  with 361 passing yards and 73 rushing yards for Lake Travis.
• Baylor has an all-time record of 48-51-5 in DFW, but has won 7 of its last 10 games played in the area.
• Six Baylor players have started all nine games in 2017: Sam Tecklenburg, Blake Blackmar, Pat Lawrence, 

Denzel Mims, Ira Lewis and Taylor Young.
• The Bears have won 8 of their last 11 neutral site contests and are 5-3 all-time at AT&T Stadium.
• Harrison Hand leads all Big 12 freshmen with 8 PBUs and ranks second among first years with 40 tackles.
• The Baylor defense did not allow a touchdown at Kansas, a program first in a road Big 12 game.
• Sophomore kicker Connor Martin ranks second in the Big 12 with 15 made field goals and ranks second in 

accuracy (83.3%). He has converted 13-of-16 attempts over the last six games.
• Baylor has had 17 true freshmen appear in a game in 2017, the fourth-largest total nationally.
• Junior Greg Roberts is the only player in the Big 12 and one of 17 nationally to block two kicks in 2017.
• First-year running back John Lovett leads all Big 12 freshmen with five rushing touchdowns in 2017.
• The Bears’ 26 first-time starters in 2017, including 11 true freshmen, are the second most in FBS.
• The Bears lead all of Division I with seven plays from scrimmage 70 or more yards. BU ranks fifth in FBS with 

six passes of 60+ and leads the country with six passes of 70+ yards.
•  Among Big 12 receivers, Denzel Mims is third with 849 receiving yards and fifth with seven touchdowns.
• Twenty-one of Baylor’s 29 touchdown-scoring drives and 22-of-48 scoring drives this season have lasted two 

minutes or less. BU has scored in 48 seconds or less on 11 of those drives.
• BU ranks ninth nationally in net punting with an average of 42.20 and only 33 yards allowed on 46 punts.
• After allowing nine sacks over its first three games, the Baylor offensive line has settled in with the same 
starting unit over the last six games and allowed only nine sacks over that stretch.
• Underclassmen have accounted for 63.2% (384 of 608) of Baylor’s tackles through nine games.

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MORE STORY LINES
• With Kyle Fuller’s selection by Houston in 2017, Baylor has had at least one NFL draft pick for nine straight years. The 

Bears have had 25 players selected since 2011, including eight offensive linemen in the last nine years.
• The Bears capped the 2016 season with a Cactus Bowl win in their program-record seventh straight bowl appearance. 

BU had a program record 7+ wins in a season for the 7th straight year in 2016.
• Baylor has had seven consecutive seasons with a 1,000 yard rusher including junior Terence Williams (1,048 yds) who 

is back for 2017 as one of four returning 1K rushers in the Big 12.
• Just two months on the job, Rhule and his staff signed 27 players in February, a class that ranked 3rd in the Big 12. The 

Bears signed 20 players from the state of Texas, tops in the Big 12.
• Baylor is playing its 116th season of football and first under Matt Rhule, who completed a successful four-year term at 

Temple from 2013-16. Baylor holds a 589-565-44 (.510) record all-time.
• Baylor has scored in a school-record 134 straight games — the previous school record was 89 games from Dec. 31, 

1979 - Oct. 23, 1987.

UP NEXT
• Baylor returns home for the final time in 2017 when it hosts No. 23 Iowa State for senior day at McLane Stadium. The Bears 
will honor their 16 seniors prior to the game.
• The Bears lead the all-time series with ISU 9-6 and have won four straight meetings. Baylor is 5-2 against the Cyclones in 
Waco. The series dates back to 1988.
• Last season, Baylor’s Chris Callahan kicked a 19-yard field goal as time expired in Ames to give the Bears a 45-42 win and 
complete a furious second half comeback as the Bears trailed by 14 entering the four quarter. Baylor out-scored ISU 17-0 
in the final quarter led by strong rushing performances by Shock Linwood (237 yards, TD), Terence Williams (126 yards, 2 
TD) and Seth Russell (88 yards, 2 TD). The Bears finished with 469 rushing yards as a team - the fifth-best total in program 
history.

TEXAS TECH SERIES HISTORY
• Baylor squares off with Texas Tech at Arlington’s AT&T Stadium in the 2017 Texas Farm Bureau Insurance Shootout. The 
meeting will be the seventh straight played in Arlington. Baylor won the first five before falling 54-35 last season. 
• The series between BU and Texas Tech is tied 37-37-1 and dates back to 1929. Baylor’s victory in 2011 to begin the five-
game winning streak was its first since 1995 and it ended a 15-game winning streak for the Red Raiders. 
• Last season, Baylor rolled up more than 600 yards of total offense, but turned it over four times as Tech pulled away for 
the big win. Zach Smith threw for 377 yards and three touchdowns while Ish Zamora (one touchdown) and KD Cannon (two 
touchdowns) both totaled more than 100 yards receiving. Terence Williams added 147 yards on 23 carries with two scores 
on the ground.

BREWER MAKES HIS MARK
• Making his first collegiate start, Baylor freshman quarterback Charlie Brewer looked anything but a freshman. The Austin 
native and national high school record holder for completion percentage connected on 23-of-29 passes against Kansas 
which was good for 79.3 percent.
• After throwing an interception on his third career pass attempt at OSU, Brewer has now gone 73 pass attempts without an 
interception over three-plus games.
• Brewer’s mark of 79.3 percent in his debut start was the best for a Baylor QB with at least 25 attempts in a Big 12 game 
since Bryce Petty hit on 85 percent (34-of-40) against Kansas State in 2014.
• His 79.3 percent completion percentage is the best for a Baylor QB in his first career start since at least 2000.
• Brewer’s performance in his opening start was the best percentage-wise for a Big 12 freshman QB and fifth overall.

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YOUNG LEAVING MARK ON RECORD BOOK
• Baylor senior linebacker Taylor Young has made his mark on the Bears’ record book over his four seasons on the Brazos.
• The Desoto native ranks 4th on the Bears’ career list with 38.0 tackles for loss and second on the career sacks list with 15.5.
• When it comes to tackles, Young needs seven tackles to enter the all-time Baylor top 10. He currently has 316 tackles in his 
career. He also ranks fifth with 208 solo tackles and needs just seven to take sole possession of fourth all-time.
• Young also ranks among the nation’s active leaders in total tackles and solo tackles.
• The senior had 10 tackles at Kansas for his 11th career double-digit tackle game.

MARTIN CARRYING THE KICKING GAME
• Sophomore place kicker Connor Martin has established himself as one of the top kickers in the Big 12. The sophomore is 
15-of-18 (83.3%) on the season and his 15 made field goals ranks second in the Big 12 and 11th nationally.
• Martin had a career game against Oklahoma. The Frisco, Texas native tied the Baylor record with four field goals, a first 
for a BU place kicker since 2014.
• Martin converted a career long 41-yarder in the 3rd quarter and beat that mark with a 46-yard field goal later in the quarter.
• He is the first BU kicker with two field goals of 40 or more yards since Aaron Jones against Texas on Oct. 20, 2012.
• With the injury to Drew Galitz, Martin took over as the primary punter against OSU. He is averaging 41.8 yards on 25 punts 
with four of 50 or more yards and six down inside the 20.
• Martin hit three more field goals against WVU and is 13-for-16 over the last six games.

BAYLOR FRESHMAN FACTS
• Baylor has played 17 true freshmen over the first nine weeks, a total that ranks fourth nationally. 
• BU has started 11 true freshmen at least once in 2017, second most in FBS. Those first-year players include DE DJ Artis, 
C Ryan Miller, RB John Lovett, TE Rob Saulin, DE BJ Thompson, LB Jalen Pitre, CB Harrison Hand, OL Xavier New-
man, WR RJ Sneed, WR Gavin Holmes and QB Charlie Brewer.
• The Bears have also started a pair of redshirt freshmen thus far in FS Jairon McVea and DE Deonte Williams. 
• Baylor has had 26 players make their first-ever collegiate starts, the second-largest total in all of Division I.
• Twenty-nine different freshmen or sophomores have started a game for Baylor through eight games in 2017.
• Of Baylor’s 198 starters through nine games, 99 have been freshmen or sophomores, including 11-of-22 (six offense, five 
defense) at Kansas.
• CB Harrison Hand has started eight games in 2017, while LB Jalen Pitre (five starts) and RB John Lovett (four starts) 
have both frequented the starting lineup.
• Baylor opened the 2017 season with four true or redshirt freshmen in the starting lineup (OL Ryan Miller, CB Harrison 
Hand, LB Jalen Pitre and S Jairon McVea). 
• Baylor’s 11 true freshmen that played in the opener ranked sixth nationally and its three true freshman starters in the first 
game was behind only LSU’s four.

• Despite starting the season with eight consecutive losses, Baylor had a chance late in six of those contests.
• Baylor has four losses by eight points or less and two by three points or less on the season.

FOURTH QUARTER FROSH
• Baylor piled up 230 yards of offense in the 4th quarter alone against WVU, thanks primarily to a pair of freshmen. QB 
Charlie Brewer and running back Trestan Ebner both came up huge for the Bears as they narrowly missed a 38-36 upset.
• A native of Austin, Brewer completed 8-of-13 passes for 109 yards and his first two passing touchdowns, while also adding 
38 yards on the ground. He completed a long pass of 52 yards and tallied a long rush of 16 yards.
• Ebner was on the receiving end of both touchdown throws from Brewer and he had 71 receiving yards in the quarter. He 
finished with a career-best 109 receiving yards in the game with touchdowns of 52 and 9 yards. Ebner also rushed for 54 
yards including a 40-yard touchdown.
• Ebner is the first Baylor freshman with three touchdowns in a game since KD Cannon against Northwestern State in 2014.
• He is the first BU running back to go over 100 receiving yards since Brandon Whitaker’s 166 yards vs. Colorado on 10/6/07.
• In the fourth quarter, Baylor’s offense scored 23 points, gained 13 first downs, 121 rushing yards, 109 passing yards and 
had no punts. BU’s offense had scored 13 points, gained 17 first downs and six rushing yards through the first three quarters.

UNDERCLASS EXPLOSION
• Baylor has turned to its young players to provide key production after a tough start to 2017.
• Of Baylor’s 198 starters through nine games, 99 have been freshmen or sophomores, including 11-of-22 (six offense, five 
defense) at Kansas.
• Twenty-nine different underclassmen have started a game for the Bears through eight games. LIST: Offense Sam Tecklen-

BAYLOR FOOTBALL ON THE RADIO

• Underclassmen have accounted for 63.2 percent (385-of-609) of Baylor’s tackles through eight games. Underclassmen 
had 44-of-64 tackles (69%) at Kansas.
• Freshmen & sophomores are responsible for 70.4% (2945 of 4181) of Baylor’s all-purpose yards and 78.2% (2825 of 
3612) of the Bears’ total offense.
• Of Baylor’s 497 yards of total offense against No. 23 West Virginia, 490 (98.6%) were tallied by underclassmen.

ZACH SMITH AWARDED FINAL SINGLE DIGIT
• Showing what head coach Matt Rhule called “crazy toughness”, sophomore QB Zach Smith was awarded Baylor’s final 
single-digit jersey, No. 8, for the 2017 season on October 3.
• In his second start of the season and just the sixth of his career, Zach Smith threw for a career-best 463 yards and 4 
touchdowns (no INT) against OU on Sept. 23.
• The sophomore’s four touchdowns against OU were the first passing touchdowns the Sooners had allowed in 2017
• The performance against Oklahoma was Smith’s third career 300-yard passing game. It was the fourth-best single-game 
passing output by a Baylor quarterback and the 19th 400-yard game all-time at Baylor.
• His 463 yards were the most for a BU QB since Bryce Petty threw for 550 yards vs. Michigan St. in the 2015 Cotton Bowl.
• He finished with a career-best 33 completions, tying Shawn Bell and Robert Griffin III for 4th-most in a game.
• Smith needs 16 yards to reach 3,000 for his career, only 16 other Baylor quarterbacks have reached the 3K plateau.

RISING TO THE COMPETITION
• Baylor has played three ranked opponents so far in 2017 and has stepped up on offense each time, averaging the fourth 
most yards of total offense (469.0) per game against ranked foes in the nation among teams that have played against at 
least two ranked opponents.
• BU also averages the fourth most points per game (31.0) against ranked teams and the fifth most passing yards per 
game (333.7). 
• The Bears have been better nearly across the board in all offensive categories vs. ranked opponents compared to their 
season averages.

DEPTH IN THE RECEIVING CORPS.
• Baylor QB Charlie Brewer completed passes to 10 different receivers in his winning starting debut at Kansas on Nov. 4. 
• The Bears have had 19 different players catch a pass in 2017, which ranks tied for third in FBS and is one shy of first place.
• A Baylor wide receiver has tallied at least three receptions in a game 29 times so far in 2017. Tony Nicholson has tallied 
three-plus receptions seven times in eight games played. 19 different Baylor players have at least one reception.
• Denzel Mims ranks third in the Big 12 with 849 receiving yards and fifth with seven touchdowns (21st, FBS).
• Nicholson ranks 20th in the Big 12 with 31 receptions, while Pooh Stricklin is 31st with 23 catches.
• Mims scored a touchdown in the first five games in 2017, the longest streak for a BU wide out to open a season since 
Corey Coleman had a TD in first six games of 2015.
• Prior to his injury, Platt lead the Baylor receiving corps with a reception in 10 straight games and 16 of the last 17 contests. 
He ended the season ranked 25th on Baylor’s all-time receiving list with 1,123 career yards.

MIMS MANIA
• Baylor sophomore Denzel Mims are quickly establishing himself as one of the top wide receviers in both the Big 12 and the 
nation. The Daingerfield, Texas native is a big reason Baylor is among the nation’s leaders in receptions of 40/60/70 yards.
• Mims is one of only 13 men with two receptions of 70-plus yards, including injured teammate Chris Platt’s four.
• The sophomore standout had a receiving touchdown in the first five games in 2017, the most since Corey Coleman scored 
in six straight to open the 2015 season.
• Mims tallied a career-best 11 receptions for 192 yards and three touchdowns against No. 3 Oklahoma. He made it two 
consecutive 100-yard games with seven receptions for 127 yards at K-State, his first two 100-yard games.
• He posted his third career 100-yard receiving game with seven receptions for 132 yards against WVU before tallying his 
fourth game with 100 or more yards with 122 on five receptions at Kansas.

O-LINE COMING TOGETHER
• Due to injuries and youth, Baylor was forced to use four different starting combinations on the offensive line through the 
season’s first four games. Baylor has now started the same personnel the last six games.
• Despite facing tougher competition over the last six games, Baylor has increased several per game totals including scoring 
(+1.3), first downs (+5.6), passing (+81.5), and total offense (+39.0).
• After allowing nine sacks over its first three games, the Baylor offensive line has allowed only nine sacks over the last six.
• The only combination to start together more than once is LT Mo Porter, LG Xavier Newman, C Sam Tecklenburg, RG 
Blake Blackmar and RT Pat Lawrence. Porter was forced out after only 17 snaps against OU with Josh Malin taking over 
in the first quarter against the Sooners.
• RG Blake Blackmar (21 consecutive starts, 22 career) and RT Pat Lawrence (22 consecutive starts, 22 career) have both 
started all nine games as their respective positions. Sam Tecklenburg has started all nine games this season, but at two 
different positions (two at LG, seven at C). Below are the starting combinations through nine weeks.

EFFICIENCY ON OFFENSE FOR BEARS
• The Bears have had 26 scoring drives of 2:30 or less through the season’s first nine games, including 21-of-27 drives that 
resulted in a touchdown. The Bears are averaging 2:40 per scoring drive (1:52 per TD drive) this season.
• Baylor has scored in less than a minute 10 times and on the first or second play of a drive eight times.
• Five of Baylor’s seven scoring drives against Liberty lasted two minutes or less including a 3-play, 75-yard drive that took 
only 22 seconds and a 1-play, 75-yard scoring drive that took only 11 seconds off the clock. Both of those drives included 
deep pass completions, a 49-yarder to Pooh Stricklin and a 75-yard scoring strike to Chris Platt. 
• Against Duke, Baylor scored three touchdowns on passes of 44 yards, 73 yards and 79 yards to cap drives that lasted 14, 
42 and 48 seconds each.

EXPERIENCED YOUNG MOVING UP LIST
Senior linebacker Taylor Young leads the team with 38 career starts, including 11 consecutive games dating back to 2016, 
and has played in 44 games in his career. During that time he has amassed 316 career combined tackles, a total that ranks 
13th among active defenders. He also ranks sixth among active players with 208 solo tackles in his career.

MORE ON BAYLOR’S RECEIVERS
• Tony Nicholson (7 rec., 74 yards) and Pooh Stricklin (6 rec., 85 yards) both had career days against Oklahoma. Stricklin 
followed with a career best nine receptions for 102 yards in his first start of the season at K-State. 
• Denzel Mims and Stricklin both went over the century mark at K-State, then Mims and Trestan Ebner followed up with 
100-yard games against West Virginia. That feat has occured only three times under Matt Rhule in 59 games as head coach. 
The other was October 11, 2014 against Tulsa while head coach at Temple.
• Ebner (5 rec., 109 yds, 2 TD) and Gavin Holmes (5 rec., 72 yards) both had career games against West Virginia.
• Four different players had their first catches of the season against Texas: Blake Lynch, Marques Jones, Trevor White 
and Jayson Clements. The receptions were the first career catches for all but Lynch.
• Three more players (Charlie Brewer, Ish Wainright and Jared Atkinson) had their first receptions of 2017 at Kansas.
• Baylor’s six pass completions of 60+ are the fifth most and six of 70+ yards is the nation’s best total.

THIRD DOWN TURNAROUND
• After struggling on first down against Liberty and alllowing the Flames to convert on 15-of-24 third downs, the Baylor de-
fense has turned the stat around over the next four games and particularly following halftime against UTSA. Baylor’s mark 
of 26.67 percent over those 14 quarters would have ranked 11th nationally.
• In addition to the defensive improvement on third down, the Baylor offense took a step forward against Oklahoma complet-
ing 9-of-21 (42.8%) third down attempts after being successful on only 7-of-35 (20%) tries entering the game.

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RHULE TEAMS IN THE FOURTH QUARTER
In Matt Rhule’s five seasons as head coach, he has sealed the deal when leading or tied 
entering the fourth quarter. Rhule-coached teams have won 26 straight games when lead-
ing or tied entering the fourth, and are 27-4 overall. All four losses came in his first season 
as head coach at Temple in 2013. When leading entering the fourth quarter, he has won 24 
straight games and is 25-3 overall with all three losses coming in 2013 as well.

MULTIPLE TURNOVERS EQUALS WINS
Matt Rhule defenses have forced two or more turnovers in 26 of 60 (43.3%) career games. 
His teams own a 18-8 record with two or more turnovers forced, have won 13 of the last 
17, eight of the last 1 and five of seven when doing so. Rhule’s teams are 7-0 when forcing 
four or more turnovers and 9-3 when creating three or more. His teams are 20-4 with a 
positive turnover margin.

KILLING THE CLOCK
When Matt Rhule coached teams grab a seven-point lead at any point during a game, they 
consistently convert it into a victory. With a seven-point lead at any point during a game, 
they are 28-10, have won seven of nine and 25 of the last 30. In the fourth quarter with a 
seven-point lead, his teams are 28-1 and have won 27 straight. When holding a 10-point 
lead at any point, Rhule has won seven straight. With a 14-point lead, he has won 24 
straight. Up 17, Rhule has won 20 straight. When leading by 20 or more he has won 17 
straight.

ABUNDANCE OF NFL EXPERIENCE
Including head coach Matt Rhule’s 2012 stint with the New York Giants, there are six total 
coaches on the Baylor staff with 38 years combined experience in the National Football 
League. That total ranks fourth in college football. Four of the five coaches on offense spent 
time in the NFL including co-offensive coordinators Jeff Nixon (10 years) and Glenn Thom-
as (seven years). Bob Bicknell has 10 years of experience with four different teams. Phil 
Snow was a Detroit assistant for four seasons. George DeLeone has spent six seasons in 
professional football over three stints. Rhule, DeLeone and Bicknell have all served as NFL 
offensive line coaches. BU’s 37 years of NFL coaching by its assistant coaches lead 
the country.

BAYLOR STAFF HAS TEXAS TIES
Despite Matt Rhule taking the reigns of the Baylor program with no experience in the state of 
Texas, he assembled a staff that includes eight coaches and support staffers that have spent 
time in the state. Tight ends coach Joey McGuire won three state titles in 14 seasons at Ce-
dar Hill (Texas) High School. Assoc. AD for football relations David Wetzel, a BU letterman, 
was head coach at San Antonio Reagan from 2003-16 as part of a 25-year career. He also 
served as head of the Texas High School Football Coaches Association. Glenn Thomas is a 
native of Eastland, Texas and a Texas Tech graduate. Offensive analyst Shawn Bell played 
quarterback at Baylor and spent 10 years on the Texas high school sidelines. Associate 
director of player development Stephen Smith is a Dallas native that served as an assistant 
under McGuire for seven seasons. Additionally, three of Baylor’s graduate assistant coaches 
are Texas natives.

LOTS OF FIRSTS AT OKLAHOMA STATE
• Baylor had several players achieve career firsts in all three phases of the game at Okla-
homa State on Oct. 14. On offense, freshman quarterback Charlie Brewer tossed his first 
passes, going 3-for-7 for 41 yards, while two of his completions were the initial catches 
of fellow rookie Gavin Holmes and senior Tyler Jaynes. Freshman Trestan Ebner also 
scored his first career touchdown on his first fumble recovery, which came in the end zone. 
• On defense, Verkedric Vaughns made his first career start at safety and Henry Black 
started for first time at linebacker. Freshman defensive end DJ Artis started for the first time 
as well. Freshman Timarcus Davis recovered his first fumble, while sophomore Grayland 
Arnold forced and recovered his first fumble as well, all on the same play. 
• On special teams, walk-on freshman kicker Jay Sedwick, who joined the team during the 
bye week, made his collegiate debut with five kickoffs for 314 yards (62.8) and two touch-
backs, and even had a tackle to save a touchdown.

CONSISTENT RUNNING GAME 
Baylor’s offense has churned out eight 1,000-yard rushers since 2010 - the second-best 
total in FBS. The Bears have had at least one player rush for 1,000 or more yards for a 
program-record seven consecutive seasons including junior Terence Williams’ 1,048 yards 
in 2016. Williams was the 12th player in Baylor history to rush for more than 1,000 yards in 
a season. Baylor has rushed for a touchdown in 47 of its last 50 games and 78 of its last 83.

Baylor (0-6) pounded out 219 yards on the ground, but three turnovers and a slow week in the 
passing game failed to keep up with the high-powered Oklahoma State (5-1) offense, falling 59-16 to 
the Cowboys.

After a decisive opening drive for the Bears to take a 7-0 lead, the Baylor defense made a stop and 
recovered a fumble in OSU territory with great field position. A stripped sack turnover gave the ball back 
to the Cowboys, who outscored the Bears 35-3 in the remainder of the first half.

Baylor (0-7) nearly pulled off some homecoming magic, but a failed two-point conversion to tie the 
game in the closing minute left the Bears on the short end of a 38-36 loss to No. 23 West Virginia (5-2).

Rallying for 23 unanswered points in the fourth quarter, the late push for the Bears was led by true 
freshman QB Charlie Brewer, who checked in on the final play of the third quarter. Brewer composed 
four scoring drives for BU, passing for two touchdowns in the quarter.

Trailing by eight with just under five minutes left, the Bears drove 86 yards when Brewer found fellow 
true freshman RB Trestan Ebner for a nine-yard TD. On the ensuing two-point attempt, Brewer was 
tracked down by the Mountaineer defense, sacking the upset hopes for the Baylor squad.
