® Baylor had it's largest student attendance of the season, 9,076.

© Baylor won the toss and elected to receive.

e 0L Sam Tecklenburg, DT Bravvion Roy, WR Denzel Mims, LB Clay Johnston served as captains for today’s game.

e A combined 25 points scored today were the lowest in the series since 24 (17-7 TCU) in 2006.

© BJ Thompson’s blocked punt and extra point are the sixth and seventh blocked kicks of the year for the Bears, tying for third-most in program history, the most since 9 in
1989. Coming into the day, the Bears ranked first in blocked kicks, third nationally.

® As a head coach, Rhule’s teams have blocked 28 kicks since 2013.

® |n the last two games, the Bears are 5-0f-9 in 4th down attempts. Before last week, the Bears had only converted 2-of-6 4th down attempts.

® For the second-straight game, the Bears had more first downs than their opponent, today 20 first downs on the day, to 14 for TCU.
