to cap a 13-0 run that gave the Bears a 78-61 lead, and BU led by at least 11 points the rest of the way.
© Butler had a game-high 22 points, the first 20-point game by a BU true freshman since Isaiah Austin on Feb. 27,
2013, and McClure added 21 points and a career-high 8 boards. Clark had career-highs with 17 points and 5 blocks.
