© Baylor begins the second half of its Big 12 season by hosting Kansas State at 5 p.m. CT Saturday.

e Saturday is the 40th all-time meeting between Baylor and K-State. BU is 18-21 against KSU.

® Baylor is 6-b against Kansas State since 2014, but K-State has won 4 in a row against the Bears.

© With a win, BU can improve to 7-3 in Big 12 play, which would tie the fewest losses in the league.

© BU is coming off an 84-72 loss at Texas on Wednesday that snapped the Bears’ 6-game winning streak.

® Prior to the loss at Texas, Baylor had won 5 straight Big 12 games, including wins at Oklahoma State, vs.
Texas Tech, at West Virginia and vs. TCU. The Bears also defeated Alabama during their winning streak.

© In 8 games since Tristan Clark’s season-ending injury, BU is shooting 41% on 3-pointers and making
10.1 treys per game. Those numbers are up from 29% and 6.6 made 3's per game prior to the injury.

e Clark was ruled out for the season after suffering a left-knee injury in the Jan. 20 win over lowa State.

® Four Bears are shooting 40% + from 3-point range and making 1.5+ 3FGs/game since Clark’s injury —
Devonte Bandoo (50%, 1.6), Mason (46%, 2.8), McClure (43%, 1.9) and Butler (41%, 2.4).

© BU is averaging 76.4 ppg in 8 games with the 3-guard lineup, up from 71.4 ppg prior to Clark’s injury.

© BU has scored 72+ points in 7 straight games after doing so in only 7 of its first 15 games.

® Scott Drew is in his 16th season in Waco and is the Bears' all-time wins leader (311-202).

© Baylor is 28-2 when leading at halftime since the start of the 2017-18 season (13-2 this season).

© Makai Mason had his streaks of 13 straight games with 10+ points and 15 straight with a 3-pointer
snapped Wednesday at Texas. Mason was limited to 23 minutes due to a toe injury suffered during practice.

© Mason had the 7th 40-point game in BU history Saturday vs. TCU, breaking the BU record for a Big 12 game.

e Jared Butler joined the starting lineup with Clark out and is averaging 11.8 ppg and 4.1 apg in 8 starts.

o Butler is shooting 41% on 3FGs (19-46) since becoming a starter after 23% (10-44) in his first 14 games.

o Butler is 4th in the Big 12 with 3.8 assists/gm in league play. He had a season-high 6 assists Wednesday
at Texas and has 45 assists in his last 11 games after posting 14 assists in his first 11 games.

© Mark Vital is the nation’s only player with more offensive than defensive rebs. (79-78; min. 140 total).

© Flo Thamba and Freddie Gillespie have combined for 9.0 ppg, 7.6 rpg and 1.6 bpg in 30.8 mpg in 8
games since Clark's injury. Prior to the injury they averaged 2.4 ppg, 2.9 rpg and 0.9 bpg in 12.8 mpg.

© BU is 4th nationally in offensive rebounding percentage (38.1), its 6th straight year in the nation’s top 10.

© In conference games, Baylor leads the Big 12 in scoring (76.9), effective FG% (.543), 3-point pct. (.401),

3FGs made (9.7/game), scoring margin (+7.2), assists (16.0/game), rebounding margin (7.1), offensive

efficiency (114.5), offensive rebound pct. (.387) and defensive rebound pct. (.726).

® BU is 83-17 since 2015-16 when leading at any point in the 2nd half of a game (15-2 this season).

© BU is 95-72 in Big 12 play in 10 seasons since 2010 after going 59-149 in the league’s first 13 seasons.

© Baylor is 34-5 in home games against unranked opponents since 2016-17, with 2 of the losses to K-State.

3-GUARD LINEUP LEADING BEARS' RESURGENCE

® Baylor switched to a 3-guard lineup after Tristan Clark’s season-ending injury, swapping freshman guard Jared
Butler into the starting lineup. The Bears moved 6-foot-5 sophomore Mark Vital to the starting 5-spot.

® |n 8 games without Clark, Baylor is making 3.7 more 3-pointers per game (10.1 from 6.4) and shooting 11.3%
higher from 3-point range (40.5 from 29.2). BU’s 2-point percentage has suffered, dropping from 55% to 50%.
