STORY LINES

© Baylor looks for a season sweep of lowa State when the teams meet in Ames at 8 p.m. CT Tuesday.

© Tuesday is the 37th series meeting. ISU leads the series 19-17, but BU has won 7 of the last 9.

© The home team has won 28 of 32 campus site games in the series, and BU is 1-3 vs. ISU at neutral sites.

© Baylor is 2-14 all-time against lowa State in Ames, with the wins in 2015 and 2016 (lost first 12).

© BU won 73-70 when the teams met in Waco on Jan. 8 this season. lowa State led 66-64 with 3 minutes
left, but Makai Mason scored 7 straight BU points to give the Bears the lead for good.

© BU is coming off an 86-61 loss at No. 15 Texas Tech on Saturday. The Bears played without Mason and
King McClure, who are both day-to-day, and had 8 scholarship players available, including a former walk-on.

© Mason has missed 2 of 3 games with a toe injury, while McClure has missed 3 straight. Clark has missed
11 straight since his season-ending injury on Jan. 8, and Jake Lindsey has missed the entire season.

e All told, those 4 projected starters have missed 44 total games, including 27 in Big 12 play.

© BU entered the season with 3 returning letterwinners after losing its top 4 scorers from last season.

© In 11 games since Tristan Clark’s season-ending injury, BU is shooting 39% on 3-pointers and making

9.6 treys per game. Those numbers are up from 29% and 6.6 made 3's per game prior to the injury.

® Four Bears are shooting 42% + from 3-point range and making 1.5+ 3FGs/game since Clark’s injury —
Devonte Bandoo (44%, 1.8), Jared Butler (43%, 2.6), McClure (43%, 1.9) and Mason (42%, 2.4).

® BU is averaging 72.2 ppg in 11 games since Clark's injury, up from 71.4 ppg prior to losing Clark.

® Scott Drew is in his 16th season in Waco and is the Bears' all-time wins leader (312-204).

© Baylor is 28-2 when leading at halftime since the start of the 2017-18 season (13-2 this season).

© Mario Kegler is averaging 11.8 ppg and 5.3 rpg while shooting 51% over his last 8 games.

e Jared Butler joined the starting lineup with Clark out and is averaging 12.2 ppg and 3.7 apg in 11 starts.

© Butler is shooting 43% on 3FGs (29-67) since becoming a starter after 23% (10-44) in his first 14 games.

o Butler is 6th in the Big 12 with 3.5 assists/gm in league play. He has 53 assists in his last 14 games (3.8
apg) after 14 assists in his first 11 games (1.3 apg). He has also made a 3-pointer in 11 straight games.

© Mason needs 9 points to reach 1,000 for his Division | career (680 at Yale, 311 at Baylor).

© Mark Vital leads the Big 12 and ranks 15th nationally with 3.5 offensive rebounds per game.

© Flo Thamba and Freddie Gillespie have combined for 8.5ppg, 8.1 rpg and 2.1 bpg in 32.5 mpg in 11
games since Clark's injury. Prior to the injury they averaged 2.4 ppg, 2.9 rpg and 0.9 bpg in 12.8 mpg.

 Bandoo is 4th in the Big 12 in 3FG% in league play (.460) and is averaging 14.0 ppg in the last 3 games.

© Gillespie is averaging 7.3 ppg, 5.4 rpg, 1.6 bpg and shooting 71% (24-34) in 20.3 mpg over the last 7 games.
He entered that stretch with 25 points all season, including 8 DNPs in 9 games preceding Clark'’s injury.

© Baylor is 33-36 in Big 12 road games since 2012, second-best in the league behind only Kansas (43-23).

© BU is 2nd nationally in offensive rebounding percentage (38.7), its 6th straight year in the nation’s top 10.

* |n Big 12 play, Baylor leads the league in offensive efficiency (111.0), assists (14.8/gm), 3-point pct. (.389),

3-pointers made (9.3/gm) rebounding margin (+5.7/gm) and offensive rebounding (13.4/gm).

© Sciambi called 3 BU games last season, but is calling his first this year. Van Gundy is on a BU game for the first time.

QUICK HITS

® BU is 84-18 since 2015-16 when leading at any point in the 2nd half of a game (16-3 this season).

© BU is 96-74 in Big 12 play in 10 seasons since 2010 after going 59-149 in the league's first 13 seasons.

© Baylor is one of nine teams to be nationally ranked in each of the last 11 seasons dating back to 2007-08 - Baylor,
Duke, Gonzaga, Kansas, Kentucky, Louisville, Michigan State, Notre Dame and North Carolina.

® BU is 40-69 against AP-ranked teams since 2007-08 after going 0-27 in Drew's first 4 rebuilding seasons.

© Baylor defeated 7 top-10 teams in the last 3 seasons, including a 6-3 mark vs. top-10 teams in Waco.

® Baylor is 12-22 against AP Top 10 teams since March 2012. BU started the Drew era 1-26 vs. top-10.

® Baylor has won 89% of its games when leading at the half since 2011-12 (147-18).

© Baylor is 187-88 over the last 7 seasons, averaging 24.4 wins per season since 2012.

© Baylor's 187 wins since 2011-12 are second-most in the Big 12 behind only Kansas (230).

® Baylor is 278-135 since 2007-08, the first year Drew’s staff had a full allotment of scholarships.

© Baylor beat Alabama to move to 5-1 all-time in Big 12/SEC Challenges, the best record of any team in either league.

© Baylor has the nation’s 11th-longest active streak with at least one 3-point FG made in 894 straight games — the
last time Baylor failed to make a 3-pointer was nearly 29 years ago, on Feb. 21, 1990 vs. Texas Tech (0-8).

® Tuesday is the 37th series meeting. Baylor trails 17-19 in the series, including a 2-14 mark in Ames.

© The home team has won 28 of 32 campus site games in the all-time series, and BU is 1-3 vs. ISU at neutral sites.
© Baylor has won seven of the last nine games in the series, with the losses in each of its last two trips to Ames.
© Baylor has won 6 straight home games vs. lowa State and 12 of 13 home games vs. ISU dating back to 2002.

@ Since the Big 12 went to double round-robin play in 2012, the teams have split the season series four times
(2012, 2014, 2017, 2018), BU has swept twice (2015, 2016) and ISU has swept once (2013).

FOUR PROJECTED STARTERS SAT OUT SATURDAY'S GAME

© Baylor was playing without four projected starters in Saturday’s game at No. 15 Texas Tech. Makai Mason (toe) and
King McClure (knee) missed the game, while Tristan Clark (knee) and Jake Lindsey (hip) are out for the season.

© The same four starters missed the Feh. 9 games vs. K-State, and all but Mason missed the Feb. 11 win vs. Oklahoma.
e Clark is out for the year after suffering a left-knee injury in the Jan. 8 win over lowa State.

o Clark started the first 14 games this season and was leading the nation with a .737 field goal percentage. He
averaged 14.6 points, 6.3 rebounds, 2.4 blocks, 1.7 assists and 1.1 steals in 29.8 minutes per game prior to the injury.
e Lindsey played in all 103 games and made 18 starts over his first 3 seasons at Baylor.

SHORT-HANDED BEARS SUFFER WORST LOSS SINCE 2016 AT NO. 15 TEXAS TECH

 Baylor again played without four projected starters in an 86-61 loss at No. 15 Texas Tech on Feb. 16.

© BU held Tech to .407 from the field (22-0f-54), but the Red Raiders converted 30-0f-35 free throws.

© Freshman Jared Butler had team-highs of 16 points, 4 assists and 37 minutes, while Mario Kegler added 15 points.
© The 25-point margin-of-defeat was Baylor's worst since Jan. 2, 2016 at Kansas.

 Baylor switched to a 3-guard lineup after Tristan Clark’s season-ending injury, swapping freshman guard Jared
Butler into the starting lineup. The Bears moved 6-foot-5 sophomore Mark Vital to the starting 5-spot.

® |n 11 games without Clark, Baylor is making 3.2 more 3-pointers per game (9.6 from 6.4) and shooting 10%
higher from 3-point range (39.1 from 29.2). BU’s 2-point percentage has suffered, dropping from 55% to 46%.

® Baylor is averaging 0.8 more points per game despite missing Clark’s 14.6 PPG and 6.3 RPG.

© Butler is averaging 5.7 more ppg, 1.8 more rpg and 1.9 more apg in 11 games since joining the starting lineup.

© Freddie Gillespie and Flo Thamba are combining for 8.5 ppg, 8.1 rpg and 2.1 bpg in 32.5 mpg in 11 games since
Clark’s injury. Prior to the injury they averaged a combined 2.4 ppg, 2.9 rpg and 0.9 bpg in 12.8 mpg over 14 games.

® Baylor has had a nation-leading four players selected in the NBA Draft since 2010 who weren’t ranked in the
ESPN100 out of high school — Quincy Acy, Ekpe Udoh, Pierre Jackson and Taurean Prince.

® Six Baylor players have been selected in the last six NBA Drafts, 10th-most nationally.

 In Drew's first 15 seasons at Baylor, 38 players have gone on to professional careers.

® Drew (48) is the youngest of 11 coaches to take his current program to four Sweet 16s since 2010.

® The Bears have advanced to postseason play in a school-record seven straight seasons (5 NCAA, 2 NIT).

® BU is 20-4 in regular-season tournaments since 2013-14, including wins in 14 of its last 15 games.

® Drew has won 20+ games in nine of the last 11 years — the Bears had 3 seasons of 20+ wins prior to his arrival.

® Drew is coaching his 517th game at Baylor (312-203). His .605 winning percentage is best in BU history.

© Baylor has a .673 winning percentage (278-135) since Drew’s first year with no scholarship restrictions in 2007-08

® In Drew’s 16 seasons as Baylor head coach, BU has been ranked in 211 of 517 games. Prior to Drew, BU was ranked

in 2 of 2,197 games over 97 seasons. In 11 seasons since 2008-09, BU has been ranked in 208 of 382 games.

® BU has graduated 91 percent of its scholarship seniors since Drew took over in 2003 (31 of 34).

 In Drew's first 15 seasons at Baylor, 38 players have gone on to professional careers.

© Baylor has won 5 tournament titles under Drew — 2007 Paradise Jam, 2011 Las Vegas Classic, 2013 Postseason NIT,
2016 Battle 4 Atlantis and 2017 Hall of Fame Classic.

MCCLURE LEADING AS LONE RETURNING SENIOR

 Senior King McClure, Baylor's lone player with 3+ years in the program. He has played in 122 games at Baylor,
while Baylor’s starting 5 from Saturday’s game at Tech have combined for a total of 145 games played at Baylor.
© McClure slid to the starting 3-spot with Clark's injury. He posted a career-high 29 points with 9 rebounds and 4
assists in a career-high 38 minutes of the Jan. 14 win at Oklahoma State.

© McClure has made 2 starts this season as point guard, 9 starts as shooting guard and 11 starts at the 3-spot.

© McClure has posted 20+ points 4 times this season after doing so in 1 of 100 games over his first 3 years.

© |n 8 games played since Clark’s injury, McClure is averaging 9.4 points, 6.1 rebounds, 2.1 assists and 1.0 steals.

MASON PUTTING UP BIG NUMBERS AFTER MISSING TWO SEASONS

® Makai Mason has started 20 games after missing the majority of the previous 2+ seasons due to injury.

® |n Big 12 play, Mason ranks 4th in the league with 17.2 points per game and 8th with 3.4 assists per game.

© Mason was limited to 5 points in 23 minutes at Texas (2/6) due to a toe injury suffered in practice. He's missed 2 of 3
games since — losses to K-State (2/9) and at Texas Tech (2/16). He had a career-high 8 assists in the Feb. 11 win vs. OU.

® Mason had the 7th 40-point game in program history vs. TCU (2/2). He set a program record for points in a Big 12
game and went 9-0f-12 from 3-point range, tying the 2nd-most made 3-pointers in program history.

® Mason posted a then-season-high 29 points in 38 minutes of BU's win at West Virginia (1/21).

© Mason had a then-season-high 25 points in the win over No. 20 lowa State (1/8), including 7 points in the final 2 minutes.
© Mason needs 9 points to reach 1,000 during his Division | career (680 at Yale, 311 at Baylor).
