
STORY LINES
• Baylor looks for a season sweep of West Virginia when the teams meet in Waco at 1 p.m. CT Saturday.
• Saturday is the 17th series meeting, all since 2011. Baylor leads 9-7, including 3-3 in Waco.
• The teams have alternated wins in Waco (BU in 2013, 2015, 2017; WVU in 2014, 2016, 2018).
• BU has completed season sweeps of Oklahoma and Iowa State and is looking for its 3rd sweep this year.
• BU won 85-73 when the teams met in Morgantown on Jan. 21. Makai Mason had 29 points, while 

Mario Kegler had a career-high 18 points, and the duo combined to go 13-for-13 on 2-point field goals.
• BU is coming off a 73-69 win at No. 19 Iowa State, improving to 3-2 vs. ranked teams this season.
• Freddie Gillespie had his first double-double with 14 points (7-of-8 FGs) and 10 rebounds at Iowa State.
• Mason has missed 2 of the last 4 games with a toe injury, while King McClure has missed 4 straight with 

a knee injury. Tristan Clark has missed 12 straight games, and Jake Lindsey has missed the entire season.
• All told, those 4 projected starters have missed 47 total games, including 30 in Big 12 play.
• BU entered the season with 3 returning letterwinners after losing its top 4 scorers from last season.
• Mason reached 1,000 points for his Division I career in Tuesday’s win at ISU (680 at Yale, 325 at Baylor).
• In 12 games since Tristan Clark’s season-ending injury, BU is shooting 39% on 3-pointers and making 
9.8 treys per game. Those numbers are up from 29% and 6.6 made 3’s per game prior to the injury.
• BU is averaging 72.2 ppg in 12 games since Clark’s injury, up from 71.4 ppg prior to losing Clark.
• Four Bears are shooting 38%+ from 3-point range and making 1.8+ 3FGs/game since Clark’s injury – 

Devonte Bandoo (42%, 1.8), Jared Butler (45%, 2.8), McClure (43%, 1.9) and Mason (38%, 2.4).
• Flo Thamba and Gillespie have combined for 9.3 ppg, 8.6 rpg and 2.1 bpg in 33.1 mpg in 12 games 

since Clark’s injury. Prior to the injury they averaged 2.4 ppg, 2.9 rpg and 0.9 bpg in 12.8 mpg.
• Gillespie is averaging 8.1 ppg, 6.0 rpg, 1.6 bpg and shooting 74% (31-42) in 21.6 mpg over the last 8 games. 

He entered that stretch with 25 points all season, including 8 DNPs in 9 games preceding Clark’s injury.
• Jared Butler joined the starting lineup with Clark out and is averaging 12.6 ppg and 3.8 apg in 12 starts.
• Butler is shooting 45% on 3FGs (34-75) since becoming a starter after 23% (10-44) in his first 14 games.
• Butler is 6th in the Big 12 with 3.6 assists/gm in league play. He has 58 assists in his last 15 games (3.9 

apg) after 14 assists in his first 11 games (1.3 apg). He has also made a 3-pointer in 12 straight games. 
• Scott Drew is in his 16th season in Waco and is the Bears’ all-time wins leader (313-204).
• Baylor is 29-2 when leading at halftime since the start of the 2017-18 season (14-2 this season).
• Mario Kegler is averaging 11.4 ppg and 5.3 rpg while shooting 50% (36% 3FGs) over his last 9 games.
• Mark Vital leads the Big 12 and ranks 10th nationally with 3.5 offensive rebounds per game.
• Bandoo is 6th in the Big 12 in 3FG% in league play (.446) and is averaging 13.0 ppg in the last 4 games.
• BU is 2nd nationally in offensive rebounding percentage (38.7), its 6th straight year in the nation’s top 10.
• In Big 12 play, Baylor leads the league in offensive efficiency (111.5), assists (14.9/gm), 3-point pct. (.386), 
3-pointers made (9.4/gm) rebounding margin (+6.5/gm) and offensive rebounding percentage (40.4).
• Drew is coaching his 518th game at Baylor (313-204). His .605 winning percentage is best in BU history.

• Saturday’s game will be broadcast on ESPN2 with Anish Shroff and Tim Welsh calling the action.
• Shroff is calling his 4th Baylor game and his first since Feb. 21, 2015 – a 69-42 Baylor win over K-State.
• Welsh is calling his 4th BU game this season after working Baylor’s last three Saturday games.

QUICK HITS
• BU is 85-18 since 2015-16 when leading at any point in the 2nd half of a game (17-3 this season).
• BU is 97-74 in Big 12 play in 10 seasons since 2010 after going 59-149 in the league’s first 13 seasons.
• BU has won 8+ Big 12 games in 8 straight seasons after winning 8+ just 3 times in the league’s first 15 years.
• Baylor is one of nine teams to be nationally ranked in each of the last 11 seasons dating back to 2007-08 – Baylor, 

Duke, Gonzaga, Kansas, Kentucky, Louisville, Michigan State, Notre Dame and North Carolina.
• BU is 41-69 against AP-ranked teams since 2007-08 after going 0-27 in Drew’s first 4 rebuilding seasons.
• Baylor defeated 7 top-10 teams in the last 3 seasons, including a 6-3 mark vs. top-10 teams in Waco.
• Baylor is 12-22 against AP Top 10 teams since March 2012. BU started the Drew era 1-26 vs. top-10.
• Baylor has won 89% of its games when leading at the half since 2011-12 (148-18).
• Baylor is 188-88 over the last 7 seasons, averaging 24.4 wins per season since 2012.
• Baylor’s 188 wins since 2011-12 are second-most in the Big 12 behind only Kansas (230).
• Baylor is 279-135 since 2007-08, the first year Drew’s staff had a full allotment of scholarships.
• Baylor beat Alabama to move to 5-1 all-time in Big 12/SEC Challenges, the best record of any team in either league.
• Baylor has the nation’s 11th-longest active streak with at least one 3-point FG made in 895 straight games — the 

last time Baylor failed to make a 3-pointer was more than 29 years ago, on Feb. 21, 1990 vs. Texas Tech (0-8).

SERIES HISTORY VS. WEST VIRGINIA
• Saturday is the 17th all-time series meeting, all of which have been played since 2011.
• WVU has won six of eight against the Bears after Baylor won seven of the first eight series meetings.
• BU leads the series 9-7, including a 3-3 mark in Waco. The teams have alternated wins in Waco, with Baylor 
winning the matchup in 2013, 2015 and 2017 and West Virginia winning in 2014, 2016 and 2018.

FOUR PROJECTED STARTERS SAT OUT SATURDAY’S GAME
• Baylor was playing without four projected starters in Saturday’s game at No. 15 Texas Tech. Makai Mason (toe) and 
King McClure (knee) missed the game, while Tristan Clark (knee) and Jake Lindsey (hip) are out for the season.
• The same four starters missed the Feb. 9 games vs. K-State, and all but Mason missed the Feb. 11 win vs. Oklahoma.
• Clark is out for the year after suffering a left-knee injury in the Jan. 8 win over Iowa State.
• Clark started the first 14 games this season and was leading the nation with a .737 field goal percentage. He 
averaged 14.6 points, 6.3 rebounds, 2.4 blocks, 1.7 assists and 1.1 steals in 29.8 minutes per game prior to the injury.
• Lindsey played in all 103 games and made 18 starts over his first 3 seasons at Baylor.

BEARS COMPLETE SWEEP WITH WIN AT NO. 19 IOWA STATE
• Baylor pulled off an upset at No. 19 Iowa State on Feb. 19, beating the Cyclones 73-69 to finish a season sweep.
• Baylor became the only visiting team to win 3 games at Hilton Coliseum in the last 5 seasons (2015, 2016, 2019).
• There were 10 second-half lead changes, but BU never trailed by more than 2 points in the 2nd half.
• Freddie Gillespie had his first double-double with career-highs of 14 points and 10 rebounds, while Jared Butler 
added team-highs of 17 points and 5 assists. Makai Mason contributed 14 points in his return from a toe injury.

3-GUARD LINEUP AND UNHERALDED BIG MEN LEADING BEARS’ RESURGENCE
• Baylor switched to a 3-guard lineup after Tristan Clark’s season-ending injury, swapping freshman guard Jared 
Butler into the starting lineup. The Bears moved 6-foot-5 sophomore Mark Vital to the starting 5-spot.
• In 12 games without Clark, Baylor (8-4) is making 3.4 more 3-pointers per game (9.8 from 6.4) and shooting 10% 
higher from 3-point range (39% from 29%). BU’s 2-point percentage has suffered, dropping from 55% to 48%.
• Baylor is averaging 0.8 more points per game (72.2 from 71.4) despite missing Clark’s 14.6 PPG and 6.3 RPG.
• Butler in 12 games since becoming a starter — 12.6 ppg, 4.0 rpg, 3.8 apg, 2.8 3FGM/gm and 45% on 3-pointers. 
• Butler’s first 14 games prior to Clark injury — 6.5 ppg, 2.0 rpg, 1.9 apg, 0.7 3FGM/gm and 23% on 3-pointers.
• Freddie Gillespie and Flo Thamba combined in 12 games since Clark’s injury — 9.3 ppg, 8.6 rpg, 2.1 bpg in 33.1 mpg. 
• Prior to the injury Gillespie and Thamba combined to average 2.4 ppg, 2.9 rpg and 0.9 bpg in 12.8 mpg.
• Devonte Bandoo’s first 14 games — 6.8 ppg, 34% 3FGs; Bandoo’s 12 games since Clark injury — 9.0 ppg, 42% 3FGs.
• Mario Kegler is also averaging 9.8 ppg, up from 8.8 ppg, and shooting 3-pointers at 34% (12-35), up from 8% (2-24).

A WIN WOULD ...
• Be Scott Drew’s 314th win at Baylor and the 334th of his Division I coaching career.
• Give Baylor its 3rd season sweep this year after previously sweeping Oklahoma and Iowa State.
• Make Baylor 10-7 all-time against West Virginia, including a 4-3 mark in Waco.
• Mark a 12th consecutive season with 18+ wins. BU had 18+ wins in 8 of 101 seasons prior to that streak.
• Clinch a .500+ record in Big 12 play for the 7th time in the last 8 seasons, 8th time in the last 10 seasons and 
9th time in the last 12 seasons. BU had a .500+ record just once in the Big 12’s first 11 seasons (8-8 in 1998).
• Improve Baylor’s record to 98-74 in Big 12 play since 2010 after going 59-149 in the league’s first 13 seasons.

ONE OF THE GREATEST REBUILDS IN NCAA HISTORY
• Scott Drew became Baylor head coach in 2003, starting of one of the greatest rebuilds in NCAA history.
• Drew is now in his 16th season at Baylor and is the school’s all-time wins leader (313).
• Baylor is one of nine teams to be nationally ranked in each of the last 11 seasons dating back to 2007-08 – 

Baylor, Duke, Gonzaga, Kansas, Kentucky, Louisville, Michigan State, Notre Dame and North Carolina.
• Baylor has had a nation-leading four players selected in the NBA Draft since 2010 who weren’t ranked in the 

ESPN100 out of high school — Quincy Acy, Ekpe Udoh, Pierre Jackson and Taurean Prince.
• Six Baylor players have been selected in the last six NBA Drafts, 10th-most nationally.
• In Drew’s first 15 seasons at Baylor, 38 players have gone on to professional careers.
• Drew (48) is the youngest of 11 coaches to take his current program to four Sweet 16s since 2010.
• The Bears have advanced to postseason play in a school-record seven straight seasons (5 NCAA, 2 NIT).
• BU is 20-4 in regular-season tournaments since 2013-14, including wins in 14 of its last 15 games.
• Drew has won 20+ games in nine of the last 11 years — the Bears had 3 seasons of 20+ wins prior to his arrival.

DREW ERA HIGHLIGHTS
• Drew is coaching his 518th game at Baylor (313-204). His .605 winning percentage is best in BU history.
• Baylor has a .674 winning percentage (279-135) since Drew’s first year with no scholarship restrictions in 2007-08 
and a .681 winning percentage (188-88) over the last 7 seasons since 2011-12.
• In Drew’s 16 seasons as Baylor head coach, BU has been ranked in 211 of 518 games. Prior to Drew, BU was ranked 
in 2 of 2,197 games over 97 seasons. In 11 seasons since 2008-09, BU has been ranked in 208 of 383 games.
• BU has graduated 91 percent of its scholarship seniors since Drew took over in 2003 (31 of 34).
• In Drew’s first 15 seasons at Baylor, 38 players have gone on to professional careers.
• Baylor has won 5 tournament titles under Drew — 2007 Paradise Jam, 2011 Las Vegas Classic, 2013 Postseason NIT, 

2016 Battle 4 Atlantis and 2017 Hall of Fame Classic. BU is 20-4 in regular-season tournaments since 2013-14.

DOMINANT DEFENSIVE PERFORMANCES
• Baylor’s defense has held 3 high-major teams to their lowest scoring totals in more than 5 years.
• BU held Arizona to 49 points in Tucson on Dec. 1, becoming the first team to hold UA below 50 since Feb. 26, 2011.
• Baylor limited Oregon to 47 points on Dec. 15, the Ducks’ fewest points in a game since Feb. 21, 2013.
• Baylor held Oklahoma to 47 points in Norman on Jan. 28, the Sooners’ fewest in a game since Nov. 23, 2012.

BUTLER STEPS INTO STARTING ROLE WITH CLARK OUT
• Freshman guard Jared Butler leads the team with a 1.44 assist-to-turnover ratio (72a/50t). He’s played in all 26 
games and joined the starting lineup for the last 12 games with Tristan Clark’s injury (2 starts at PG, 10 at SG).
• In 12 starts with Clark out, Butler is averaging 12.6 points and 3.8 assists in 30.9 minutes per game.
• Butler is shooting 45% on 3FGs (34-of-75) in the last 12 games after shooting 23% (10-of-44) in his first 14 games.
• In Big 12 play, Butler ranks 6th in the league with 3.6 assists per game and 5th with a .451 3-point percentage.
• Butler has scored in double-figures in 9 of 12 games since joining the starting lineup after doing so in 3 of 14 prior.

KEGLER SETTLING IN AFTER LONG LAYOFF
• Mario Kegler went 629 days between games after sitting out the 2017-18 following his transfer from 
Mississippi State and then missing the first 6 games this season. He has started the last 20 games.
• Kegler has scored in double-figures in 5 of the last 9 games while averaging 11.4 points and 5.3 rebounds.
• Kegler is shooting 50% (43-of-86) in the last 10 games after shooting 34% (29-of-85) in his first 10 games.
• Kegler has scored 15+ points in 3 of the last 9 games. He had a career-high 18 points in the Jan. 21 win at WVU, 
game-highs with 17 points and 7 rebounds in the Jan. 26 win vs. Alabama, and 15 points on Feb. 16 at Texas Tech.

MASON PUTTING UP BIG NUMBERS AFTER MISSING TWO SEASONS
• Makai Mason has started 21 games after missing the majority of the previous 2+ seasons due to injury.
• In Big 12 play, Mason ranks 4th in the league with 16.9 points per game and 7th with 3.4 assists per game.
• Mason was limited to 5 points in 23 minutes at Texas (2/6) due to a toe injury. He’s missed 2 of 4 games since — 
losses to K-State (2/9) and at Texas Tech (2/16), but played in wins vs. Oklahoma (2/11) and at Iowa State (2/19).
• Mason had the 7th 40-point game in program history vs. TCU (2/2). He set a program record for points in a Big 12 
game and went 9-of-12 from 3-point range, tying the 2nd-most made 3-pointers in program history.
• Mason posted a then-season-high 29 points in 38 minutes of BU’s win at West Virginia (1/21).
• Mason had a then-season-high 25 points in the win over No. 20 Iowa State (1/8), including 7 points in the final 2 minutes.
• Mason reached 1,000 points for his Division I career in the Feb. 19 win at Iowa State (680 at Yale, 325 at Baylor).

LONE RETURNING SENIOR MCCLURE HAS MISSED 4 STRAIGHT GAMES
• Senior King McClure, Baylor’s lone player with 3+ years in the program, has missed the last 4 games with knee 
soreness. He has played in 122 games at Baylor, including a team-high 56 career starts (22 starts this season).
• McClure slid to the starting 3-spot with Clark’s injury. He posted a career-high 29 points with 9 rebounds and 4 
assists in a career-high 38 minutes of the Jan. 14 win at Oklahoma State.
• McClure has made 2 starts this season as point guard, 9 starts as shooting guard and 11 starts at the 3-spot.
• McClure has posted 20+ points 4 times this season after doing so in 1 of 100 games over his first 3 years.
• In 8 games played since Clark’s injury, McClure is averaging 9.4 points, 6.1 rebounds, 2.1 assists and 1.0 steals.

VITAL DOING THE DIRTY WORK
• Despite being undersized at 6-foot-5, Mark Vital slid to the starting 5-spot with Tristan Clark out. Vital leads the 
Big 12 and ranks 10th nationally in offensive rebounding (3.5), and ranks 5th in the Big 12 in total rebounding (6.8 rpg).
• Vital led the Bears with a career-high 14 points on 6-of-8 shooting in the Feb. 6 game at Texas.
• Vital had team-highs with 13 rebounds, 5 assists and 2 steals in 32 minutes of the Jan. 14 win at Oklahoma State.
• In 12 games with Clark out, Vital is averaging 6.7 ppg, 6.3 rpg (3.6 offensive), 1.9 apg, 0.9 bpg and 0.8 spg.
• Vital posted 17 rebounds in Baylor’s win at Arizona, which were 3 more than all Arizona players combined (14).

PROTECTING HALFTIME LEADS
• Baylor went 15-0 last season when leading at halftime and is 32-2 in its last 34 games when leading at the half.
• Baylor has won 89% of its games (147-18) when leading at the half since 2011-12 (14-2 in 2018-19, 15-0 in 2017-18, 
18-3 in 2016-17, 18-2 in 2015-16, 21-7 in 2014-15, 18-2 in 2013-14, 17-1 in 2012-13 and 26-1 in 2011-12).
• BU has won 37% of games in which its been tied or trailing at the half since 2011-12, going 41-70 in those.
• BU has led at halftime in 165 of 276 games over the last eight seasons, and BU is 188-88 since 2011-12.

TWENTY-THREE WINS VS. RANKED TEAMS IN LAST FIVE SEASONS
• Baylor has gone 23-29 against ranked teams since the start of the 2014-15 season (3-2 this season).
• BU is 3-2 vs. ranked opponents this season with wins vs. No. 8 Texas Tech, vs. No. 20 Iowa State and at No. 19 
Iowa State, and losses to No. 7 Kansas and at No. 15 Texas Tech.
• BU is 41-69 against AP-ranked teams since 2007-08 after going 0-27 in Drew’s first four rebuilding seasons. 
• Baylor has won multiple games vs. AP Top 25 teams in each of the last 12 seasons. The Bears have defeated at 
least five ranked teams in four of the last five seasons dating back to 2013-14.
• BU has knocked off seven AP top-10 teams in the last 3 seasons (7-7 vs. AP Top 10).

NON-CONFERENCE HIGHLIGHTS
• Baylor finished 9-4 in non-conference play, with marquee wins at Arizona, vs. Oregon and vs. Alabama.
• BU out-rebounded Alabama 35-31 on Jan. 26, becoming the 2nd team to out-rebound UA in 19 games this season.
• BU held Oregon to 47 points on Dec. 15, the Ducks’ fewest in a game since scoring 46 vs. Cal on Feb. 21, 2013.
• BU won 58-49 at Arizona on Dec. 1, becoming the first team to hold UA below 50 points since Feb. 26, 2011.
• The win at Arizona snapped the Wildcats 52-game non-conference home winning streak.

BEARS PICKED 9TH IN BIG 12 PRESEASON COACHES POLL
• Baylor was picked 9th in the 2019 Big 12 Preseason Coaches Poll, ahead of only Oklahoma State.
• BU received 20 points, one point back of Oklahoma in 8th and 10 points ahead of 10th place Oklahoma State. 
• Baylor’s 9th-place projection is the lowest the Bears have been picked since 2009-10, when BU was tabbed 10th, 
won 28 games and tied for second place in the league before advancing to the NCAA Tournament Elite Eight.

SHORT-HANDED BEARS SUFFER WORST LOSS SINCE 2016 AT NO. 15 TEXAS TECH
• Baylor again played without four projected starters in an 86-61 loss at No. 15 Texas Tech on Feb. 16.
• BU held Tech to .407 from the field (22-of-54), but the Red Raiders converted 30-of-35 free throws.
• Freshman Jared Butler had team-highs of 16 points, 4 assists and 37 minutes, while Mario Kegler added 15 points.
• The 25-point margin-of-defeat was Baylor’s worst since Jan. 2, 2016 at Kansas.

BEARS GET BACK ON TRACK, SWEEP SEASON SERIES OVER OKLAHOMA
• Baylor got 19 points off the bench from Devonte Bandoo, including a 3-pointer that gave BU the lead for good as 
part of a game-ending 9-2 run to finish off a season sweep of Oklahoma with a 59-53 win on Monday.
• Makai Mason returned after missing one game and posted 8 assists, the most by a BU player this season.
• Jared Butler added 11 points and 5 rebounds and combined with Bandoo to go 8-of-13 from 3-point range.
• Freddie Gillespie’s lone points came on a putback that gave BU a 57-53 lead with 36 seconds left.

SHORT-HANDED BEARS UNABLE TO FINISH POTENTIAL UPSET OF K-STATE
• A short-handed Baylor squad playing without 4 projected starters nearly pulled off an upset against the Big 12’s top 
team before falling 70-63 on Feb. 9. The Bears led by 7 points with 9:50 remaining, but K-State closed on a 29-15 run.
• Devonte Bandoo posted a team-high 15 points in 36 minutes, both his most since Nov. 12.
• Freddie Gillespie made his first start since Nov. 12 and had career-highs with 13 points, 9 rebounds and 31 minutes.
• Walk-on Obim Okeke played a career-high 10 minutes as back-up point guard, doubling his previous career-high.

SIX-GAME WINNING STREAK SNAPPED AT TEXAS
• Baylor’s 6-game winning streak ended with an 84-72 loss at Texas on Feb. 6. The Bears fell behind early with Makai 
Mason limited to 5 points in 23 minutes while playing through a toe injury suffered in practice two days prior.
• BU made one more field goal than Texas, but UT made up the difference with 13 more made free throws in 19 
more attempts. BU got into early foul trouble and finished with a season-high 28 fouls. Seven Bears had 3+ fouls.
• The loss snapped Baylor’s 6-game winning streak against Texas, which was the longest in series history.

MASON’S 40 KEY BAYLOR’S ROUT OF TCU
• Makai Mason posted the 7th 40-point game in program history, as the Bears routed TCU 90-64 on Feb. 2.
• Mason scored 27 points in the 2nd half, including going 8-of-8 from the field (6-of-6 from 3-point range) in the first 
7:22 of game time after the break. His 40 points set the Baylor record for points in a Big 12 game.
• Mason finished 9-of-12 from 3-point range, tying the 2nd-most made 3-pointers in program history.
• Freddie Gillespie posted career-highs of 11 points, 7 rebounds and 3 blocks in just 17 minutes off the bench.

BALANCED BEARS DOMINATE AT OKLAHOMA
• Makai Mason led a balanced BU attack with 12 points, as the Bears rolled to a 77-47 win at Oklahoma on Jan. 28.
• All 11 Baylor players made field goals in the game, with 7 different players posting 7+ points.
• BU shot 54% from the field and 50% from 3-point range (10-of-20), while OU was held to 27% from the field.
• Baylor held OU to its fewest points in a home game since March 6, 2004, and the 30-point margin of victory was the 
largest by any team playing at Oklahoma since Kansas won by 31 points on Feb. 5, 1963.

KEGLER’S BIG DAY LEADS BU TO BIG 12/SEC CHALLENGE WIN OVER ALABAMA
• Mario Kegler had game-highs with 17 points and 7 rebounds to lead Baylor to a 73-68 win over Alabama on Jan. 26.
• There were 12 ties and 12 lead changes in the game, and BU trailed 59-56 with 5 minutes left.
• The Bears got 13 points and 4 assists from Makai Mason, while Freddie Gillespie chipped in a career-high 8 
points in 16 minutes off the bench. Matthew Mayer added 9 points, 5 rebounds and 3 assists off the bench.
• BU controlled the glass 35-31, becoming the 2nd team to out-rebound Alabama in 19 games this season.

MASON AND KEGLER PUSH BEARS TO WIN AT WEST VIRGINIA
• Makai Mason and Mario Kegler guided Baylor to an 85-73 win at West Virginia on Jan. 21.
• The duo combined to shoot 13-of-13 on 2-point field goal attempts, with Mason posting a season-high 29 points 
(8-of-8 on 2FGs) and Kegler recording a career-high 18 points (5-of-5 on 2FGs).
• As a team, BU shot 68% (21-of-31) on 2-point field goals, helping to offset shooting 30% (8-of-27) on 3-pointers.
• BU turned the ball over only 2 times in the first half and built a 15-point halftime lead, which helped the Bears 
overcome 16 second-half turnovers. Despite the turnover woes, BU led by at least 8 points the entire 2nd half.

BUTLER’S STRONG SECOND HALF LEADS BEARS TO WIN OVER NO. 8 TEXAS TECH
• Freshman Jared Butler led the Bears with 19 points and 5 assists (14 points, 2 assists and 3 steals in the 2nd 
half), while Makai Mason added 16 points to help the Bears to a 73-62 win over No. 8 Texas Tech on Jan. 19.
• Baylor trailed 23-10 midway through the 1st half, but BU closed the half on a 23-8 run to lead 33-31 at halftime.
• Butler scored Baylor’s first 8 points in the 2nd half, and after Tech cut the BU lead to 2 points with 5 minutes left, 
Butler made a 3-pointer and converted a 3-point play on consecutive possessions to extend the lead back to 8 points.

MCCLURE’S CAREER NIGHT LEADS TO HUGE ROAD WIN AT OKLAHOMA STATE
• King McClure had a career-high 29 points with 9 rebounds and 4 assists in a career-high 38 minutes to lead Baylor 
to a crucial 73-69 win at Oklahoma State on Jan. 14. The Bears’ 15 made 3-pointers were their most since 2014.
• BU shot 60% from 3-point range (15-of-25) and only 27% from inside the 3-point line (8-of-30).
• Baylor’s trio of starting guards shot a combined 14-of-23 from 3-point range, with Jared Butler posting 16 points 
and 4 assists, including 4-of-7 on 3-pointers, and Makai Mason adding 13 points on 3-of-5 from downtown.
• OSU also had a hot shooting night, making 45% from downtown (13-of-29) and only 32% inside the arc (9-of-28).

TWO BIG DEFICITS TOO MUCH VS. NO. 7 KANSAS IN FIRST GAME WITHOUT CLARK
• Baylor lost 73-68 vs. No. 7 Kansas in its first game without Tristan Clark on Jan. 12. The Bears started 0-of-15 
from the field and fell behind 18-2, then cut that deficit to 24-22 late in the first half.
• KU closed the half on an 11-3 run to take a 10-point halftime lead, and the Bears fell behind by as many as 23.
• BU trailed 68-48 with 4 minutes left and mounted a ferocious comeback to cut it to 72-68 in the final minute.
• Baylor out-rebounded Kansas 49-30, including 26-4 in offensive boards. Mark Vital had twice as many offensive 
rebounds (8) as the entire Kansas team (4) and finished with 10 points and 9 boards in his first start at the 5-spot.
• Jared Butler led BU with 14 points and 4 assists in his first start since the season opener.

BEARS CLOSE STRONG TO BEAT NO. 20 IOWA STATE
• Makai Mason scored 7 of his game-high 25 points in the final 2 minutes, helping BU beat No. 20 Iowa State 73-70 
on Jan. 8. Mason hit the game-tying bucket with 1:48 to play, then gave BU the lead for good with 38 seconds left.
• The Bears won despite shooting 6.4% lower (BU-.436; ISU-.500) and attempting one fewer field goal than Iowa 
State. BU went a season-best 17-of-20 at the free throw line. 
• Devonte Bandoo had 13 points off the bench, including 2 free throws with 5 seconds left to give BU a 3-point lead.

RALLY FROM 19 DOWN FALLS SHORT IN BIG 12 OPENER AT TCU
• Baylor rallied from 19 points down in the 2nd half to cut TCU’s lead to 82-81 with 18 seconds left, but the Bears 
missed a potential game-tying 3-pointer with 8 seconds remaining and fell 85-81 in their Big 12 opener on Jan. 5.
• BU trailed by 12 at the break and got back in the game despite TCU shooting 65% in the 2nd half. BU’s 53 points in 
the 2nd half were its most in a half in a Big 12 game since scoring 60 at in the 2nd half at Iowa State on Jan. 9, 2016.
• Matthew Mayer posted 17 points in 14 minutes off the bench, while Tristan Clark had 18 points, 6 rebounds 
and 4 assists, and Makai Mason recorded 15 points and 3 assists.

STRONG DEFENSIVE EFFORT LEADS BAYLOR PAST OREGON
• Baylor posted a strong defensive effort to earn a 57-47 win over Oregon on Dec. 21.
• BU held Oregon to 16 first-half points and limited the Ducks to their fewest points in a game since Feb. 21, 2013.
• Baylor built a 20-5 lead and led by 16 points in the 2nd half before a furious Oregon rally cut it to 47-45 with 3:32 
to play. BU closed the game on a 10-2 run, with Makai Mason scoring 6 of his 14 points during the closing run.

BAYLOR SNAPS ARIZONA’S 52-GAME NON-CONFERENCE HOME WINNING STREAK
• An incredible rebounding effort helped the Bears record a marquee non-conference road win at Arizona, snapping 
the Wildcats’ 52-game non-conference home winning streak with a 58-49 win on Dec. 15 in Tucson.
• Baylor became the first team to hold Arizona below 50 points since 2011 and the first to do so in Tucson since 2009.
• BU out-rebounded Arizona 51-19, and Mark Vital’s 17 rebounds were 3 more than all 9 Arizona players combined 
(14 player rebounds, 5 team rebounds). The Bears had 19 offensive rebounds and led 19-2 in second-chance points.
• Makai Mason posted a game-high 22 points and a career-best 7 rebounds to lead the Bears to victory.

DREW JOINS ELITE COMPANY WITH 300TH WIN
• Head coach Scott Drew earned his 300th win at Baylor with the Bears’ victory over George Mason on Nov. 24.
• Drew is 1 of 19 active coaches with 300 wins at his current school (thru 2/21/19): Mike Krzyzewski (1050), 
Jim Boeheim (944), Tom Izzo (596), Bob McKillop (573), Mark Few (561), Bill Self (467), Roy Williams (445), Jay 
Wright (442), Phil Martelli (441), Mike Brey (416), Randy Bennett (410), Rick Byrd (410), Greg Kampe (350), Leonard 
Hamilton (326), Fran O’Hanlon (323), Matt Painter (314), Scott Drew (313), James Jones (305) and Dave Rose (300).
• Drew is 1 of 9 Power-5 Conference coaches on that list, joining Krzyzewski (Duke), Boeheim (Syracause), Izzo 
(Michigan State), Self (Kansas), Williams (UNC), Brey (Notre Dame), Hamilton (Florida State) and Painter (Purdue).
