STORY LINES

© Baylor looks to avenge its loss 3 weeks ago in a rematch against K-State Saturday night in Manhattan.

e Saturday is the 41st all-time meeting between Baylor and K-State. BU is 18-22 against KSU.

© Baylor is 6-6 against Kansas State since 2014, but K-State has won 5 in a row against the Bears.

© With a win, BU can improve to 11-5 in Big 12 play, tying the 3rd-most conference wins in program history.

© Baylor has won 3 straight and its looking to tie the 7th-longest Big 12 winning streak in BU history.

® BU is coming off an 84-83 OT win vs. Texas. The Bears trailed by 17 with less than 9 minutes left.

© BU seeks its 5th Big 12 road win, which would tie its 3rd-most in a season (6-3 in 2012 & 2017).

© Baylor lost 70-63 when it faced K-State in Waco on Feb. 9. The Bears were without four projected
starters, but led by 7 points with less than 10 minutes left before K-State closed on a 29-15 run.

o K-State out-rebounded BU 33-32, the only time BU has been out-rebounded in Big 12 play this year.

© Baylor has double-digit Big 12 wins for the 4th time in the last 5 seasons and 6th time in 10 years.
Prior to 2010, Baylor hadn’t won 10+ conference games since 1988 Southwest Conference play.

e Jared Butler is this week's Big 12 Newcomer of the Week after averaging 14.5 ppg, 4.5 apg and 4.0 rpg.

® Mario Kegler has averaged 23.5 points, 8.5 rebounds and 3.0 assists in Baylor’s last 2 games.

© Devonte Bandoo is averaging a team-best 15.8 ppg and 2.8 made 3-pointers/gm in the last 6 games.

© Makai Mason has been limited in the last 6 games with a toe injury, King McClure has missed 5 of 6 with
a knee injury, Tristan Clark has missed 14 straight games, and Jake Lindsey has missed the entire season.

® All told, those 4 projected starters have missed 56 total games, including 35 in Big 12 play.

© In 14 games since Clark’s season-ending injury, BU is shooting 40% on 3-pointers, making 9.7 3FGs per

game and scoring 73.8 ppg. Those numbers are up from 29%, 6.6 3FGs and 71.4 ppg prior to the injury.

® Four Bears are shooting 40% + from 3-point range since Clark’s injury — Bandoo (45%, 2.1/gm),
Butler (44%, 2.7/gm), McClure (43%, 1.7/gm) and Kegler (41%, 1.3/gm).

© Flo Thamba and Gillespie have combined for 8.7 ppg, 8.3 rpg and 2.1 bpg in 32.7 mpg in 14 games
since Clark’s injury. Prior to the injury they averaged 2.4 ppg, 2.9 rpg and 0.9 bpg in 12.8 mpg.

© Gillespie is averaging 7.5 ppg, 5.9 rpg, 1.9 bpg and shooting 71% (35-49) over the last 10 games. He entered
that stretch with 25 points, 30 rebounds and 4 blocks over his previous 10 games (2.5 ppg, 3.0 rpg, 0.4 bpg).

© Butler joined the starting lineup with Clark out and is averaging 12.7 ppg and 3.9 apg in 14 starts.

© Butler is shooting 44% on 3FGs (38-87) since becoming a starter after 23% (10-44) in his first 14 games.

o Butler is 5th in the Big 12 with 3.7 assists/gm in league play and has made a 3-pointer in 14 straight games.

© Qver his last 10 games, Kegler is averaging a team-high 13.2 points and ranks 2nd with 5.8 rebounds.

® Kegler is shooting 46% on 3FGs (15-33) in his last 10 games after 14% (5-35) in his previous 12 games.

© Mark Vital leads the Big 12 and ranks 8th nationally with 3.6 offensive rebounds per game.

© BU is leads the nation in offensive rebounding percentage (39.3), its 6th straight year in the nation’s top 10.

© |n Big 12 play, Baylor leads the league in scoring offense (74.3), assists (14.9/gm), 3-point pct. (.393),

3-pointers made (9.5/gm), rebounding margin (+6.7/gm) and offensive efficiency (112.9).

® Baylor trailed 40-29 at halftime and 62-45 with 9 minutes left, but the Bears rallied to force overtime, and Mario
Kegler hit the game-winning free throws with 3.2 seconds left to give Baylor an 84-83 win over Texas on Feb. 27.
® Kegler posted his 2nd-straight 20-point game with a career-high 24 points, while Devonte Bandoo scored 16 of
his 18 points in the 2nd half, and Jared Butler hit crucial shots in crunch time as part of his 15 points.

® |t was the largest deficit overcome in the last 10 minutes of a game in the Drew era, and the 19-point deficit overcome
was Baylor's largest in a win since rallying from 22 down to beat Louisville in the 2016 Battle 4 Atlantis championship.

3-GUARD LINEUP AND UNHERALDED BIG MEN LEADING BEARS' RESURGENCE

© Baylor switched to a 3-guard lineup after Tristan Clark’s season-ending injury, swapping freshman guard Jared
Butler into the starting lineup. The Bears moved 6-foot-5 sophomore Mark Vital to the starting 5-spot.

® McClure slid to the starting 3-spot with Clark's injury. He posted a career-high 29 points with 9 rebounds and 4
assists in a career-high 38 minutes of the Jan. 14 win at Oklahoma State.

® McClure has made 2 starts this season as point guard, 9 starts as shooting guard and 11 starts at the 3-spot.

® McClure has posted 20+ points 4 times this season after doing so in 1 of 100 games over his first 3 years.

® In 8 games played since Clark’s injury, McClure is averaging 9.4 points, 6.1 rebounds, 2.1 assists and 1.0 steals.

VITAL DOING THE DIRTY WORK

e Despite being undersized at 6-foot-5, Mark Vital slid to the starting 5-spot with Tristan Clark out. Vital leads the

o Vital stepped up with big men in foul trouble to post 15 points and 14 rebounds in the Feb. 23 win vs. West Virginia.

® Freshman Jared Butler led the Bears with 19 points and 5 assists (14 points, 2 assists and 3 steals in the 2nd
half), while Makai Mason added 16 points to help the Bears to a 73-62 win over No. 8 Texas Tech on Jan. 19.

© Baylor trailed 23-10 midway through the 1st half, but BU closed the half on a 23-8 run to lead 33-31 at halftime.
© Butler scored Baylor’s first 8 points in the 2nd half, and after Tech cut the BU lead to 2 points with 5 minutes left,
Butler made a 3-pointer and converted a 3-point play on consecutive possessions to extend the lead back to 8 points.
© BU went 10-0f-10 at the foul line in the final 3 minutes, with Freddie Gillespie and Mason making 4 apiece.

MCCLURE'S CAREER NIGHT LEADS TO HUGE ROAD WIN AT OKLAHOMA STATE

 King McClure had a career-high 29 points with 9 rebounds and 4 assists in a career-high 38 minutes to lead Baylor
to a crucial 73-69 win at Oklahoma State on Jan. 14. The Bears’ 15 made 3-pointers were their most since 2014.

© BU shot 60% from 3-point range (15-0f-25) and only 27% from inside the 3-point line (8-0f-30).

® Baylor’s trio of starting guards shot a combined 14-0f-23 from 3-point range, with Jared Butler posting 16 points
and 4 assists, including 4-of-7 on 3-pointers, and Makai Mason adding 13 points on 3-o0f-5 from downtown.

© 0SU also had a hot shooting night, making 45% from downtown (13-0f-29) and only 32% inside the arc (9-0f-28).

TWO BIG DEFICITS TOO MUCH VS. NO. 7 KANSAS IN FIRST GAME WITHOUT CLARK

 Baylor lost 73-68 vs. No. 7 Kansas in its first game without Tristan Clark on Jan. 12. The Bears started 0-of-15
from the field and fell behind 18-2, then cut that deficit to 24-22 late in the first half.

® KU closed the half on an 11-3 run to take a 10-point halftime lead, and the Bears fell behind by as many as 23.

® BU trailed 68-48 with 4 minutes left and mounted a ferocious comeback to cut it to 72-68 in the final minute.

© Baylor out-rebounded Kansas 49-30, including 26-4 in offensive boards. Mark Vital had twice as many offensive
rebounds (8) as the entire Kansas team (4) and finished with 10 points and 9 boards in his first start at the 5-spot.
o Jared Butler led BU with 14 points and 4 assists in his first start since the season opener.

BEARS CLOSE STRONG TO BEAT NO. 20 IOWA STATE

® Makai Mason scored 7 of his game-high 25 points in the final 2 minutes, helping BU beat No. 20 lowa State 73-70
on Jan. 8. Mason hit the game-tying bucket with 1:48 to play, then gave BU the lead for good with 38 seconds left.

© The Bears won despite shooting 6.4% lower (BU-.436; ISU-.500) and attempting one fewer field goal than lowa
State. BU went a season-best 17-0f-20 at the free throw line.

© Devonte Bandoo had 13 points off the bench, including 2 free throws with 5 seconds left to give BU a 3-point lead.

RALLY FROM 19 DOWN FALLS SHORT IN BIG 12 OPENER AT TCU

© Baylor rallied from 19 points down in the 2nd half to cut TCU's lead to 82-81 with 18 seconds left, but the Bears
missed a potential game-tying 3-pointer with 8 seconds remaining and fell 85-81 in their Big 12 opener on Jan. 5.

© BU trailed by 12 at the break and got back in the game despite TCU shooting 65% in the 2nd half. BU's 53 points in
the 2nd half were its most in a half in a Big 12 game since scoring 60 at in the 2nd half at lowa State on Jan. 9, 2016.
e Matthew Mayer posted 17 points in 14 minutes off the bench, while Tristan Clark had 18 points, 6 rebounds
and 4 assists, and Makai Mason recorded 15 points and 3 assists.

STRONG DEFENSIVE EFFORT LEADS BAYLOR PAST OREGON

® Baylor posted a strong defensive effort to earn a 57-47 win over Oregon on Dec. 21.

© BU held Oregon to 16 first-half points and limited the Ducks to their fewest points in a game since Feb. 21, 2013.

© BU out-rebounded Arizona 51-19, and Mark Vital's 17 rebounds were 3 more than all 9 Arizona players combined
(14 player rebounds, 5 team rebounds). The Bears had 19 offensive rebounds and led 19-2 in second-chance points.

© Makai Mason posted a game-high 22 points and a career-best 7 rebounds to lead the Bears to victory.
