© Baylor faces lowa State in Thursday’s quarterfinal, the 5th all-time meeting at Big 12 Championships.

© BU beat ISU at the 2001 Big 12 Championship, but lost to the Cyclones in 2000, 2005 and 2014.

© Baylor won both games vs. lowa State this season — 73-70 in Waco and 73-69 in Ames.

© Thursday is the 38th series meeting. Baylor has won 8 of the last 10, but ISU leads the series 19-18.

© The home team has won 28 of 33 campus site games in the series, and BU is 1-3 vs. ISU at neutral sites.

© BU won 73-70 when the teams met in Waco on Jan. 8. lowa State led 66-64 with 3 minutes left, but
Makai Mason scored 7 straight BU points to give the Bears the lead for good.

© The Bears swept the season series with a 73-69 win in Ames on Feb. 19. Freddie Gillespie had his first
double-double (14p/10r), while Jared Butler added team-highs of 17 points and 5 assists.

® BU is 16-21 all-time in Big 12 Championships, including 12-14 under Scott Drew and 11-9 since 2009.

© BU has played in the Big 12 Championship final 3 times in the last 10 games (6 semifinal appearances).

® BU is the No. 4 seed for a 3rd time — advanced to the final as No. 4 in 2012 and semifinal in 2015.

© BU is a top-5 seed for a 5th straight year. Prior to that span, BU was top-5 in 4 of 18 Big 12 Championships.

® Baylor is 32-18 in postseason tournaments (conference, national) over the last 10 seasons.

© Four BU players earned All-Big 12 — Mason (2nd), Butler (HM), Mario Kegler (HM) and Mark Vital (HM).

© BU is 2nd nationally in offensive rebounding pct. (38.1), its 6th straight year in the nation’s top 10.

© BU has been out-rebounded just once in its last 23 games (+ 7.7 avg. rebounding margin) in that span.

© Baylor finished 4th in the Big 12 standings after being picked 9th in the preseason coaches poll.

® In Big 12 play, BU led the league in offensive efficiency (109.2), assists (14.4/gm), 3-point pct. (.373),

3-pointers made (8.9/gm), rebounding (37.9/gm) and rebounding margin (+6.5/gm).

© BU needs a win for 20+ wins in 10 of its last 12 seasons. Prior to 2008, BU had only 3 20-win seasons.

© Mason has been limited in the last 10 games with a toe injury, King McClure has missed 5 games with a
knee injury, Clark has missed 17 straight games, and Jake Lindsey has missed the entire season.

e All told, those 4 projected starters have missed 59 total games, including 42 in Big 12 play.

© Butler joined the starting lineup with Clark out and is averaging 13.4 ppg and 3.5 apg in 17 starts.

© Butler is shooting 42% on 3FGs (45-106) since becoming a starter and made a 3-pointer in all 17 games.

® |n the last 10 games, Butler is averaging a team-high 14.7 points, including 31 points Saturday at Kansas.

© Kegler has led BU in scoring in 3 of its last 5 games, averaging 14.6 ppg, 6.8 rpg in that span.

© Kegler is averaging 12.6 points and 5.9 rebounds over his last 14 games, while shooting 38% on 3FGs.

¢ Devonte Bandoo is averaging 12.7 ppg, 4.2 rpg, 1.8 apg in 30.3 mpg over the last 9 games.

© Flo Thamba and Gillespie have combined for 8.6 ppg, 7.8 rpg and 1.9 bpg in 32.2 mpg in 17 games
since Clark’s injury. Prior to the injury they averaged 2.4 ppg, 2.9 rpg and 0.9 bpg in 12.8 mpg.

© Gillespie is averaging 7.6 ppg, 5.6 rpg, 1.5 bpg and shooting 68% (45-66) over the last 13 games. He
entered that stretch with 25 points, 30 rebounds and 4 blocks in 10 games played (2.5 ppg, 3.0 rpg, 0.4 bpg).

o Vital's last b games: 10.2 ppg, 9.2 rpg, 2.4 apg, 1.2 bpg, 1.2 spg in 33.0 mpg; 66% FTs (21-0f-32).

© Baylor has won 19+ games in 8 straight seasons and is seeking its 10th 20-win season in the last 12 years.

® Scott Drew is in his 16th season in Waco and is the Bears’ all-time wins leader (315-207).

® Drew is coaching his 523rd game at Baylor (315-207). His .603 winning percentage is best in BU history among coaches
with 40+ games, and his teams have a .671 winning percentage since 2007-08 (281-138).

® Baylor is 34-38 in Big 12 road games since 2012, second-best in the league behind only Kansas (44-24).

© Baylor's 190 wins since 2011-12 are second-most in the Big 12 behind only Kansas (233).

® Baylor is 281-138 since 2007-08, the first year Drew’s staff had a full allotment of scholarships.

© Baylor beat Alabama to move to 5-1 all-time in Big 12/SEC Challenges, the best record of any team in either league.

© Baylor has the nation’s 11th-longest active streak with at least one 3-point FG made in 900 straight games — the
last time Baylor failed to make a 3-pointer was more than 29 years ago, on Feb. 21, 1990 vs. Texas Tech (0-8).

No. 1 ISU beat No. 9 BU in
2000, No. 8 BU beat No. 11SU in 2001, No. 5 ISU beat No. 12 BU in 2005 and No. 4 ISU beat No. 7 BU in 2014.

© Baylor has won 6 straight home games vs. lowa State and 12 of 13 home games vs. ISU dating back to 2002.
