GAME NOTES

STORY LINES
• The 18th-ranked Bears make a trip to Stillwater to meet Oklahoma State. Last season, BU secured a thrilling 

35-31 homecoming victory over the Cowboys on a Denzel Mims TD from Charlie Brewer with :07 seconds left.
• Baylor is one of 12 remaining undefeated teams in FBS and one of only eight among Power 5 programs.
• BU is 6-0 for the 5th time this decade, the fourth-most in FBS behind only Clemson, Alabama and Ohio St. (7 each).
• The Bears had 5+ sacks for the second straight game and rank eighth nationally with 23.0 on the season.
• James Lynch set a new BU record for sacks in a Big 12 game with 3.0 at K-State. Lynch, with 17.0 career 

sacks, needs only 0.5 to tie the program record. He ranks 2nd nationally with 8.5 sacks and 3rd in TFL (11.5).
• Baylor ranks third in the Big 12 in both yards per carry (5.58) and defensive yards allowed per carry allowed (3.18).
• Saturday’s overtime win over Texas Tech was the first overtime game of Matt Rhule’s career, the first overtime 

game at McLane Stadium and Baylor’s first overtime victory since a 2012 52-45 win over Tech at AT&T Stadium.
• The Baylor defense has forced a punt on the opponent’s first possession of the game in all six games in 2019.
• Baylor has out-scored its first four opponents a combined 111-19 in the first half. Thirteen different BU players 

have scored a touchdown, the eighth most among all FBS programs.
• BU has blocked seven kicks in the last 11 games, and have 12 blocked kicks in 31 games under Rhule.
• Through six games, the Bears have held opponents to only 19 first-half points and an average of 4.79 
yards per play (26th, NCAA).
• Baylor holds a 112-55-2 record all-time as a ranked team.
• The Bears’ rank of No. 18 this week is their highest since checking in at No. 13 on Oct. 30, 2016.
• Baylor offensive lineman Sam Tecklenburg leads the team with 31 consecutive starts. Sixth-year senior 

wide receiver Chris Platt leads the roster with 49 career games played.
• Denzel Mims ranks eighth in BU history with 2,408 receiving yards, and has a catch in 30 straight games.
• Baylor’s current eight game winning streak dating back to last season is the fifth-longest in program history.
• Matt Rhule coached teams have won 38 straight games when leading entering the fourth quarter.

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OKLAHOMA STATE SERIES HISTORY
• The Bears hit the road again for a visit to Oklahoma State. BU is 17-20 all-time against the Cowboys, 
including a 6-13 mark in Stillwater.
• Baylor has won five of its last seven meetings with OSU, including breaking a 76-year drought in Stillwater 
with a 45-35 victory in 2015. The Bears’ most recent win in Stillwater prior to 2015 was 1939.
• Last season, Baylor secured a thrilling, come-from-behind 35-31 win with a 14-straight points in the fourth 
quarter capped by Denzel Mims’ touchdown catch from Charlie Brewer with seven seconds remaining.

NEXT UP
• Baylor is idle on October 26 before hosting West Virginia in a nationally-televised game on Halloween at 
McLane Stadium. The game will be broadcast by ESPN. BU has won 2-of-3 meetings in Waco.
• The Bears hold a 2-5 all-time mark against West Virginia and have lost the last three meetings. Last year, 
BU got behind early in Morgantown in another Thursday night match-up and never recovered falling 58-14.
• In 2017, Baylor entered the fourth quarter trailing No. 23 WVU 38-13 but scored 23 unanswered points behind 
freshman QB Charlie Brewer and narrowly missed a game-typing two-point conversion with 17 seconds left.

OCTOBER DEFENSIVE LINE DOMINATION
• Baylor’s defensive line is clicking on all cylinders over the last two games. The Bears have tallied a combined 
total of 11.0 sacks and 26.0 tackles for loss over the last 2 games - wins over K-State & Texas Tech.
• Texas Tech entered the Oct. 12 matchup having allowed only 4.0 sacks in five games, but the Bears 
totaled 5.0 sacks lead by 2.5 from James Lynch.
• Lynch and Bravvion Roy became the first teammates in BU’s Big 12 history to each record 3.5 TFL or 
more in a Big 12 game in the win at K-State.
• The Bears totaled 15.0 tackles for loss at K-State, the most in a Big 12 or FBS game since at least 2000. 
The total equals the overall program best during that time set against FCS members Wofford (2013) and 
Northwestern State (2016).

JAMES LYNCH CRUSHING RECORDS
• Junior defensive lineman James Lynch has totaled 5.5 sacks and 7.0 tackles for loss int he last two games 
- both Big 12 victories for Baylor. 
• Lynch ranks first in the Big 12 and second nationally with 8.5 sacks in 2019. He is tied for the Big 12 lead 
with 11.5 tackles for loss, a total that ranks second nationally.
• The Round Rock native is 12th among active FBS players (2nd, Big 12) with 17.0 career sacks.
• Lynch set a new Baylor record for sacks in a Big 12 game with 3.0 sacks at K-State. He was named the 
Bednarik Award National Player of the Week for his performance against the Wildcats.
• He is closing in on a pair of Baylor records for both career sacks and tackles for loss. He is also moving 
up the single-season lists for both categories just six games into the season.

• Baylor is 6-0 for the fifth time this decade, the fourth-most in FBS behind only Clemson, Alabama and 
Ohio St. that have each reached that total seven times in the time period.
• BU last started 6-0 in 2016. The Bears are one of only 12 remaining undefeated teams as of October 13.
• Baylor has started 3-0 in Big 12 play for only the fourth time in program history.
• BU has won eight straight games dating back to 2018, the fifth-best in program history. The streak is 
fourth-longest active streak among FBS teams.

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SACKS A PLENTY IN MANHATTAN
• Baylor finished the Kansas State win with 6.0 sacks, the most for the program since 2015. The Bears 
followed that up with 5.0 sacks against Texas Tech, two of hte top seven sack totals in the Big 12 era.
• The Bears tied their Big 12 record with six sacks against K-State, the most in a game since tallying 6.0 at 
No.4 Oklahoma State in 2015. Below is Baylor’s top five sack outputs in the Big 12 era (since 1996).

• In his time as Baylor’s starting quarterback, Charlie Brewer has led the Bears on four game-winning drives, 
including this season’s victory over Iowa State. He also led a drive to tie the game before ultimately winning in 
double overtime vs. Texas Tech. Below is a breakdown of those wins:

NOTING THE DEFENSE
• The Bears lead the Big 12 and rank 8th nationally with 23.0 sacks on the season. BU had only 25.0 sacks in 
13 games in 2018. BU is also tops in the Big 12 with 52.0 TFL in 2019, that total ranks 9th in the FBS.
• Baylor ranks second in the Big 12 in Yards Per Play Differential (O-D) at +2.19 behind only Oklahoma (+4.35).
• The last time Baylor had 20 or more sacks in the first six games was 2014 (20). With 52.0 tackles for loss, the 
Bears have the third-most TFL over the first six games behind only 2013 (55.0) and 2016 (53.0).
• Baylor allowed 21 points or less in five-straight games to open a season for the first time since 1991 when it 
allowed 21 or less in the first six games.
• Baylor is the only team in the Big 12 that is yet to allow more than 21 points in a regulation game, and leads 
the conference in scoring defense (17.8 ppg).
• Jordan Williams (7) and Clay Johnston (6) rank 1-2 in passes defended among Big 12 linebackers. No other 
linebacker has more than three.

NEW-LOOK DEFENSE TRENDING UP
• Transitioning to an odd front with three down linemen, three linebackers and five defensive backs, Baylor 
believed adding more speed to the back end would translate to results. So far they have been right.
• Through six games, the Bears have held opponents to only 19 first-half points and an average of 340.2 yards 
per game (3rd, B12 / 39th, NCAA). BU ranks 28th in rushing defense (113.5).
• With three takeaways against Texas Tech, Baylor has now had 13 interceptions or fumble recoveries in the last 
eight games after only six in the prior 14 contests.
• Baylor has allowed only 18 plays of 20 or more yards, the fewest in the Big 12.
• BU is tied for second in the Big 12 with a +4 turnover margin through six games.
• The Bears held Iowa State scoreless through the first three quarters, the first time a Baylor team has held 
an opponent scoreless through three quarters since a 28-7 win at Texas on Oct. 4, 2014.

RUN GAME SUCCESS
• Nine different players have scored a rushing touchdown for Baylor in 2019, and junior running back John 
Lovett leads the team with 398 total rushing yards to lead five rushers with more than 100 rushing yards.
• BU’s 368 rushing yards on only 39 carries against UTSA set a new program record for yards on less than 
40 carries. BU had only rushed for 350+ yards on fewer than 50 carries once before, 426 on 42 carries vs. 
Washington State in 2008.
• Baylor opened the 2019 season with a strong effort on the ground, posting 268 rushing yards against SFA - 
the third-best opening week total in the Big 12. Three different players recorded a rushing touchdown and John 
Lovett (108 yards) recorded his fourth career 100-yard performance.
• BU is averaging 217.3 rushing ypg at home since the start of 2018 and holds an 8-2 record in those 
contests. In the eight victories the average is 237.9 ypg and in the two losses it was 135.0 ypg.

BREWER AMONG BAYLOR’S BEST
• Junior quarterback Charlie Brewer has played in 27 games in his career with 22 starts. The Austin native has 
passed for 6,135 yards in his career which ranks fourth in Baylor history.
• Brewer has passed for 227.2 yards per game in his career with 41 touchdowns and 16 interceptions. He has 
completed 64.2 percent of his passes (496-of-773). He also has 12 rushing touchdowns.
• Brewer has completed 63.83 percent of his passes (377-of-590) in 19 career Big 12 games.
• The Austin native has eclipsed 300 yards passing in 10 games, third-most in program history. He trails only 
Bryce Petty (16) and Robert Griffin III (13).
• Brewer opened 2019 with a 65.4 percent completion rate, 1,554 yards and 11 touchdowns with three intercep-
tions in six wins.

ARNOLD’S RETURN FOR THE RECORD BOOK
• Junior safety Grayland Arnold busted loose for a 73-yard punt return touchdown against UTSA. It was the 
first punt return touchdown of Arnold’s career and the first for Baylor since Levi Norwood in 2013.
• At 73 yards, Arnold’s return was the longest for Baylor since Shaun Rochon had an 85-yarder against 
Samford in 2005 and it tied with Don Huggins (1970 vs. TCU) for the ninth longest in program history.
• Arnold’s score was the first allowed by UTSA in program history (nine seasons) and he is one of just 30 
players in FBS to return a punt for a score over the season’s first seven weeks.

MULTIPLE TURNOVERS EQUALS WINS
• Matt Rhule defenses have forced two or more turnovers in 31 of 81 (38.3%) career games coached, includ-
ing three times in 2019’s first six games. 
• His teams own a 23-8 record with 2+ turnovers forced, and have won 18 of the last 22 when doing so. 
• Rhule’s teams are 7-0 when forcing 4+ turnovers and 11-3 when creating 3+. 
• His teams are 25-4 in games where they have a positive turnover margin, including three 2019 victories.

MORE BREWER NOTABLES
• With 352 yards against Texas Tech, Charlie Brewer became only the fourth quarterback in BU history to 
throw for 6,000+ yards. He owns the Baylor single-game marks for completions (43) and attempts (63).
• Brewer is fifth in Baylor history with 15 career 200-yard passing game. He trails only RGIII (29), Petty 
(21), Florence (17) and Bell (16).
• Baylor’s offense, led by Brewer, ranks 20th nationally and fourth in the Big 12 averaging 37.8 ppg.
• Brewer ranks 3rd among BU passers since 2000 with a completion percentage greater than 60 in 18 games.
• With three rushing touchdowns gainst Texas Tech, the Austin native tied a Baylor QB record set by Bryce 
Petty in 2014.

RHULE TEAMS’ FOURTH QUARTER SUCCESS
• In Matt Rhule’s six seasons as head coach, he has sealed the deal when leading or tied entering the fourth 
quarter. In his career, his teams are 21-10 when posting a fourth quarter shutout.
• Rhule-coached teams have won 38 straight games when leading or tied entering the fourth, and are 39-4 
overall. All four losses came in his first season as head coach at Temple in 2013. 
• When leading entering the 4Q, he has won 36 straight and is 37-3 overall with all three losses in 2013.
• Over the last four-plus seasons, Matt Rhule coached teams are 15-4 when recording a fourth-quarter shut-
out. Baylor held ACU, Kansas, Texas, Iowa State and TCU scoreless in the final quarter in 2018.
• BU’s second-half shutout of UT was the first under Rhule & the program’s first in a B12 game since 2015 (at TCU).

Running back Trestan Ebner’s winding 21-yard run was the first of his three touchdowns, Charlie 
Brewer threw for 215 yards and three scores in barely more than a half and Baylor handed the Lumber-
jacks their seventh straight season-opening loss with a 56-17 victory Saturday night.

After scoring a TD on a 3-yard run for those first SFA points in a series that dates back to 
1928,SFA’s Trae Self’s pass was intercepted by Blake Lynch, who partially blocked a punt on the 
opening series. Ebner’s highlight-reel TD came six plays after Lynch’s interception.

Ebner’s other touchdowns were also in the first half on a 16-yard pass from Brewer and an 11-yard 
run.

R.J. Sneed had a pair of TD catches with a team-leading 57 yards receiving. Sneed, Ebner and 
Denzel Mims had five catches apiece.

John Lovett ran for 108 yards on eight carries, including a 19-yard touchdown to give Baylor a 35-7 
halftime lead.

• Baylor is now 78-36-4 all-time in season openers, a 13-10 mark in the Big 12 era (since 1996).
• The Bears are 18-1 all-time against four members (Abilene Christian, Lamar, Northwestern State, 
Stephen F. Austin, Sam Houston State) of the Southland Conference.
• The 56 points are the third-most points ever scored by a Matt Rhule coached team. The record is 60 
points scored in a 60-40 win for Temple at SMU on Nov. 6, 2015.
• The 56 points scored are the most points for Baylor since putting up 62 vs. West Virginia on Oct. 17,

Denzel Mims was a little slow getting up after a play when he saw Baylor’s call for the next snap. The 
senior receiver quickly waved off another player heading on to the field to take his place.

Mims then caught the second of his three touchdowns before Grayland Arnold’s 73-yard punt return for 
a score in Baylor’s 63-14 win over UTSA on Saturday.

Charlie Brewer completed 12 of 16 passes for 163 yards and the three TDs to Mims while playing 
only the first half, when the Bears (2-0) built a 35-0 lead. Brewer also had a 5-yard touchdown run on a 
blistering hot day.

Mims had all seven of his catches for 101 yards in the first half of his second career three-TD game. 
He was wide open in the end zone for a 9-yard TD to start the scoring when cornerback Cassius Grady 
fell down. Mims got behind the same defender along the sideline for a 30-yard TD and then kicked over 
the pylon to make it 21-0 on the play he stayed on the field.

The Roadrunners (1-1) trailed 49-0 before a 16-play drive capped by true freshman Sincere McCor-
mick’s 2-yard TD run at the end of the third quarter. He added a 54-yard score after that.

Arnold had Baylor’s first punt return for a touchdown since 2005 midway through the second quarter. 
After fielding the ball and sliding to his right, Arnold sprinted down the sideline and got some nice down-
field blocks.
POSTGAME NOTES
• The 63 points scored are the most ever by a Matt Rhule coached team. The previous record was 60 
points scored in a 60-40 win for Temple at SMU on Nov. 6, 2015.
• The last time the Bears scored 60+ points was when they scored 66 on Oct. 10, 2015 when they scored 
66 in a 66-7 victory at Kansas.
• The Bears allowed just 102 passing yards, the fewest since allowing just 31 to Rice, Sept. 16, 2016.
• WR Denzel Mims had his second-career 3 TD performance (first in 2017 vs. OU). He hauled in his first 
TD reception of the year, a 9-yd reception for the Bears’ first score of the day. He then added a 30-yd TD 
reception in the second quarter and a 26-yd reception in the second quarter for his third TD of the day.

Baylor was happy to escape with a win against Rice on Saturday night.
The Bears might have been even happier with the wakeup call they received.
Charlie Brewer threw for 303 yards and a touchdown, Denzel Mims caught six passes for 102 yards 

and Baylor held on to beat Rice 21-13.
Brewer threw a 50-yard touchdown pass to Chris Platt with five minutes left in the second quarter, 

and ran for a 25-yard touchdown with 15 seconds left in the first half as the Bears (3-0) built a 21-3 
halftime lead. Brewer finished 20 of 27 and rushed 12 times for 58 yards.

Platt finished with 85 yards with the touchdown on five catches. Josh Fleeks put Baylor on the board 
with three minutes left in the first quarter. Baylor outgained Rice 427-242.

Wiley Green finished 13-of-23 passing for 128 yards in his return after missing last week with a neck 
injury. Tom Stewart was 5 of 8 for 50 yards and rushed for a 21-yard touchdown with 8:42 left in the 
fourth quarter to pull Rice within eight. Brad Rozner caught seven passes for 100 yards for the Owls 
(0-4).

The Owls had the ball and a chance to tie with three minutes left in the game, but two sacks ended 
the drive.

The Bears iced the game with a 13-yard pass from Brewer to Mims with a minute left for a first 
down.

Baylor coach Matt Rhule passed on a field goal try early in Iowa State’s huge fourth-quarter comeback 
because redshirt freshman John Mayers badly missed a kick in the first half.

After the Bears had blown the rest of their 20-point lead, Rhule faced another decision from the same 
distance as the early miss -- 38 yards -- only this time it was into the wind, with less than half a minute 
remaining, and his team down one.

The kid got another chance.
Mayers slipped the 38-yarder just inside the right upright with 21 seconds left for the first field goal of 

his career, lifting Baylor to a 23-21 victory over Iowa State on a steamy Saturday after the Bears blew their 
big lead and were behind for the first time this season.

Charlie Brewer answered the last of three fourth-quarter TD drives engineered by Brock Purdy, taking 
the Bears 54 yards in 14 plays. Among the three third-down conversions was a 10-yard run by Brewer on 
third-and-9 and completions of 15 and 13 yards to Tyquan Thornton.

After an Iowa State timeout, Mayers touched off a wild celebration as the Bears (4-0, 1-0 Big 12) 
extended their best start in three years under Rhule and won their sixth straight game going back to last 
season. It’s the longest active winning streak in the Big 12.

• The last time Iowa State was held scoreless through three-straight quarters was on Sept. 8, 2018 at 
Iowa, when they were shutout through the final three quarters. 
• WR Denzel Mims finished with 106 receiving yards on 6 catches and WR Tyquan Thornton finished with 
141 receiving yards on 11 catches, giving the Bears at least one 100-yard performer in 19-of-29 games 
under head coach Matt Rhule, including six consecutive games through the victory over Iowa State.

 Baylor didn’t win a conference road game last season, but had success in its first attempt this 
season on Saturday, beating Kansas State 31-12 to remain undefeated.

Charlie Brewer led the Bears with 230 yards passing and a touchdown as Baylor got their first 
conference road win since beating Kansas in 2017.

Baylor (5-0, 2-0 Big 12) had 426 yards of offense with only 23 minutes of possession against the 
Wildcats (3-2, 0-2), who have scored only two touchdowns in their last two games.

It was only the third conference road win for Baylor since 2016, and just the second for Rhule with 
the Bears.

John Lovett had a pair of touchdown runs and Gerry Bohanon added another scoring run for 
Baylor. Tyquan Thornton had 92 yards receiving with a touchdown. Denzel Mims hauled in 83 yards 
on five catches and JaMycal Hasty had 87 yards rushing.

Skylar Thompson was 22-of-34 passing for 218 yards for Kansas State. James Gilbert led the 
Wildcats in rushing with 94 yards.

The Bears had 15 tackles for loss, which is the most for the Bears since the season opener in 2016. 
Baylor had six sacks and made it tough for Thompson to feel comfortable in the pocket.

Backed up to his 1 after a sack and needing a field goal in the final two minutes to keep the Big 12’s 
longest current winning streak alive, Charlie Brewer found a way to get Baylor another victory in its first 
game as a ranked team under coach Matt Rhule.

Brewer drove the Bears 97 yards to the tying kick on the final play of regulation, JaMycal Hasty ran 
for the winning score in the second overtime and No. 22 Baylor joined Oklahoma atop the Big 12 with a 
33-30 victory over Texas Tech on Saturday.

Brewer was 24-of-37 passing for 352 yards, but threw his first three interceptions of the season. He 
ran for three touchdowns, including a 1-yarder in the first overtime. The Bears have won eight straight 
games going back to last season.

Hasty’s run came after Trey Wolff’s 35-yard field goal for Texas Tech opened the second extra 
period, leaving the Bears (6-0, 3-0 Big 12) tied with the sixth-ranked Sooners. They are the only two 
teams to win each of their first three Big 12 games.

Texas Tech (3-3, 1-2), playing its third consecutive Top 25 opponent, got to the second overtime 
when TJ Vasher made a diving 2-yard catch on a nice lob throw by Jett Duffey for his only TD pass.

Duffey finished 31 of 42 for 362 yards and two interceptions. R.J. Turner had seven catches for 138 
yards.
