® Tuesday is “I'm Going to College Day,” with children from local schools taking a field trip to attend.

© Baylor is coming off its 10th 20-win season in the last 12 years. The Bears were a No. 9 seed in the
2019 NCAA Tournament, where they knocked of Syracuse before falling to No. 1 seed Gonzaga.

© The game will be televised by Big 12 Now on ESPN +, the conference’s new digital platform.

© Tuesday’s telecast will be called by John Morris and King McClure. Morris is in his 36th year doing Baylor
broadcasts, while McClure is making his TV debut after concluding his 4-year BU playing career in March.

® BU is No. 16 in the Preseason AP Top 25, tied for the 2nd-best preseason ranking in program history.

© Baylor has been in the Preseason AP Top 25 in 7 of 10 seasons since its first preseason ranking in 2010-11.

© Head coach Scott Drew begins his 17th season in Waco as the BU's all-time wins leader (316-209).
