© The Bears won Myrtle Beach with victories vs. Ohio, at Coastal Carolina and vs. No. 17 Villanova.

© Baylor and UMES are meeting for the 2nd time. BU won 97-73 in Waco on Dec. 22, 2004.

© Baylor leads the Big 12, ranks 21st nationally and 7th among Power-5 teams in 3-point shooting (.406).

© Davion Mitchell leads a BU defense which has forced 15+ turnovers in 5 of 6 games. The Bears
rank 18th nationally in turnover margin (+6.0) and 17th nationally in defensive turnover pct. (25.3).

e Jared Butler has led BU in scoring in 5 of 6 games. He leads the Big 12 in 3FG% (.525), FT% (17-17),
and 3FGs/gm (3.5), ranks 2nd in scoring (19.3), 3rd in FG% (.534), 5th in steals (2.0) and 11th in assists (3.5).

* Freddie Gillespie is tied for 2nd in the Big 12 with 3 double-doubles. He leads the league in offensive
rebounding (4.2), ranks 5th in blocks (1.5), 6th in rebounding (7.8), 8th in steals (1.8) and 13th in FT% (.727).

© MaCio Teague is 7th in the Big 12 in scoring (15.7), 3rd in 3FGs (2.8/gm), 3rd in 3FG% (.436), 4thin FT%

© Drew is coaching his 532nd game at Baylor (321-210). His .605 winning percentage is best in BU history
among coaches with 40+ games, and his teams have a .671 winning percentage since 2007-08 (287-141).

© Baylor is coming off its 10th 20-win season in the last 12 years. The Bears were a No. 9 seed in the
2019 NCAA Tournament, where they knocked off Syracuse before falling to No. 1 seed Gonzaga.

® BU is No. 18 in the most recent AP Top 25 and has heen ranked in all 5 AP polls this season.

© Baylor has been in the Preseason AP Top 25 in 7 of 10 seasons since its first preseason ranking in 2010-11.

© Head coach Scott Drew is in his 17th season in Waco and is BU's all-time wins leader (321-210).

© Baylor returned 9 players with at least 26 games of Division | experience, including a pair of transfers
who started in their BU debuts after sitting out last season — Davion Mitchell and MaCio Teague.

© BU returned 8 letterwinners from last season, including 5 players who made at least 7 starts — Mark
Vital (34), Jared Butler (21), Tristan Clark (14), Freddie Gillepsie (11) and Devonte Bandoo (7).

© BU was picked 2nd in the Big 12 Preseason Coaches Poll, tying the highest in program history (2012-13).
The Bears were picked 9th in last year’s poll, but overcame a multitude of injuries to finish in 4th place.

© BU has advanced to the postseason in 8 straight seasons, tied as the nation’s 10th-longest active streak.

© Baylor is 126-16 in non-conference home games in the Drew era, including 100-8 since 2007-08.

© Baylor is 61-4 in its last 65 non-conference home games dating back to Dec. 12, 2012.

© Baylor has posted a 66-11 mark in November and December games since 2013.

® Baylor's streak of 11 consecutive seasons ranked was snapped last season, but the Bears have now
been ranked in 12 of 13 seasons since 2007-08.

sitting out as redshirts — Jordan Turner, Adam Flagler and Jonathan Tchamwa Tchatchoua.

© Davion Mitchell took over as Baylor’s starting point guard replacing Makai Mason. Eight of Baylor's nine starting
point guards during the Drew era have earned All-Big recognition (14 of last 15 seasons).

® BU is 42-72 against AP-ranked teams since 2007-08 after going 0-27 in Drew’s first 4 rebuilding seasons.

® Baylor is 12-23 against AP Top 10 teams since March 2012. BU started the Drew era 1-26 vs. top-10.

® Baylor has defeated 7 top-10 teams in the last 3 seasons, including a 6-3 mark vs. top-10 teams in Waco.

® Baylor is 32-4 when leading at halftime over the last 3 seasons since 2017-18.

® BU is 93-21 since 2015-16 when leading at any point in the 2nd half of a game (5-1 this season).

® Drew is coaching his 532nd game at Baylor (321-210). His .605 winning percentage is best in BU history among

coaches with 40+ games, and he's the program’s all-time wins leader.

© Baylor has a .671 winning percentage (287-141) since Drew's first year with no scholarship restrictions in 2007-08

and a .676 winning percentage (196-94) over the last 9 seasons since 2011-12.

® Drew (49) is the youngest of 12 coaches nationally to take his current program to four Sweet 16s since 2010.

 Baylor is playing its 218th game as a ranked team in Drew’s 17 seasons. BU was ranked in 2 of 2,197 games
over the program'’s first 97 seasons prior to Drew. Since 2008-09, BU has been ranked in 215 of 397 games.

 In Drew's first 16 seasons at Baylor, 42 players have gone on to professional careers.

GILLESPIE GROWING INTO STARTING ROLE

© Freddie Gillespie has started 15 of the last 18 games since entering the starting lineup on Feb. 9, 2019 vs. K-State.

© Gillespie did not play in 8 of 9 games immediately preceding Tristan Clark’s injury last year, but he joined the rotation
for the first game without Clark on Jan. 12, and he became a starter 8 games later (started 9 of final 12 games).

® Gillespie has posted double-doubles in 3 of 6 games this season after doing so in 1 of 26 games played last year.

® Gillespie is tied for 2nd in the Big 12 with 3 double-doubles. He leads the league in offensive rebounding (4.2),
ranks bth in blocks (1.5), 6th in rebounding (7.8), 8th in steals (1.8) and 13th in FT% (.727).

BUTLER TAKING OVER

o Jared Butler has led Baylor in scoring in 5 of 6 games this season after doing so in 6 of 34 games last year.

® Butler had 30 points in the season-opener vs. UCA, the 2nd-most of his career (31 at Kansas on March 9, 2019).

® Butler leads the Big 12 in 3-point percentage (.525), free throw percentage (17-17), and 3-pointers per game (3.5),
ranks 2nd in scoring (19.3), 3rd in field goal percentage (.534), 5th in steals (2.0) and 11th in assists (3.5).
