e Saturday is the 255th series meeting — the most-played rivalry in Baylor history dating back 105 years.

® BU is 16-8 vs. Texas since snapping a 24-game series losing streak at the 2009 Big 12 Championship.

® Baylor is 7-1 in its last 8 games vs. Texas and 4-1 in its last 5 home games vs. Texas.

© Baylor is riding a 9-game winning streak, tied for the 9th-longest streak in program history. It's also
the nation’s 4th-longest active streak behind San Diego State (14), Auburn (12) and Memphis (10).

© Baylor is 7-5 in Big 12 openers since 2008 and 10-13 all-time in Big 12 openers.

© The Bears are opening Big 12 play at home for the first time since 2013 (86-79 OT win vs. Texas).

® BU is 5-0 when opening Big 12 play at home during the Drew era with wins vs. 5 different teams.

© BU defeated 3 ranked teams prior to January for the 2nd time in program history (4-0 in 2016-17).

® BUis 1 of 10 teams ranked top-30 nationally in adjusted offensive (109.2; 26th) and defensive (88.4;
14th) efficiency. BU’s No. 14 defense is on pace to be Drew’s best defense (16th at 92.9 in 2016-17).

© BU reached double-digit non-conference for the 6th time in the last 7 seasons and 12th time in 14 years.

© Baylor's No. 6 AP ranking is its highest since the Bears were No. 4 on Feh. 13, 2017.

© Head coach Scott Drew is in his 17th season in Waco and is BU's all-time wins leader (326-210).

© Drew is coaching his 537th game at Baylor (326-210). His .608 winning percentage is best in BU history
among coaches with 40+ games, and his teams have a .674 winning percentage since 2007-08 (292-141).

© Baylor is playing its 223rd game as a ranked team under Drew — BU was ranked in 2 of 2197 games over
the program’s 97 seasons prior to Drew. Since 2008-09, BU has been ranked in 220 of 402 games.

© Baylor is coming off its 10th 20-win season in the last 12 years. The Bears were a No. 9 seed in the
2019 NCAA Tournament, where they knocked off Syracuse before falling to No. 1 seed Gonzaga.

© BU was picked 2nd in the Big 12 Preseason Coaches Poll, tying the highest in program history (2012-13).
The Bears were picked 9th in last year’s poll, but overcame a multitude of injuries to finish in 4th place.

© Baylor has been in the Preseason AP Top 25 in 7 of 10 seasons since its first preseason ranking in 2010-11.

© BU has advanced to the postseason in 8 straight seasons, tied as the nation’s 10th-longest active streak.

© Baylor has won 16 of 24 games in the series after snapping a 24-game series losing streak in March 2009.
® Baylor is 91-163 all-time against Texas, including a 52-66 mark in Waco and a 16-21 mark in the Drew era.

LAST TIME VS. TEXAS

® Baylor trailed 40-29 at halftime and 62-45 with 9 minutes left, but the Bears rallied to force overtime, and Mario
Kegler hit the game-winning free throws with 3.2 seconds left to give Baylor an 84-83 win over Texas on Feb. 27.
® Kegler posted his 2nd-straight 20-point game with a career-high 24 points, while Devonte Bandoo scored 16 of
his 18 points in the 2nd half, and Jared Butler hit crucial shots in crunch time as part of his 15 points.

® |t was the largest deficit overcome in the last 10 minutes of a game in the Drew era, and the 19-point deficit overcome
was Baylor's largest in a win since rallying from 22 down to beat Louisville in the 2016 Battle 4 Atlantis championship.

HISTORY IN BIG 12 OPENERS

® Baylor is 7-5 in Big 12 Conference openers since 2008 and 10-13 all-time in Big 12 openers.

© Baylor won 6 straight openers from 2008-13 before losing 5 of the last 6 Big 12 openers (win in 2017). All five of
those losses were on the road, with four of them against top-25 ranked opponents.

© Baylor is opening Big 12 play at home for the first time since 2013 (86-79 OT win vs. Texas). The Bears have started
conference play on the road in each of the last six seasons, with four of those games against top-25 ranked teams.

© Baylor is 5-0 when opening Big 12 play at home during the Drew era, with wins against five different teams — 2008
vs. lowa State, 2009 vs. Texas Tech, 2010 vs. Oklahoma, 2012 vs. Texas A&M, 2013 vs. Texas.

THREE WINS VS. TOP-20 TEAMS

® Baylor is 3-0 this season against ranked opponents, defeating No. 12 Arizona, No. 17 Villanova and No. 18 Butler.
© Those three teams all remain top-25 ranked and have a combined 31-3 record in all other games.

© Baylor led for 80% of game time in those three games (95:51 of 120:00). BU never trailed Butler, and the largest
deficit the Bears faced against Arizona was 2 points and against Villanova was 6 points.

® BU’s only loss this season was by 3 points on a neutral court against current No. 21 Washington.

BACK-TO-BACK TOP-20 WINS KEYED BY DEFENSE
© Baylor has knocked off No. 12 Arizona and No. 18 Butler in consecutive games, despite shooting 35 percent

against Butler (21-60) and 30 percent against Arizona (17-56). The Bears shot .327 (38-116) over those two games.

© The Bears led for 75:30 of 80:00 minutes in those two games, holding a lead for 94 percent of game time.

© BU limited Arizona to .269 (14-52) from the field, the Wildcats’ lowest in a game since at least 2000.

® The Bears held Butler to .392 (20-51) from the field and each team had 11 turnovers, but Baylor turned those 11
Butler turnovers into 17 points, while limiting the Bulldogs to 5 points off turnovers.

BU DEFEATS NO. 18 BUTLER IN INAUGURAL BIG 12/BIG EAST BATTLE

© Baylor defeated No. 18 Butler 53-52 in the inaugural Big 12/Big East Battle on Dec. 10 in Waco.

® The Bears won despite scoring only 53 points and shooting 35 percent from the field.

® Baylor's 53 points were its fewest in a win since a 51-40 victory over TCU on Jan. 12, 2012.

® BU built a 16-point first-half lead and never trailed in the game. Butler cut the BU lead to 53-52 with 1:14
remaining, but Mark Vital blocked the potential go-ahead layup off of Butler's Kamar Baldwin to secure the win.

BEARS KNOCK OFF NO. 12 ARIZONA TO COMPLETE HOME-AND-HOME SWEEP
© Baylor improved to 2-0 vs. ranked teams by recording a 63-58 win over No. 12 Arizona on Dec. 7.

© The Bears held Arizona to a .269 field goal percentage (14-52), the Wildcats lowest in a game since at least 2000.

© BU won despite shooting only .304 from the field (17-56). The Bears out-rebounded Arizona 40-33, had 12 assists
to Arizona’s 7 assists and made 6-0f-24 from 3-point range against Arizona’s 2-0f-11 from downtown.

© MaCio Teague led the Bears with 19 points, while Freddie Gillespie posted career-highs of 17 points, 13
rebounds, 5 blocks and 36 minutes. Mark Vital recorded a +17 plus-minus in just 14 minutes off the bench.

e Gillespie earned his career-first Big 12 Player of the Week honor two days after the win.

© The win completed Baylor's home-and-home sweep against Arizona following a 58-49 win in Tucson last season.

WIN OVER NO. 17 VILLANOVA GIVES BEARS MYRTLE BEACH INVITATIONAL TITLE

® Baylor claimed the Myrtle Beach Invitational title with wins vs. Ohio, at Coastal Carolina and vs. No. 17 Villanova.

® Jared Butler earned MVP honors after scoring 10 points in the final 6 minutes of the championship game, and he
was joined on the All-Tournament Team by MaCio Teague, who led the Bears with 18.7 ppg in the tournament.

© Davion Mitchell averaged 12.3 points in the tournament after entering with a career single-game high of 10 points.
© BU overcame an early 7-point deficit on its way to a 76-53 win over Ohio in the quarterfinals, led by Butler's 19 points.
© The Bears trailed by 8 points with 15 minutes left at Coastal Carolina, but rallied to win 77-85 in the semifinals.

© The championship game vs. No. 17 Villanova featured 18 lead changes, but Baylor closed the game on a 23-12 run
over the final 6 minutes to claim an 87-78 win. The Bears made 6-0f-9 3-pointers in the 2nd half.
