
STORY LINES
• No. 1 Baylor carries a school-record 18-game winning streak into Monday’s game at Kansas State.
• Monday is the 42nd all-time meeting between Baylor and K-State. BU is 18-23 against KSU.
• Baylor has lost 6 straight vs. K-State, but the Bears are 6-7 vs. the Wildcats since 2014.
• BU is seeking its first 9-game conference winning streak since starting 10-0 in the 1948 SWC.
• A win would give Baylor 20+ wins for the 11th time in the last 13 years. BU reached the 20-win mark 

only 3 times in 101 seasons prior to 2008. BU is averaging 24 wins per season since 2008.
• BU is No. 1 in the AP Top 25. BU moved up in the poll 9 straight weeks until reaching No. 1 on Jan. 20.
• BU has been No. 1 in the AP Poll 4 times – 1 in 2017 (Jan. 9); 3 in 2020 (Jan. 20, Jan. 27, Feb. 3).
• BU is 5-1 all-time as the No. 1-ranked team, and its first win as No. 1 was at K-State (Jan. 14, 2017).
• Baylor’s streak of 14 consecutive AP polls ranked is the 5th-longest in program history (all since 2010).
• With a win, Baylor can tie the best 21-game start in program history (20-1 in 2016-17).
• Baylor’s 18-game winning streak is the nation’s 2nd-longest behind San Diego State (23). BU also 

has the nation’s 4th-longest road winning streak at 6 games (Gonzaga-16, SDSU-9, SFA-7).
• BU is 6-0 in road games, the 2nd-longest road winning streak in program history –12 in 1945-46.
• Baylor’s 8-0 start to Big 12 play is tied for 6th-best in league history and best since UT started 11-0 in 

2011 (16-0 KU in 2002, 13-0 KU in 2010, 11-0 UT in 2011, 11-0 OU in 2009, 10-0 KU in 2005).
• BU is 10-0 at Ferrell Center this season and has held every opponent to 63 or fewer points (54.5 ppg).
• Baylor is the nation’s only program with 5 wins vs. AP Top 25 ranked teams this season (5-0).
• Baylor ranks 5th nationally in scoring defense (58.0) and 8th nationally in scoring margin (+14.2).
• Baylor’s 2-point FG% defense ranks 6th nationally (.421) and effective FG% defense ranks 8th (.435).
• BU is coming off a 68-52 win over TCU, breaking the school-record with an 18th consecutive win.
• BU has trailed for only 12% of game time over its last 14 games (68:29 of 560:00), but nearly half of 

that time (30:13) came in a comeback from 12 down to win at Oklahoma State on Jan. 18.
• Baylor’s defense has forced 15+ turnovers in 12 of 20 games after doing so in 7 of 34 games last year.
• Baylor has held 5 high-major opponents to their season-low scoring totals – Arizona (58), Butler (52), 

Texas (44), Texas Tech (52) and Kansas (55). BU has held 19 of 20 opponents below 70 points.
• BU has held 6 Big 12 opponents to 55 or fewer points, breaking the program record for most in a single 

season. Entering 2020, BU held teams to 55 or fewer 23 times in the Big 12’s first 23 seasons.
• BU is No. 2 in the NET rankings with 4 top-13 NET wins: vs. No. 4 (road), No. 8, No. 12, No. 13.
• BU is the only team with 2 players on the Naismith Defensive POY Midseason Team (Vital & Mitchell).
• BU and KU are 4-0 in Big 12 road games this season, while the rest of the league is a combined 6-26.
• Baylor is 38-38 in Big 12 road games since 2012, 2nd-best in the league behind only Kansas (49-27).
• Baylor is the only school with FB, MBB, WBB & VB all ranked. Those teams are a combined 79-7 this 

year and all four are top-12 ranked (No. 1 MBB, No. 1 WBB, No. 3 VB, No. 12 FB).
• Head coach Scott Drew is in his 17th season in Waco and is BU’s all-time wins leader (335-210).

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QUICK HITS
• Baylor has won 20+ games in 10 of the last 12 seasons after recording only three 20-win seasons in the previous 

100 years of Baylor Basketball (1946, 1948, 1988).
• BU is 6-1 all-time in Big 12/SEC Challenges, the best record of any team in either league. Combined with a 3-1 

mark in the Big 12/Pac-10 Series and 1-0 in the Big 12/Big East Battle, Baylor is 10-2 in conference challenges.
• Baylor is 45-4 when leading at halftime over the last 3 seasons since 2017-18 (15-1 this season).
• Baylor has won 89% of its games when leading at the half since 2011-12 (163-20).
• BU is 107-21 since 2015-16 when leading at any point in the 2nd half of a game (19-1 this season).
• Baylor is 210-94 over the last 9 seasons, averaging 24 wins per season since 2012.
• Baylor’s 210 wins since 2011-12 are second-most in the Big 12 behind only Kansas (254).
• Baylor is 301-141 since 2007-08, the first year Drew’s staff had a full allotment of scholarships.
• BU returned 8 letterwinners from last season, including 5 players who made at least 7 starts – Mark Vital (34), 

Jared Butler (21), Tristan Clark (14), Freddie Gillespie (11) and Devonte Bandoo (7).
• Baylor returned 9 players with at least 26 games of Division I experience, including a pair of transfers who are 

now starters after sitting out last season – Davion Mitchell and MaCio Teague.
• Eight of Baylor’s 14 players either have used or are currently using a redshirt year. Five after transferring to BU – 

Flagler, Gillespie, Mitchell, Tchamwa Tchatchoua and Teague, and three as freshmen — Moffatt, Turner and Vital.
• Eight of Baylor’s nine starting point guards under Drew have earned All-Big recognition (14 of last 15 seasons).
• Baylor has defeated 8 top-10 teams in the last 4 seasons, including a 6-3 mark vs. top-10 teams in Waco.
• The Bears are one of 11 programs nationally (1 of 6 in Power-5) to win 18+ games in every year since 2008.
• Baylor is 1 of 14 teams nationally to appear in every postseason since 2012 (6 NCAAs, 2 NITs).
• Baylor has the nation’s 10th-longest active streak with at least one 3-point FG made in 923 straight games — the 

last time Baylor failed to make a 3-pointer was more than 29 years ago, on Feb. 21, 1990 vs. Texas Tech (0-8).
• Baylor has won 6 tournament titles under Drew (2007 Paradise Jam, 2011 Las Vegas Classic, 2013 NIT, 2016 

Battle 4 Atlantis, 2017 Hall of Fame Classic and 2019 Myrtle Beach Invitational).

ONE OF THE GREATEST REBUILDS IN NCAA HISTORY
• Scott Drew became Baylor head coach in 2003, starting of one of the greatest rebuilds in NCAA history.
• Drew is now in his 17th season at Baylor and is the school’s all-time wins leader (335).
• Drew is coaching his 546th game at Baylor (335-210). His .615 winning percentage is best in BU history among 
coaches with 40+ games, and he’s the program’s all-time wins leader.
• Baylor has a .681 winning percentage (301-141) since Drew’s first year with no scholarship restrictions in 2007-08 
and a .691 winning percentage (210-94) over the last 9 seasons since 2011-12.
• Drew (49) is the youngest of 12 coaches nationally to take his current program to four Sweet 16s since 2010.
• Baylor is playing its 232nd game as a ranked team in Drew’s 17 seasons. BU was ranked in 2 of 2,197 games 

over the program’s first 97 seasons prior to Drew. Since 2008-09, BU has been ranked in 229 of 411 games.
• In Drew’s first 16 seasons at Baylor, 42 players have gone on to professional careers.

NO. 1 FOR SECOND TIME IN PROGRAM HISTORY
• BU moved to No. 1 in the AP Top 25 for the second time in program history on Jan. 20. 
• BU has been No. 1 in 3 straight polls and 4 times in program history – 2017 (Jan. 9); 2020 (Jan. 20, Jan. 27, Feb. 3). 
• BU took the top spot in the Coaches Poll on Jan. 27, marking the 2nd time ranked No. 1 in both polls (Jan. 9, 2017).
• The Bears have been ranked in 14 straight weeks and moved up in the poll 9 straight weeks until reaching No. 1.
• After starting the 2016-17 season 15-0, Baylor climbed to No. 1 for the first time in program history on Jan. 9, 2017.
• BU lost at No. 10 WVU one day later, but rebounded with a win at No. 25 K-State that same week. 
• Baylor’s streak of 14 consecutive weeks ranked in the AP Top 25 is the 5th-longest streak in program history – 25 
polls in 2017-18, 22 in 2012-13, 17 in 2010-11, 15 in 2015-16 and 14 in 2019-20.
• Baylor was ranked No. 16 in the preseason AP Top 25 poll, which tied the 2nd-highest preseason ranking in BU history.

SERIES HISTORY
• Monday is the 42nd all-time series meeting. K-State leads the series 23-18, including 12-8 in Manhattan.
• K-State has won the last 6 series meetings after snapping Baylor’s 4-game series winning streak in February 2017.
• Since Big 12 double round-robin play began in 2012, BU has swept the season series twice (2014, 2016) and 
K-State has swept the season series three times (2013, 2018, 2019). The teams split in 2012, 2015 and 2017.
• The Wildcats won 70-63 in Waco (Feb. 9) and 66-60 in Manhattan (March 2) last season.

LAST TIME VS. K-STATE
• Baylor overcame a 24-9 deficit and led 37-36 with 15 minutes left before falling short 66-60 at K-State on March 2.
• K-State built a 53-41 lead with 8 minutes left, but the Bears got back within 3 with 24 seconds left.
• Mario Kegler led BU in scoring for a 3rd straight game with 13 points, while Makai Mason added 11 points and 
Jared Butler had 10 points. The Bears out-rebounded K-State 37-27, but had a season-low 7 offensive boards.
• Baylor committed 19 turnovers, its most in a Big 12 game last season, and K-State had a 21-5 edge in points off TOs.

SIXTH-BEST START IN BIG 12 HISTORY
• Baylor’s 8-0 start to Big 12 play is tied for the 6th-best by any team in the league’s 24-year history.
• BU’s 8-0 is the best start since Texas’ 11-0 in 2011 (Kansas 16-0 in 2002, Kansas 13-0 in 2010, Texas 11-0 in 2011, 
Oklahoma 11-0 in 2009, Kansas 10-0 in 2005, Baylor 8-0 in 2020, Kansas 8-0 in 1997, Kansas 8-0 in 2009).

NATION’S BEST FIVE WINS VS. AP TOP 25 TEAMS
• Baylor is the nation’s only team with five wins vs. AP Top 25 teams. BU is 5-0 with home wins vs. No. 12 Arizona 
and No. 18 Butler, a neutral win vs. No. 17 Villanova and road wins at No. 22 Texas Tech and No. 3 Kansas.
• The Bears handed No. 18 Butler its first loss this season – 53-52 in Waco on Dec. 10.
• BU held its opponent below 60 points in 4 of those wins – Arizona (58), Butler (52), Texas Tech (52), Kansas (55).
• Baylor led for 78% of game time in the 5 wins (156:36 of 200:00). BU’s largest deficit in any of those games was 
6 points – Butler (never trailed), Arizona (2 points), Villanova (6 points), Texas Tech (3 points), Kansas (5 points).

ELITE DEFENSIVE PERFORMANCES
• BU has held 5 high-major opponents to season-low scoring totals. BU held Arizona (58), Butler (52), Texas (44), 
Tech Tech (52) and Kansas (55) to season-low scores. BU held ISU (53) and TCU (52) to their 2nd-fewest points.
• The 55 points Baylor limited Kansas to were KU’s fewest at Allen Fieldhouse since 2000.
• The 52 points BU limited Texas Tech to were Tech’s fewest in a home game during the 4-year Chris Beard era.
• The 44 points Baylor held Texas to were its fewest in any game during the 5-year Shaka Smart era.
• Iowa State’s 55 points in Waco were the fewest by ISU away from home since 2013.
• Baylor limited Iowa State to 53 points in Ames, the Cyclones’ fewest in a Big 12 home game since Feb. 21, 2009.

SCHOOL-RECORD WINNING STREAK
• Baylor has won 18 consecutive games, the longest winning streak in program history (previously 17 in 2011-12).
• BU has had 8 double-digit winning streaks in program history – 18 in 2019-20, 17 in 2011-12, 15 in 2016-17, 13 
in 1946, 12 in 2000-2001, 11 in 1947-48, 11 in 1996 and 11 in 2013.
• The current 18-game streak includes 5 wins vs. ranked opponents, 6 road games and 3 neutral-site games.
• BU has won 8 straight Big 12 games for first time and is off to an 8-0 start in conference play for the first time 
since starting 10-0 in the 1948 Southwest Conference.

SUCCESS ACROSS BAYLOR ATHLETICS DEPARTMENT
• Baylor is the nation’s only school with top-25 ranked teams in football, men’s and women’s basketball and volleyball.
• Those four sports have a combined 79-7 record this season – FB 11-3, MBB 19-1, WBB 19-1, VB 30-2 (thru 2/2/20).
• The BU Volleyball team finished ranked No. 3, advanced to the its first Final Four and won its first Big 12 title.
• Baylor Football finished No. 12 nationally at 11-3. The Bears played in the Big 12 Championship and Sugar Bowl.
• Baylor Men’s Basketball is ranked No. 1 nationally at 19-1 with its lone loss by 3 points to Washington.
• Baylor Women’s Basketball is ranked No. 1 nationally at 19-1 with its lone loss against No. 5 South Carolina.

SECOND-MOST WINS AMONG BIG 12 TEAMS SINCE 2011-12
• Baylor’s 210-94 record since 2011-12 trails only Kansas (254-63) among Big 12 teams (thru 2/2/20).
• Iowa State (192-105) is 3rd, West Virginia (186-114) is 4th, Kansas State (180-113) is 5th, Oklahoma (175-112) is 6th, 
Texas (165-130) is 7th, Oklahoma St. (154-132) and Texas Tech (154-132) are tied for 8th and TCU (149-142) is 10th.
• Baylor has averaged 24 wins per season over the last seven seasons since 2011-12.

• Jared Butler has led BU in scoring in 11 of 20 games this season. He ranks top-13 in the Big 12 in scoring (7th, 15.1), 

3FGs (7th, 2.3/gm), 3FG% (8th, .368), FG% (9th, .415), steals (13th, 1.4), assists (13th, 3.0) and A/TO ratio (13th, 1.25).
• Freddie Gillespie ranks top-55 nationally in offensive rebounding (5th; 4.1), blocks per game (24th; 2.4), double-doubles 

(47th; 8) and rebounds per game (52nd; 9.3). He leads the Big 12 in offensive rebounding and double-digit rebound games 
(11), ranks tied for 2nd in double-doubles (8), 2nd in rebounds per game (9.3) and 3rd in blocks per game (2.4).

• MaCio Teague is 11th in the Big 12 in scoring (14.1), 2nd in FT% (.851), 9th in 3FGs (2.2/gm), 9th in 3FG% (.344), 
9th in minutes (32.3) and 19th in rebounding (4.9). He’s 3rd in the league with 34.7 minutes per game in Big 12 play.

• Mark Vital ranks 6th in the Big 12 in steals (1.7), 4th in offensive rebounding (3.0) and 11th in rebounding (6.3).

GILLESPIE GROWING INTO STARTING ROLE
• Freddie Gillespie has started 29 of the last 32 games since entering the starting lineup on Feb. 9, 2019 vs. K-State.
• Gillespie did not play in 8 of 9 games immediately preceding Tristan Clark’s injury last year, but he joined the rotation 

for the first game without Clark on Jan. 12, and he became a starter 8 games later (started 9 of final 12 games).
• Gillespie was named Big 12 Player of the Week on Dec. 9 after recording then-career-highs of 17 points, 13 rebounds, 

5 blocks and 36 minutes played in the Bears’ win over No. 12 Arizona two days prior.
• Gillespie is tied for 2nd in the Big 12 with 8 double-doubles and leads the Big 12 with 11 double-digit rebounding games.
• Gillespie ranks 11th nationally in KenPom’s offensive efficiency (129.9). He’s 5th nationally in offensive rebounding (4.1), 

24th nationally in blocks (2.4), 47th nationally in double-doubles (8) and 52nd nationally in rebounding (9.3).

BUTLER TAKING OVER
• Jared Butler has led Baylor in scoring in 11 of 20 games this season after doing so in 6 of 34 games last year.
• Butler had 30 points in the season-opener vs. UCA, the 2nd-most of his career (31 at Kansas on March 9, 2019), 

and he has 3 more 20-point games – 22 vs. Villanova, 20 vs. UMES and 22 at Kansas.
• Butler ranks top-13 in the Big 12 in scoring (7th, 15.1), 3-pointers (7th, 2.3/gm), 3-point percentage (8th, .368), field 

goal percentage (9th, .415), steals (13th, 1.4), assists (13th, 3.0) and assist-to-turnover ratio (1.25).
• Butler has scored at least 12 points in 14 of 20 games this season (12+ points in 13 of 34 games last season).
• Butler was named Myrtle Beach Invitational MVP and has twice been Big 12 Player of the Week (Nov. 25, Jan. 13).

TEAGUE CONTINUING STREAKS
• MaCio Teague has played in 87 consecutive games and made 83 consecutive starts during 3 collegiate seasons 
(2016-17 & 2017-18 at UNC Asheville, 2019-20 at Baylor). He has started all but one game (Nov. 20, 2016).
• Teague has led Baylor in scoring in each of the last 4 games, posting 15+ points in all 4 games.
• Teague has made at least one 3-pointer in 43 of his last 45 games, with the lone exceptions going 0-for-2 at 
Texas Tech and 0-for-2 vs. Iowa State. He’s made multiple 3-pointers in 35 of his last 45 games.
• Teague ranks 11th in the Big 12 in scoring (14.1), 2nd in free throw percentage (.851), 9th in 3-pointers (2.2/gm), 
9th in 3-point percentage (.344), 9th in minutes (32.3) and 19th in rebounding (4.9).
• Baylor is 16-0 this season when Teague scores 10+ points. He had 8 points in BU’s lone loss to Washington.

MITCHELL SETTLING INTO STARTING POINT GUARD ROLE
• Davion Mitchell has started all 20 games this season after coming off the bench in all 34 games during his 
freshman season at Auburn (2017-18). He needed only 14 games to pass his freshman season scoring total (126).
• Mitchell has scored in double-figures in 8 of the last 11 games after doing so in 4 of his first 43 collegiate games.
• Mitchell has made a 3-pointer in 14 of the last 16 games and is shooting 37% on 3FGs in that stretch (22-of-60). 
Prior to the 15-game stretch, he shot .264 (19-of-72) from downtown over his first 38 collegiate games.
• Mitchell ranks 8th in the Big 12 in steals (1.6), 9th in assist-to-turnover ratio (1.53) and 11st in assists (3.1).
• Mitchell joined Mark Vital on the 15-player Naismith Defensive Player of the Year Midseason Team.
• When Mitchell has played 20+ minutes, his collegiate teams are 31-1 (12-0 at Auburn, 19-1 at Baylor).

VITAL TO BEARS’ SUCCESS
• Mark Vital is 1 of 15 players on the Naismith Defensive Player of the Year Midseason Team.
• He ranks 6th in the Big 12 in steals (1.7), 4th in offensive rebounding (3.0) and 11th in rebounding (6.3).
• Vital did not attempt a field goal in Saturday’s win over TCU, but he had a +13 plus-minus in 22 minutes.
• Vital filled the stat sheet in Wednesday’s win at Iowa State, posting 8 points, 9 rebounds and 7 assists in 31 minutes.

BREAKTHROUGH IN BIG 12
• BU is 107-77 in Big 12 play in 11 seasons since 2010 after going 59-149 in the league’s first 13 seasons.
• BU is 121-94 in Big 12 play in 13 seasons since 2008 after going 45-131 in the league’s first 11 seasons.
• Baylor is 38-38 in Big 12 road games since 2012, second-best in the league behind only Kansas (49-27).
• BU has won 8+ Big 12 games in 9 straight seasons after winning 8+ just 3 times in the league’s first 15 years.
• BU has recorded double-digit Big 12 wins in 4 of the last 5 and 6 of the last 10 seasons entering 2020.

RECORD-BREAKING WIN VS. TCU
• Baylor broke a school-record by running its winning streak to 18 straight with at 68-52 win over TCU on Feb. 1.
• The game was tied 17-17 with 8 minutes left in the first half, then BU went on a 14-0 run and led by at least 6 
points the rest of the game. BU led 60-52 with 3:42 left, then closed the game on an 8-0 run to win 68-52.
• Freddie Gillespie had his 8th double-double with 12 points, 11 rebounds and a career-high 6 blocks.

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INSIDE GAME PUSHES BEARS TO SEASON SWEEP OF IOWA STATE
• Baylor overcame its worst 3-point shooting game of the season (4-of-20) with strong interior play, knocking off 
Iowa State 67-53 in Ames on Jan. 29. The Bears out-scored Iowa State 44-22 in points in the paint.
• Freddie Gillespie had 12 points, 9 rebounds and 3 blocks, while Mark Vital put up 8 points, 9 rebounds and 7 
assists. MaCio Teague scored a team-high 15 points, while Devonte Bandoo added 12 off the bench.
• The win in Ames was Baylor’s 4th in 6 trips to Hilton Coliseum since 2015. BU was 0-12 in Ames prior to 2015.

FOUR GUARDS LEAD BEARS TO BIG 12/SEC CHALLENGE WIN AT FLORIDA
• Baylor avenged its lone loss in 7 all-time Big 12/SEC Challenge games with a 72-61 win at Florida on Jan. 25.
• The Bears returned to Florida two years after suffering their only loss in the Big 12/SEC Challenge in 2018.
• Baylor trailed 17-9 early, but closed the first half on a 31-12 run and led by at least 9 points the rest of the game.
• Devonte Bandoo posted 16 points off the bench, as BU’s four guards all scored in double-figures, totaling 54 points.
• Baylor improved to 6-1 in the challenge, the best of any team in either league. The win kept the trophy at the Big 12 
office, as BU’s victory in the final game of the day secured a 5-5 split, keeping the trophy with last year’s winner.

BEARS DEFEAT OKLAHOMA IN FIRST-EVER HOME GAME AS NO. 1-RANKED TEAM
• Baylor took an 11-point halftime lead and led for the final 31 minutes in a 61-57 win over Oklahoma on Jan. 20.
• The Bears led 59-51 with 1:30 remaining, but OU hit consecutive 3-pointers to cut it to 59-57 with 42 seconds 
remaining. After a Baylor turnover, OU missed a potential go-ahead 3-pointer with 6 seconds left.
• Baylor shot only 35% from the field (22-63), but the Bears improved to 4-0 in games shooting 35% or worse. BU 
has wins against Arizona (.304), Butler (.350), Texas (.313) and Oklahoma (.349) when shooting .350 or lower.
• Freddie Gillespie notched his 7th double-double of the season with 12 points and a career-high 15 rebounds.

BEARS FIGHT BACK FROM 12-POINT DEFICIT TO WIN IN STILLWATER
• Baylor overcame a slow start to win 75-68 in Stillwater on Jan. 18. OSU took a 36-27 lead at the break and led 
47-35 with 14 minutes left, but BU went on an 18-4 run to take its first lead of the game.
• The Bears got a season-high 16 points from Devonte Bandoo, including 14 in the 2nd half (4-4 3FGs, 2-2 FTs).
• BU trailed for 30:13 of game time, the first time all season the Bears trailed more than they led (7:36).

SECOND-HALF SURGE LEADS BEARS TO WIN VS. IOWA STATE
• Baylor overcame a slow start to secure a 68-55 win over Iowa State in Waco on Jan. 15. The win extended 
Baylor’s streak to 13 straight wins, and it improved Baylor to 4-0 in Big 12 play for the 4th time in program history.
• BU held all 10 Iowa State players to single-digit scoring, while Jared Butler’s 19 points led a group of four Bears 
who reached double-figures. Freddie Gillespie had his 6th double-double of the year with 14 points and 11 boards.
• Iowa State’s 55 points were its second-fewest this season and its fewest away from home since 2013.

BEARS DITCH MONKEY WITH CONVINCING WIN AT NO. 3 KANSAS
• Baylor broke through for its first win at Kansas (in its 18th attempt) and its first road win against a top-5 team (in 
its 23rd attempt) by knocking off No. 3 Kansas, 67-55, at Allen Fieldhouse on Jan. 11.
• The 55 points scored by Kansas matched its fewest in a home game since 2000.
• BU trailed 20-15 with 8 minutes left in the first half, then closed the half on a 22-4 run to take a 37-24 lead to 
the break. Kansas would cut the deficit to 5 points with 13 minutes left, but couldn’t get any closer.
• Jared Butler scored 10 straight BU points in the final 8 minutes, and BU led by double-digits the rest of the way.

BEARS NOTCH FOURTH RANKED VICTORY AT NO. 22 TEXAS TECH
• Baylor held No. 22 Texas Tech to a season-low 52 points in a 57-52 win in Lubbock on Jan. 7.
• The 52 points were the fewest scored in a home game by a Chris Beard-coached team in his 5-year collegiate career.
• Baylor out-rebounded Texas Tech 44-25, grabbing more of its own misses than Tech (17 offensive rebounds vs. 
Tech’s 15 defensive rebounds) and turning 17 offensive boards into 15 second-chance points.
• Davion Mitchell had a team-high 14 points on 6-of-10 from the field. Mark Vital had 8 points, 13 rebounds and 
3 steals, and Freddie Gillespie chipped in 9 points, 10 rebounds (7 offensive) and 2 blocks.

ELITE DEFENSE KEYS WIN IN BIG 12 OPENER VS. TEXAS
• Baylor held Texas to 44 points in a 59-44 victory in both teams’ Big 12 opener on Jan. 4 in Waco.
• The 44 points were the fewest by a Shaka Smart-coached team in his 11-year collegiate career and the fewest by 
any Texas team since scoring 41 vs. Georgetown on Dec. 4, 2012.
• It was the best defensive performance by a BU team in Big 12 play since holding K-State to 42 points in 2015.
• MaCio Teague had a game-high 21 points, including 9-of-9 at the free throw line.

BU DEFEATS NO. 18 BUTLER IN INAUGURAL BIG 12/BIG EAST BATTLE
• Baylor defeated No. 18 Butler 53-52 in the inaugural Big 12/Big East Battle on Dec. 10 in Waco.
• The Bears won despite scoring only 53 points and shooting 35 percent from the field.
• Baylor’s 53 points were its fewest in a win since a 51-40 victory over TCU on Jan. 12, 2012.
• BU built a 16-point first-half lead and never trailed in the game. Butler cut the BU lead to 53-52 with 1:14 
remaining, but Mark Vital blocked the potential go-ahead layup off of Butler’s Kamar Baldwin to secure the win.

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BEARS KNOCK OFF NO. 12 ARIZONA TO COMPLETE HOME-AND-HOME SWEEP
• Baylor improved to 2-0 vs. ranked teams by recording a 63-58 win over No. 12 Arizona on Dec. 7.
• The Bears held Arizona to a .269 field goal percentage (14-52), the Wildcats lowest in a game since at least 2000.
• BU won despite shooting only .304 from the field (17-56). The Bears out-rebounded Arizona 40-33, had 12 assists 
to Arizona’s 7 assists and made 6-of-24 from 3-point range against Arizona’s 2-of-11 from downtown.
• MaCio Teague led the Bears with 19 points, while Freddie Gillespie posted career-highs of 17 points, 13 
rebounds, 5 blocks and 36 minutes. Mark Vital recorded a +17 plus-minus in just 14 minutes off the bench.
• The win completed Baylor’s home-and-home sweep against Arizona following a 58-49 win in Tucson last season.

WIN OVER NO. 17 VILLANOVA GIVES BEARS MYRTLE BEACH INVITATIONAL TITLE
• Baylor claimed the Myrtle Beach Invitational title with wins vs. Ohio, at Coastal Carolina and vs. No. 17 Villanova.
• Jared Butler earned MVP honors after scoring 10 points in the final 6 minutes of the championship game, and he 
was joined on the All-Tournament Team by MaCio Teague, who led the Bears with 18.7 ppg in the tournament.
