© Baylor forced a Ferrell Center-record 35 turnovers and rolled to an 83-52 win over SFA in its Dec. 9 home opener.

© The Bears snapped SFA’s 18-game winning streak (which was the nation’s 2nd-longest active streak) and handed
SFA its largest margin-of-defeat in more than two years — a 38-point loss at Miami on Nov. 13, 2018.

© Baylor recorded its first ranked win of the season by beating No. 5 lllinois 82-69 in the Jimmy V Classic on Dec. 2.
