© Baylor needs a win to tie the 5th-longest winning streak in program history at 12-straight.

® BU was picked to win the Big 12 in the league’s preseason coaches’ poll for the first time.

® Baylor is 61-5 when leading at halftime over the last 4 seasons (31-2 last 2 seasons, 10-0 this season).

® Baylor has won 90% of its games when leading at the half since 2011-12 (179-21).

® BU is 125-23 since 2015-16 when leading at any point in the 2nd half of a game (37-3 last 2 seasons).
