He debuted Feb. 20
for the Poland Senior National Team, becoming the youngest Polish national team player in program history.

o Jared Butler led BU with 21 points, 5 assists and 4 steals, while Mitchell and Teague added 13 points apiece.

BU TOPS CENTURY MARK FOR THIRD TIME IN WIN OVER ALCORN

® Playing its second game in as many days, the Bears rolled to a 105-76 win over Alcorn State on Dec. 30.
