© Baylor is appearing in the NCAA Tournament for the sixth time in the last seven tournaments.
© Baylor is 14-14 in 13 all-time NCAA Championships, including an 11-8 record in the Scott Drew era.
© BU is appearing in the NCAA postseason for a school-record 9th consecutive season (7 NCAA, 2 NIT).
© Baylor's streak of 9 consecutive postseasons is tied as the nation’s 7th-longest active streak.
© Baylor is making its 10th NCAA Tournament appearance in the modern tournament era. BU's first three
NCAA Tournament appearances in 1946, 1948 and 1950 were in an eight-team, unseeded bracket.
© Baylor has played in two Final Fours (1948 and 1950) — when it was an eight-team bracket — and
one national championship game (lost to Kentucky in 1948 title game).
© Baylor has played 11 of its 22 games (9-2) vs. seven different NCAA Tournament teams this season.
© Baylor won the Big 12 for the first time and claimed its first conference title since 1950.
 The conference title is the 6th in program history and the 4th outright title (1932, 1946, 1948, 2021).
© Baylor and Hartford are meeting for the 3rd time — BU won both meetings in Waco in 2008 and 2009.
® Baylor is 34-21 in postseason tournaments (conference, national) over the last 13 seasons.
® Baylor is 7-2 vs. AP Top 25 teams this season, including 4-0 against AP Top 10 teams.
© BU leads the nation in 3-point percentage (.418) and is top-10 nationally in scoring margin (3rd, +18.0),
scoring (3rd, 84.4), effective FG% (3rd, 57.5), defensive turnover pct. (3rd, 24.6), offensive rebound pct.
(4th, 37.5), turnover margin (6th, +4.9), turnovers forced (9th, 17.3) and steals (10th, 9.0).
© BU has led by at least 10 points in 21 of 24 games this year (4 of 7 games since the pause).
© Baylor has led by at least 4 points in all 54 games over the last 2 seasons (double-digit leads in 45 of 54).
® Baylor’s current .418 team 3FG% is the 4th-hest mark by any team in the Big 12’s 25-year history.
© Baylor is guaranteed to finish with its fewest losses since going 13-0in 1911-12.

© Mitchell (coaches) and Vital (The Athletic) both earned Big 12 Defensive Player of the Year honors.
® For a second-straight year, BU has 60% of the Big 12 All-Defensive Team (Vital, Mitchell and Butler).

© Butler leads the Big 12 in 3-pointers made (2.6/game), 3-point percentage (.429) and steals (2.0),

ranks 2nd in assists (4.8), 3rd in scoring (17.1), 4th in FG% (.488) and 9th in ast-to ratio (1.56).
© Teague was named AP 2nd Team All-Big 12 and has been all-conference in all 4 collegiate seasons.

e Teague leads the b West Award finalists in career ppg, assists, steals, 3-pointers, FTM and FT%.

© Scott Drew earned AP and coaches’ Big 12 Coach of the Year for a second-consecutive season.

2020-21 BAYLOR BASKETBALL GAME NOTES
FIRST CONFERENCE TITLE IN 71 YEARS
® Baylor won its first conference championship in 71 seasons (1950 Southwest Conference).
© Baylor has won six league titles in programs history, four of them outright — 1932 (10-2), 1946 (11-1), 1948 (11-1),
1949 (9-3), 1950 (8-4) and 2021 (13-1). The 1949 and 1950 titles were co-championships.
® Baylor's best previous Big 12 finish was outright 2nd-place last season. BU also tied for 2nd in 2010 and 2017.
® Baylor's 15 Big 12 wins last season were the most ever by a team that didn’t claim the Big 12 title.

QUICK HITS

© Baylor has been top-5 ranked for 28-straight weeks. BU was top-5 for 12 weeks all-time prior to this streak.

® BU's streak of 36-straight AP polls ranked is the nation’s 3rd-longest active streak and longest in BU history.

® Baylor is 1 of 3 Power-5 schools (Kansas, Michigan State) to win 18+ games every year since 2008.

® Baylor is 48-6 since MaCio Teague and Davion Mitchell became eligible at the start of 2019-20.

© Mark Vital holds the BU record for career Big 12 wins at 45-22. The previous record was A.J. Walton's 39.

© Baylor became the first team since UNLV in 1990-91 to win its first 17 games by 8+ points.

 Baylor joins Duke, Gonzaga and Kansas as the only programs ranked No. 1 in 3 of the last 5 seasons.

© Head coach Scott Drew is in his 18th season in Waco and is BU's all-time wins leader (364-215).

® Baylor is 25-1 at home over the last 2 seasons, with the lone loss by 3 points to Kansas on 2/22/20.

® BU is 14-3 in Big 12 road games over the last 2 seasons (rest of league is 59-99 in B12 road games).

© Baylor's 18-game winning streak tied the 4th-longest in the Big 12's 25-year history. The Bears set the record with
23 straight last season, while Kansas had the 2nd and 3rd-longest streaks — 22 in 1997 and 20 in 2008.

© Baylor signed the highest-ranked recruiting class in program history (No. 4) in November. BU inked 5-star Kendall
Brown, 4-star Langston Love and 4-star Jeremy Sochan for the 2021-22 season.

 Baylor won double-digit Big 12 games for the 8th time (2010, 2012, 2015, 2016, 2017, 2019, 2020, 2021).

© Baylor is 70-5 when leading at halftime over the last 4 seasons (40-2 over last 2 seasons, 19-0 this season).

® Baylor has won 90% of its games when leading at the half since 2011-12 (188-21).

© BU is 48-4 when leading at any point in the 2nd half of a game over the last 2 seasons (136-23 last 6 seasons).

© Baylor has won 20+ games in 12 of the last 14 seasons after recording only three 20-win seasons in the previous
100 years of Baylor Basketball (1946, 1948, 1988).

® Baylor is 239-99 over the last 10 seasons, averaging 24 wins per season since 2011-12.

® Baylor's 239 wins since 2011-12 are second-most in the Big 12 behind only Kansas (284).

® Baylor is 330-146 since 2007-08, the first year Drew’s staff had a full allotment of scholarships.

® Eight of Baylor’s players either have used or are currently using a redshirt year. Four after transferring to BU -
Flagler, Mitchell, Tchamwa Tchatchoua and Teague, and four as freshmen — Moffatt, Turner, Vital and Dainja.

© Ten of Baylor's 11 starting point guards under Drew have earned All-Big recognition (16 of last 17 seasons).

® Baylor is 1 of 10 teams nationally to appear in every postseason since 2012 (7 NCAAs, 2 NITs).

® Baylor has the nation’s 10th-longest active streak with at least one 3-point FG made in 956 straight games — the
last time Baylor failed to make a 3-pointer was more than 30 years ago, on Feb. 21, 1990 vs. Texas Tech (0-8).

® Baylor has played half of its 22 games this season against NCAA Tournament teams.

® The Bears are 9-2 against teams in the 2021 NCAA Tournament field, including 4-1 vs. top-3 seeds.

© BU has played seven 2021 NCAA Tournament teams — No. 1 lllinois (1-0), No. 3 Kansas (1-1), No. 3 Texas (1-0),
No. 3 West Virginia (1-0), No. 4 Oklahoma State (2-1), No. 6 Texas Tech (2-0) and No. 8 Oklahoma (1-0).

BAYLOR IN NCAA TOURNAMENTS

® Baylor is making its 13th NCAA Tournament appearance, and the Bears have lost to the eventual national
champion four times (1946, 1948, 2010 and 2012).

® Baylor's 1946 team lost to Oklahoma A&M in the regional semifinals in Kansas City, Mo.

® Baylor's 1948 squad lost to Kentucky in the national title game at New York’s Madison Square Garden,

® Baylor's 2010 team lost to Duke in the Elite Eight at Houston's Reliant Stadium.

® Baylor's 2012 team lost to Kentucky in the Elite Eight at Atlanta’s Georgia Dome.

® Baylor's first eight NCAA bids all came in even-numbered years —1946, 1948, 1950, 1988, 2008, 2010, 2012
and 2014. BU has appeared in six of the last seven NCAA Tournaments (2014, 2015, 2016, 2017, 2019, 2021).
® Baylor played in three tournaments in a five-year span between 1946-1950 under head coach Bill Henderson,
including Final Four appearances in 1948 and 1950.

FIRST TIME AS NO. 1 SEED

® Baylor's No. 1 seed is the highest in program history. The previous high was No. 3 in 2010, 2012, 2015 and 2017.
® This marks the fifth time in the last 11 NCAA Tournaments Baylor has earned a top-3 seed.

® BU is 9-4 in NCAA Tournament games as the higher seed, including 4-3 in first-round games.

® BUis 2-5 in NCAA Tournament games as the lower seed, though four of those five losses were to top-2 seeds.

SCOTT DREW IN NCAA TOURNAMENTS

® Head coach Scott Drew has an 11-8 record over eight previous NCAA Tournament appearances.

® Drew has guided Baylor to nine of the last 12 NCAA Tournaments. Prior to Drew’s arrival, Baylor had been to only
four NCAA Tournaments, including just once in the 53 seasons preceding his arrival in 2003-04.

® Drew was a major factor in Valparaiso’s six NCAA appearances (1996, 1997, 1998, 1999, 2000, 2002) while an
assistant on his father Homer's staff.

® In 2008, Drew guided Baylor to its first NCAA Championship appearance in 20 seasons (since 1988) and just its
second appearance in 58 seasons since going to the eight-team tournament in 1950.

BAYLOR FAMILY WELL-REPRESENTED AT 2021 BIG DANCE

® Baylor has connections to the head coaches of three additional 2021 NCAA Tournament teams.

® Sochan attends Orange Academy in Germany and is a Southampton, United Kingdom native. He debuted Feb. 20
for the Poland Senior National Team, becoming the youngest Polish National Team player in program history.
