® Baylor won its first conference championship in 71 seasons (1950 Southwest Conference).
© Baylor has won six league titles in programs history, four of them outright — 1932 (10-2), 1946 (11-1), 1948 (11-1),
1949 (9-3), 1950 (8-4) and 2021 (13-1). The 1949 and 1950 titles were co-championships.
® Baylor's best previous Big 12 finish was outright 2nd-place last season. BU also tied for 2nd in 2010 and 2017.
® Baylor's 15 Big 12 wins last season were the most ever by a team that didn’t claim the Big 12 title.

 Baylor joins Duke, Gonzaga and Kansas as the only programs ranked No. 1 in 3 of the last 5 seasons.

© Head coach Scott Drew is in his 18th season in Waco and is BU's all-time wins leader (366-215).

© Baylor is 25-1 at home over the last 2 seasons, with the lone loss by 3 points to Kansas on 2/22/20.

® Baylor is 14-3 in Big 12 road games over the last 2 seasons (rest of league is 59-99 in B12 road games).

© Baylor's 18-game winning streak tied the 4th-longest in the Big 12's 25-year history. The Bears set the record with
23 straight last season, while Kansas had the 2nd and 3rd-longest streaks — 22 in 1997 and 20 in 2008.

© Baylor signed the highest-ranked recruiting class in program history (No. 4) in November. BU inked 5-star Kendall
Brown, 4-star Langston Love and 4-star Jeremy Sochan for the 2021-22 season.

 Baylor won double-digit Big 12 games for the 8th time (2010, 2012, 2015, 2016, 2017, 2019, 2020, 2021).

© Baylor is 72-5 when leading at halftime over the last 4 seasons (42-2 over last 2 seasons, 21-0 this season).

® Baylor has won 90% of its games when leading at the half since 2011-12 (190-21).

© BU is 50-4 when leading at any point in the 2nd half of a game over the last 2 seasons (138-23 last 6 seasons).

© Baylor has won 20+ games in 12 of the last 14 seasons after recording only three 20-win seasons in the previous

TRIO OF BAYLOR GUARDS NAMED ALL-AMERICANS

e Jared Butler (unanimous First Team), Davion Mitchell (AP & Sporting News Third Team) and MaCio Teague
(NCAA.com Third Team) combined to give BU three All-Americans for the first time in program history.

® Butler joined Hubert Kirkpatrick (Helms Foundation 1938) as the only First-Team All-Americans in BU history.

® Butler is now a 2-time All-American (Third Team last season), Baylor’s first since Micheal Williams in 1987-88.
® Baylor has now had 11 different All-Americans in the Drew era — Curtis Jerrells, Ekpe Udoh, Tweety Carter,
LaceDarius Dunn, Pierre Jackson, Perry Jones Ill, Rico Gathers, Johnathan Motley, Butler, Mitchell and Teague.

© Butler was named AP Big 12 Player of the Year. He is Baylor's third conference player of the year, joining Terry

© Baylor has a .695 winning percentage (332-146) since Drew’s first year with no scholarship restrictions in 2007-08

and a .709 winning percentage (241-99) over the last 10 seasons since 2011-12.

® Drew (50) is the youngest of 10 coaches nationally to take his current program to five Sweet 16s since 2010.

® Baylor is playing its 268th game as a ranked team in Drew’s 18 seasons. BU was ranked in 2 of 2,197 games
over the program’s first 97 seasons prior to Drew. Since 2008-09, BU has been ranked in 265 of 447 games.

He debuted Feb. 20
for the Poland Senior National Team, becoming the youngest Polish National Team player in program history.

® The Bears built an 11-point halftime lead and led for 38:42 of game time, never trailing by more than 1 point.

o Jared Butler led with 22 points, while Matthew Mayer added a season-high 19 points off the bench.
 Baylor's three starting guards combined for 17 assists — Davion Mitchell (7), Butler (5) and MaCio Teague (5).

BEARS CLINCH FIRST CONFERENCE TITLE IN 71 YEARS IN OT WIN AT NO. 6 WEST VIRGINIA

® Baylor clinched its first conference title since 1950 by earning a dramatic 94-89 overtime victory at No. 6 West
Virginia on March 2. The win improved the Bears to 4-0 vs. AP Top 10 teams this season.

® The Bears trailed 50-43 with 13:54 left, but the Bears regained the lead with a 12-4 run.

® BU was led by 25 points from Jared Butler, while Davion Mitchell added 20 and Matthew Mayer had 18.

® Butler sent the game to OT with a driving layup with 2 seconds left and Mitchell put the Bears in front for good on
a layup with 57 seconds left in overtime. The Bears held WVU to 1 point in the final 2 minutes of OT.

BU SUFFERS FIRST LOSS OF SEASON AT NO. 17 KANSAS

® Baylor suffered its first loss of the season on Feb. 27 at No. 17 Kansas, 71-58. It was the first time BU trailed
inside the final 4 minutes of a game this season and ended the 2nd-longest winning streak in BU history at 18.

® The Bears were held to a season-low 58 points, 9 points fewer than any previous game.

® BU was 6-0f-26 on 3-pointers and 6-of-16 on free throws, but committed the fewest turnovers of the Drew era (3).

BEARS RETURN AFTER 21 DAYS, OVERCOME 17-POINT DEFICIT TO BEAT IOWA STATE

® Baylor played its first game in 21 days on Feb. 23 vs. lowa State. The Bears fell behind 32-15 with 6:20 left in
the first half, but they cut the deficit to 5 points at half and rallied to win 77-72.

® The 5-point win was the first time Baylor won by fewer than 8 points all season and the first time the Bears didn’t
lead throughout the final 7 minutes of a game all season. BU took its first lead with 4:26 left and didn’t trail again.
