© No. 1 Baylor opens Big 12 play with a top-10 showdown at No. 8 lowa State at 1 pm CT Saturday.

© This is the first time in the Big 12 history that two 10-0 or better teams will meet in conference play.

e This is the 4th time in the last 40 years that two 12-0 or better Division | teams will meet.

e Saturday is the 43rd series meeting, and the home team is 30-7 in the series in campus-site games.

® Baylor is 12-3 against lowa State since 2015 and 18-13 vs. ISU during the 19-year Scott Drew era.

© Baylor lost its first 12 trips to Ames, but BU is 5-2 in Ames since getting its first win at Hilton in 2015.

® BU is 18-3 against ranked teams since beating No. 17 Villanova to win the 2019 Myrtle Beach Invite.

© BU has the nation’s longest winning streak (18), with 9 at neutral sites and all wins by 8+ points.

© Baylor's 18-game winning streak is tied for 4th-longest by any team in the Big 12's 26-year history.

© Baylor's 28-4 Big 12 conference record over the last two seasons is the best of any Power-5 team.

© Baylor is 14-3 in Big 12 road games over the last 2 seasons (rest of league is 59-99 in B12 road games).

© Baylor reached No. 1 in the Dec. 13 AP Top 25, marking a 3rd-straight season the Bears held a No. 1
ranking (only BU and Gonzaga) and 4th time in last 6 seasons (only BU, Gonzaga, Duke and Kansas).

e Saturday is Baylor's 19th all-time game as a No. 1-ranked team — BU is 16-2 while ranked No. 1.

© Baylor is 1 of 5 remaining undefeated teams (Baylor, Colorado State, lowa State, LSU, USC).

© Baylor is the nation’s only team to win every game by 8+ points this season and the first returning
national champion to win its first 11 games by 8+ points since 1990-91 UNLV.

© BU has won 18-straight non-conference road/neutral games (last loss Nov. 8, 2019 vs. Washington).

© Baylor's bench has out-scored the opponents’ bench in 10 of 12 games and by an average of 31-22.

© BU is top-11 nationally in scoring offense (11th) and defense (10th). No other team is top-35 in both.

(5th, +6.9), offensive rebounds (7th, 14.3), steals (8th, 10.7), assist-to-turnover ratio (8th, 1.67),
scoring defense (10th, 56.8), turnovers forced (10th, 18.7) and rebounding margin (10th, +10.3).

© Baylor's defense has recorded 7+ steals and 13+ turnovers forced in all 12 games this season.

© BU has 10+ offensive rebounds in 16-straight games, the nation’s 2nd-longest streak (Bowling Green-17).

© BU ranks 7th nationally in KenPom's offensive rebound percentage (39.5), its 8th-straight year ranked top-10.

® BU’s 45-straight weeks ranked in the AP Top 25 is the nation’s 3rd-longest behind Gonzaga and Villanova.

© Baylor was No. 8 in the preseason AP Top-25, snapping a school-record streak of 29-straight weeks
top-5 ranked. The Bears are currently on a school-record streak of 37-straight weeks top-10 ranked.

© Baylor has been ranked in all 25 spots in the AP Top 25 at some point in the last 7 years.

© BU has led by at least 4 points in all 72 games since the start of the 2019-20 season and built a
double-digit lead in 63 of those games, including 39 of 42 games since the start of last season.

© Head coach Scott Drew is in his 19th season at Baylor with a school-record 382 career victories, including a 17-8
mark in NCAA Tournaments, which is the 7th-best mark among active coaches.

 Baylor's 40-2 record over the last two seasons is the nation’s best, and the Bears’ 66-6 record over the last three
seasons is 2nd-best nationally, trailing only Gonzaga (73-5).

 Baylor has won 36 straight non-conference games (+23.2 average margin) dating back to Nov. 2019.

© BU has won a school-record 21-straight home games, averaging a +27.0 scoring margin in those wins.

© Baylor is 33-1 at home over the last 2+ seasons, with the lone loss by 3 to Kansas on Feb. 22, 2020.

® The only two previous matchups of undefeated Big 12 Conference teams were:
Jan. 5, 2005 - Texas A&M (11-0) at Kansas (9-0) and Dec. 6, 2020 - Oklahoma (1-0) at TCU (4-0).

 This is only the 4th time in the last 40 years (since 1980) that any two 12-0 or better teams have met. The road
team has won each of the previous three meetings: Jan. 18, 1996 — North Carolina (17-0) at Duke (16-0),

Jan. 17, 2009 - Wake Forest (15-0) at Clemson (16-0) and Dec. 31, 2016 - Villanova (13-0) at Creighton (13-0).

® Saturday’s game will mark the 9th time Baylor has played a top-10 matchup in the last 2 seasons.

® Baylor's 8-straight top-10 wins have come against No. 5 lllinois (n), No. 9 Kansas (h), No. 6 Texas (r), No. 6 West
Virginia (r), No. 10 Arkansas (n), No. 6 Houston (n), No. 1 Gonzaga (n), No. 6 Villanova (h).

RANKED NO. 1 FOR THIRD-STRAIGHT SEASON

© Baylor reached No. 1 nationally on Dec. 13, marking a third-straight season with a No. 1 national ranking.

® BU was No. 1 for the first time on Jan. 9, 2017, spent five weeks ranked No. 1in 2019-20, was No. 1 in the
preseason and week 1 coaches’ polls last year and has been No. 1 for three weeks in 2021-22.

© Baylor has now been ranked No. 1 in 12 weekly polls all-time. The Bears are 16-2 when playing as a No. 1 team.

© Baylor joins Duke, Gonzaga and Kansas as the only programs ranked No. 1 in four seasons since 2016-17.

ONE OF THE GREATEST REBUILDS IN NCAA HISTORY

® Scott Drew became Baylor head coach in 2003, starting of one of the greatest rebuilds in NCAA history.

® Drew was named 2020 NBC Sports National Coach of the Year and 2017 Baskethall Times National COY.

® Drew is now in his 19th season at Baylor and is the school’s all-time wins leader (382).

® Drew is coaching his 598th game at Baylor (382-215). His .640 winning pct. is best in BU history among coaches
with 40+ games, and he’s the program'’s all-time wins leader with 181 more victories than any other coach.

© Baylor has a .704 winning percentage (348-146) since Drew’s first year with no scholarship restrictions in 2007-08
and a .722 winning percentage (257-99) over the last 10+ seasons since 2011-12.

® Drew (51) is the youngest active collegiate head coach to win a National Championship.

® Baylor is playing its 291st game as a ranked team in Drew’s 19 seasons. BU was ranked in 2 of 2,197 games
over the program’s first 97 seasons prior to Drew. Since January 2010, BU has been ranked in 275 of 412 games.
