e Saturday is the 189th series meeting — BU leads 103-85, including a 42-43 mark in Fort Worth.

 Scott Drew is coaching his 600th game at Baylor on Saturday (384-215 overall, 350-146 since 2008).

© Baylor is 14-4 against TCU as Big 12 rivals. The Bears won the first 11 Big 12 series meetings.
