> No.17 TCU (121, 1-0) will take its 10-game win streak, which ranks sixth nationally, to No. 19 Baylor (10-3, 0-1) for an
8 p.m. game at the Ferrell Center in Waco, Texas. The game will be shown on ESPN2.

TCU is seeking its first 2-0 start in conference play since 2020 when it started 3-0.

Aranked TCU team will be facing a ranked opponent for the first time since Jan. 12, 2018.

0f TCU's 30 wins over AP Top 25 teams in its history, 14 have come in the last six seasons under Dixon.
TCU’s five wins over ranked teams last season was the most in one season in its history.

TCU is ranked for the fifth consecutive week in the AP Top 25 Poll, and the seventh week overall, currently at 17.
Of all 362 NCAA DI teams, TCU has the toughest schedule remaining.

TCU has at least 12 wins through 13 games for the sixth time in program history and the third time under Dixon.
TCU’s 10-game win streak is its longest since winning 12 straight to open the 2017-18 season.

Big 12 Preseason Player of the Year Mike Miles Jr. ranks second in the Big 12 with 18.6 points per game.

Miles has scored 10 or more points in 15-straight games that he has played.

Miles went over 1,000 career points last time out against Texas Tech. He ranks 39th at 1,001 career points.
Miles is one of three players in the Power 5 that is averaging at least 18 points, 3.0 rebounds and 3.0 assists.
Emanuel Miller ranks 12th in the Big 12 with 14.2 points per game and has averaged 19 points over his last three
games. He has scored in double figures in nine of his 10 games played.

»  Eddie Lampkin Jr,, ranks fifth in the Big 12 with 74 rebounds per game.

»  Lampkin leads the Big 12 with and ranks sixth nationally with 4.0 offensive rebounds per game.

»  Lampkin brings down 18.2 percent of all TCU missed shots, which ranks eighth nationally.

NEW UNIFORMS

For the first time in six seasons, TCU men's baskethall has
anew design for their uniforms and shows off some unique
features.

» The design on the side of the uniforms are “SPINES”
which represent the anatomical spines on the Horned Frog.
» From an frontal and rear view, the “SPINES” are
represented to imitate the spines on the top and bottom of
the Frog. The view can be seen when a player is at the free-
throw line and seeing just hints of the tips of the spines.

» The red line in the middle has multiple meanings - the
bloodline that shoots from the eyes of the Horned Frog
when threatened. It also a represents the ‘Blood is Thicker
Than Water’ mentality that a close family has in their
bloodline

» The design originates from the myth/origin of the

horned lizard itself. The “ZIG ZAG” motif is often found

in Texas Native America culture as a representation of
lightning striking the earth and the red representing the
horned lizard fighting back to a much bigger foe.

» The origin of the horned lizard is a fight between the
lizard and lightning. Lightning states it can defeat anything
on earth and challenged the lizard to four strikes (hence
the four combined ZIG ZAGS on the sides of the uniform).
Lightning missed the quick lizard and the Horned Frog
“SPINED"” the lightning from above. As payment, lightning
now sends SPINES of light throughout the sky as homage to
the tiny, yet mighty, Horned Frog.

FALL COMES, FROGS RISE

» Since the 2014-15 season, the Frogs have gone 44-6

in the month of November and 83-15 in November and
December combined. Under Jamie Dixon (since 2016-17),
TCU has gone 68-11 in November and December combined.
