ABOUT KANSAS

No. 5 Kansas (21-5, 9-4 Big 12) won its 21st game for the 34th-
consecutive season with its 87-76 win at Oklahoma State on Feb.
14. KU’s 34-straight 20-win seasons is the longest streak in NCAA
Division I. Kansas averages 76.6 points per game with a plus-8.3
scoring margin and pulls down 36.5 rebounds per contest with
a plus-2.0 rebounding margin. KU leads the Big 12 in assists per
game at 17.2, which is ninth nationally, and assist-to-turnover ratio
at 1.37, which is 30th nationally. Kansas is second in the Big 12 in
three-point field goals made per game (7.3), three-point field goal
percentage (35.6%), rebounds per game (36.5), steals per game
(9.0) and field goal percentage defense (41.3%). Kansas also
averages 4.0 blocked shots per game.

Redshirt-junior forward Jalen Wilson leads the Big 12 in scoring
at 20.3 points per game, which is 19th nationally, and double-
doubles with eight. A national player-of-the-year candidate,
Wilson is second in the league with an 8.2 rebounds per game
average and second on the team with 58 three-pointers made.
Freshman guard Gradey Dick leads KU with 61 threes made
and a 42.7 three-point shooting percentage. A two-time Big
12 Newcomer of the Week, Dick is coming off a career-high 26
points against Oklahoma State (2/14) and is averaging 14.7 points
and 4.9 rebounds per game. Recently named to the Naismith
Defensive Player of the Year Watch List, redshirt-senior guard
Kevin McCullar Jr. is averaging 10.8 ppg and his 7.4 rebounds rank
fourth in the Big 12. McCullar is second in the conference and 18th
nationally with 2.3 steals per game, and his seven double-doubles
are second in the league behind Wilson’s eight. One of the most
improved players in college basketball, sophomore KJ Adams Jr.
is shooting 64.2 percent from the field and averages 10.5 points
and 4.3 rebounds per game. Redshirt-junior Dajuan Harris Jr. has
averaged 12.7 points, 5.7 assists and 2.3 steals in his last three
games. Harris is second the Big 12 and seventh nationally in assists
per game at 6.1, and second in the conference and 12th nationally
in assist-to-turnover ratio at 2.94 after his nine assists and one
turnover at Oklahoma State (2/14). Harris is averaging 8.0 points
and 1.9 steals per contest.

Other KU regulars include junior guard Joseph Yesufu (4.0 ppg, 16
3FGs), sophomore guard Bobby Pettiford Jr. (2.7 ppg, 40 assists),
freshman guard MJ Rice (2.6 ppg), freshman forward Ernest
Udeh Jr. (2.5 ppg), freshman forward Zuby Ejiofor (1.3 ppg) and
sophomore forward Zach Clemence (1.4 ppg)

ABOUT BAYLOR

Located in Waco, Texas, with an enrollment of 20,709, Baylor has
the longest winning streak in the Big 12 at four games following its
79-67 win against West Virginia on Feb. 13. The Bears are coached
by Scott Drew, who is 419-228 in his 20th season at Baylor and
439-239 in his 21st season overall. Baylor averages 78.8 points
per game and has a plus-9.7 scoring margin. The Bears pull down
35.4 rebounds per outing with a plus-4.0 rebound margin, which
leads the Big 12. BU also leads the league in 3FG made per game
(9.4), 3FG attempts per game (25.9) and 3FG percentage (36.4).
The Bears average 15.2 assists, 7.0 steals and 2.5 blocked shots
per game.

Freshman guard Keyonte George leads Baylor in scoring at 16.5
points per game and has a team-high 104 free throws made and 31
steals. He is second on the team with 61 three-pointers made and
81 assists. George pulls down 4.5 rebounds per game. Redshirt-
senior guard Adam Flagler leads BU with 65 threes made, 119
assists and he has 30 steals. Flagler scores 15.8 points per contest
and has made 49 threes. Junior guard LJ Cryer scores 14.9 points
per game and has made 59 threes. Junior forward Jalen Bridges
(9.7 ppg) leads the team with 26 blocked shots and a 5.8 rebound
average. Fifth-year forward Flo Thamba (5.3 ppg, 4.9 rpg) rounds
out the Baylor starters. Other BU regulars include redshirt-
freshman guard Langston Love (7.0 ppg, 2.3 rpg), freshman
forward Josh Ojianwuna (5.0 ppg, 3.8 rpg), redshirt-senior guard
Dale Bonner (3.7 ppg, 64 assists) and junior forward Caleb Lohner
(3.5 ppg, 4.0 rpg).

THE KANSAS-BAYLOR SERIES

The Kansas-Baylor series dates back to 1951 with the Jayhawks
leading 35-9. Kansas has won 16 of the last 21 meetings in the
series and holds a 21-7 advantage in the last 28 contests, but
Baylor has won the last two and three of the last five battles.
Kansas is 19-1 against Baylor in Lawrence, including an 18-1record
in Allen Fieldhouse.

Since the inception of the Big 12, KU is 33-8 against Baylor -- 31-7
in regular-season play and 2-2 in the Big 12 Championship. Kansas
head coach Bill Self is 27-9 all-time against Baylor, including a
27-8 mark while at Kansas. BU’s Scott Drew is 8-27 versus Kansas.

Expect a close game, as nine of the last 15 meetings have been
decided by eight points or less, with six of those by five points
or fewer.

The 26
assists are the most in a conference game since March 2, 2013
vs. West Virginia (29) and the most on the road in a conference
game since having 26 assists on Feb. 11, 2002 at Texas (OT). It
was also the most in a conference game on the road in regulation
since Feb. 4, 2002 at Kansas State (26).

Feb. 18, 1988: With the game tied at 61, Kansas sophomore Kevin Pritchard hit a three-pointer with 29 seconds

remaining to give Kansas a 64-61 lead against Kansas State in Ahearn Fieldhouse in Manhattan, Kansas. The
Jayhawks held on to win by a final of 64-63. Pritchard finished the game with 12 points and a team-high six assists.
Senior Danny Manning played all 40 minutes and led all players with 18 points and eight rebounds in the contest.
Kansas earned a No. 6 seed in the NCAA Tournament that season and reeled off six-straight victories, including
another over Kansas State in the Elite Eight, to win the NCAA title. KU defeated another Big Eight foe, Oklahoma,
in Kemper Arena, 83-79, in the NCAA Championship Game.

MCCULLAR NAMED TO THE NAISMITH DEFENSIVE PLAYER OF
THE YEAR WATCH LIST

For the second straight season, Kansas redshirt-senior Kevin
McCullar Jr. has been named one of 15 to the Naismith Defensive
Player of the Year Watch List, the Atlanta Tipoff Club announced
Jan. 26. Last season at Texas Tech, McCullar was one of five
semifinalists for the Naismith Defensive Player of the Year. In
its sixth year, the Naismith Defensive Player of the Year Award
originated in 2018. McCullar is looking to become the second
Kansas player to win the honor, joining 2020 recipient Marcus
Garrett.

McCullar is second the Big 12 and is 18th nationally in steals per
game with a 2.2 average, while often guarding the opponents’
best scorer. McCullar’s 56 steals are second most in the Big 12 and
ranks 16th nationally. McCullar’s seven DDs rank second in the Big
12 behind teammate Jalen Wilson’s eight. He is scoring 10.8 points
per game and is fourth in the Big 12 with a 7.4 rebound average.

Also, in 2020, Garrett was the ESPN.com national defensive player
of the year. Other Jayhawks to have won national defensive player
of the year honors include Jeff Withey, a co-recipient by the NABC
in 2013, and Udoka Azubuike in 2020 by the NABC.

WILSON AND DICK NAMED TO OSCAR ROBERTSON TROPHY
MIDSEASON WATCH LIST

The Kansas duo of Jalen Wilson and Gradey Dick have been
named to the Oscar Robertson Trophy Midseason Watch List, the
United States Basketball Writers of America (USBWA) announced
Jan. 19. Kansas is one of six schools with multiple players on the
50 listed, along with Arizona, Baylor, Kansas State, North Carolina
and UCLA.

Chosen by the USBWA membership based on performances
during the 2022-23 season, Wilson and Dick are aiming to become
the second Jayhawk to win the Oscar Robertson Trophy, joining
2017 recipient Frank Mason IIl.

Redshirt-junior Jalen Wilson was named to The Sporting News
(TSN) Midseason All-America Team, announced Jan. 19. Joining
Wilson on the TSN All-America First Team included Zach Edey
(Purdue), Brandon Miller (Alabama), Drew Timme (Gonzaga) and
Azuolas Tubelis (Arizona).

KU’s Ochai Agbaji, who was a TSN second-team midseason All-
America in 2021-22, would go on to earn first-team honors at
season’s end and was Kansas’ 31st all-time Consensus All-America
First Team honoree.

Redshirt-junior Jalen Wilson leads the Big 12 in scoring at 20.3
points per game, which is 19th nationally.

For the T1th-consecutive year, Kansas entered the 2022-23 season
ranked seventh or higher as KU was tied for No. 5 in the 2022-23
preseason Associated Press poll released Oct. 17.

This is also the 13th time in the last 14 seasons that the Jayhawks
have entered the season No. 7 or higher by the AP, including nine
times in the top five and five in the top three. KU was No. 1in
2009-10, No. 3 in 2016-17, No. 1in 2018-19, No. 3 in 2019-20 and
No. 3in 2021-22.

Under 20th-year and Hall of Fame head coach Bill Self, this is
the 17th time that Kansas entered the season ranked seventh or
higher in the Associated Press preseason poll. Historically, the
No. 5 ranking marks the 25th time since the 1992-93 season that
Kansas will enter the season seventh or higher.

Like it was in the preseason Associated Press poll, Kansas is
ranked No. 5 in the preseason USA TODAY Coaches’ Poll released
Oct. 26 and is No. 7 in the Feb. 13 poll.

This was the ninth-straight year the Jayhawks have opened the
season in the top-five and KU was ranked in the preseason for the
31st time in the 34-year history of the poll.

The No. 5 ranking marked the ninth-straight year Kansas has
entered the season No. 5 or higher in the coaches’ poll dating back
to 2014-15. Additionally, it is the 17th time in the Bill Self era the
Jayhawks have been preseason seventh or higher, including each
of the last 11 seasons.

In 2021-22 Kansas opened the year No. 3 in the preseason
coaches’ poll and ended No. 1for the third time ever - 2008, 2020
and 2022.

+ KU has won at least 12 league games for 22-straight years,
which is the longest active streak in the nation.

+ Each four-year KU senior class since 1986-87 has won at
least 100 games. The current KU four-year players - senior
Michael Jankovich and redshirt juniors Dajuan Harris and
Jalen Wilson - have won 104 contests.

« KU is the only Big 12 school to have won a regular-season
championship with two different coaches (Roy Williams
and Bill Self).

WINNING THE BIG 12 NO CAKEWALK

If you think KU’s success in the Big 12 is due to playing in a non-
competitive conference, think again. The stats show that this is
anything but the case. Over the last 19 seasons, the Big 12 has

proven to be one of the toughest leagues in the NCAA, making
KU’s run of 15 league titles since 2004 even more impressive.

Beginning in the 2003-04 season, the Big 12 has ranked as the
nation’s No. 1 conference in the RPI/NET rankings six times and in
the top-three on 11 occasions. The Big 12 was the only league that
ended the 2020-21 season with seven teams and 70 percent of its
membership in the top 36 of the NCAA NET ratings.

The stoutness of the league is also highlighted by KU’s strength of
schedule during this stretch, which has been among the toughest
every season. The Jayhawks have posted a top-10 strength of
schedule 10 times in Bill Self’s 18 years at KU, which includes the
nation’s strongest schedule five times, including 2019-20.

MORE KANSAS NOTABLES

Kansas went 16-for-16 on free throws at Baylor on Jan. 23. That is
the most free throws made in a game without a miss in program
history, surpassing Dec. 9, 2015 vs. Holy Cross when KU went 12-
for-12 from the free throw line.

Kansas was voted second in the 2022-23 Big 12 Preseason
Coaches Poll behind Baylor. It marked just the sixth time in the
27-year history of the Big 12 KU was not the league favorite. The
complete poll is on page 9 of the game notes.

Kansas went 15-1 in Allen Fieldhouse last season. KU has won
10 or more home games for 39 consecutive seasons, beginning
in 1983-84. Entering 2022-23, KU has won 12 or more in Allen
Fieldhouse for the last 23 seasons beginning in 1999-2000.
Kansas has won a mind-boggling 50-straight home openers
(beginning in 1973-74 under coach Ted Owens), 32-consecutive
conference openers (beginning in 1991-92 under head coach Roy
Williams and including 2022-23) and 39-straight Senior Nights
(beginning in 1983-84 under coach Larry Brown).

On Nov. 9, 2022, former KU guard Jacque Vaughn was named
head coach of the Brooklyn Nets. He is the fourth KU graduate
to coach at the highest level - John McClendon (ABA, 1969-70 at
Denver); Wilt Chamberlain (ABA, 1973-74 at San Diego); Kevin
Pritchard (NBA, 2005 at Portland, 27 games); Jacque Vaughn
(NBA, 2012-15 at Orlando, 2022-present at Brooklyn).

In the spring 2021 semester, the men’s basketball program set
a new program high with a 3.56 GPA which came on the heels
of Bill Self’s squad establishing a new program record of 3.44 in
fall of 2020.

Kansas great Walt Wesley will be honored for the second time
this season when KU celebrates Black History Month on Feb. 18
versus Baylor.

+ Self won his 700th career game on Feb. 8, 2020, with KU’s 60-46 win at TCU. He became the 31st
coach in NCAA Division | to accomplish the feat, the second youngest and the sixth fastest.

+ While at Kansas, Self has won two national championships (2008, 2022), 16 regular-season Big
12 Conference titles, including a KU- and NCAA-record 14-straight titles from 2005-18, and eight
league tournament titles.

+ At Kansas, Self has won as many regular-season league titles (16) as he has home losses (16) in
Allen Fieldhouse. With KU’s win versus Siena (11/18/16), Self became the winningest coach in
Allen Fieldhouse, posting his 207th victory in the venue.

* Inhis first trip to the Final Four in 2008, Self’s Kansas team won the title. Self is one of two active
coaches in NCAA Division | to have won multiple national titles (Rick Pitino).

+ While at Kansas, he has coached 12 NBA Lottery selections including Andrew Wiggins and Joel
Embiid, the No. 1and No. 3 overall selections in the 2014 NBA Draft. Wiggins was the second-ever
Jayhawk to go No. 1 with the other being Danny Manning in 1988.

+ Self has guided his teams to 23-win seasons in 23 of the last 24 seasons dating back to 1998-99.

+ Self’s teams have won 20 league crowns in the last 24 years. His teams have never finished lower
than third in the conference.

+ Self’s 11 career 30-win seasons ranks third most in NCAA history - Mike Krzyzewski (16), Roy
Williams (12); and is No. 1 on the active coaches’ list. Ten of his 11 30-win seasons have been at
Kansas.

+ Self was the head coach for Team USA’s U18 team that competed and won gold at the 2018 FIBA
Americas Championship held in St. Catherines, Canada, in the summer of 2018.

+ Self is one of five coaches in NCAA Division | history to have led three different teams - Tulsa,
lllinois and Kansas - to the NCAA Elite Eight, including nine times with KU (2004-07-08-11-12-16-
17-18-22). The other coaches are: Gene Bartow, John Calipari, Rick Pitino and Eddie Sutton.

+ A 1985 graduate of Oklahoma State, Self began his coaching career as a graduate assistant at
Kansas in 1985-86 under head coach Larry Brown. He then returned to his alma mater as an
assistant for seven seasons under coaches Leonard Hamilton and Eddie Sutton. His first head
coaching job was at Oral Roberts in 1993-94, then Tulsa (1997-98), lllinois (2000-03) and Kansas
(2003-present).
