Tournament on TBS at 5:10 p.m. MT.

© BU is appearing in the NCAA Tournament for the eighth time in the last nine tournaments.

® The Bears are 22-15 in 14 NCAA Championship appearances and 19-9 under Scott Drew.

® Drew is one of two active coaches to have won an NCAA Title and an NIT Title (John Calipari). He is
the only active coach to have won both at the same school.

© Baylor is one of just four teams to be a three-seed or higher in each of the last three NCAA Tournaments.

® BU is 9-5 all time when playing as a No. 3 seed.

© The Bears are appearing in the NCAA postseason for a school-record 11th-consecutive time (9 NCAA, 2 NIT).

® Baylor is 42-24 in postseason tournaments (conference, national) over the last 15 seasons.

© BU and Creighton will be meeting for the sixth time, and a second time in the NCAA Tournament.

© Baylor has won the last two meetings against the Jays including an 85-55 win over the Jays in the
Second round of the 2014 NCAA Tournament .

© The Bears played 19 of 33 (.575%) games this season against teams in the NCAA Tournament field.

© Baylor is 9-10 against the 2023 NCAA Tournament field — No. 1 seed Kansas (1-1), No. 2 seed Marquette (0-1),
No. 2 seed UCLA (1-0), No. 2 seed Texas (1-1), No. 3 seed Gonzaga (1-0), No. 3 seed Kansas Stats (0-2), No. 4
seed Virginia (0-1), No. 6 Seed lowa State (0-3), No. 6 seed TCU (1-1), No. 8 seed Arkansas (1-0), No. 9 seed West
Virginia (2-0) and No. 14 seed UC Santa Barbara (1-0).

© Baylor won its fifth-straight first-round game and improved to 8-4 in the opening round of the NCAA Tournament.

 Baylor is 1 of 10 teams to appear in eight of the last nine tournaments, joining Duke, Gonzaga, Kansas,
Kentucky, Michigan State, North Carolina, Purdue, Villanova and Virginia.

© BU has won 18 of its last 19 neutral-site games against non-conference opponents (only loss in that
span was vs. Virginia 11/18/22).

© All nine of BU's losses have come against teams currently ranked in the top 30 of the latest NCAA Net rankings.

© The Bears are 13-3 in the last 16 games against AP Top-10 teams, beating Nos. 5, 9, 6, 6, 10, 6, 1, 6,
8,5,8 9and8.

© With 499 points, George is just 10 points from Baylor's freshman record of 509 held by Aaron Bruce.

® In the Big 12 Tournament, George set Baylor’s freshman record for made-threes in a season (77).

© George was named the Big 12 Freshman of the Year, BU's first since Quincy Miller in 2012.

© BU is the only Power-Six team to have a guard trio each averaging more than 14.5 points per game.

® BU’s 11 quad-one wins are the fourth-most in the nation.

QUICK HITS

® Last year, Baylor claimed its 7th conference title in program history (1932, 1946, 1948, 1949, 1950, 2021, 2022).

® Baylor is the first team other than Kansas to win back-to-back Big 12 Titles since lowa State in 2000 and 2001.

 No Big 12 team other than Kansas has won three-straight titles in conference history.

© Selected ninth overall by the San Antonio Spurs in June’s NBA Draft, Jeremy Sochan gave BU back-to-back lottery
picks for the first time in program history (Davien Mitchell 9th overall to Sacramento in 2021).

© The Bears have had 10 picks in the last 10 drafts, which is the most in the state of Texas and second-most in the Big
12 since 2012.

o With Kendall Brown's selection at No. 48 overall in the 2022 Draft, Baylor became one of five schools with multiple
picks in back-to-back NBA Drafts.

® BU’s four draft selections in the last two drafts trail only Duke (6) and Kentucky (5).

© BU is 53-6 in home games over the last four seasons.

 Baylor sold over 6,000 season tickets this season, a record-high for the program.

© Baylor has reached the 25-win milestone in each of the last 3 seasons and in 7 of the last 13 years. Prior to that,
BU reached 25 wins just once in the program’s first 103 years (25-5 in 1945-46).

© Baylor is 27-11 against ranked teams over the last four seasons, including a 16-5 mark away from home.

 Baylor's 54-15 Big 12 record over the last four seasons is the best record of any Power-5 team.

© Head coach Scott Drew is in his 20th season at Baylor with a school-record 420 career victories.

® Qver the last 4 seasons, Baylor is 83-10 when leading at the half and 103-13 when taking a 2nd-half lead.

© Baylor spent a school-record 54-straight weeks ranked in the top-10 of the AP Poll, from Dec. 16, 2019-Dec 5, 2022.

® BU set a school-record streak of 65-straight weeks ranked in the AP Top 25 (previous record was 25). The streak
lasted from Nov. 5, 2019 to Jan 9, 2023 (1,161 Days).

© Baylor has been ranked in all 25 spots in the AP Top 25 at some point in the last 8 years.

© Baylor has been No. 1 ranked in 4 of the last 7 seasons (Gonzaga, Duke and Kansas are only others).

© Baylor and Kansas are the only Power-5 schools to win 18+ games every year since 2008.

© Baylor has built leads of 10+ points in 52 of 69 games since the start of the 2021 NCAA Tournament (53-16 record).

© BU has built double-digit leads in 99 of 125 games over the last 4 seasons.

e BU went 305 days between losses last year, the longest in program history (March 12, 2021 - Jan. 11, 2022).

© BU had a 36-game non-conference winning streak with 813 days between losses (Nov. 8, 2019 - Jan. 29, 2022).

® | ast year, Baylor became the first program to start consecutive seasons 15-0 since Syracuse in 2010-11 and 2011-12.

® Baylor's streak of 11-consecutive postseasons is tied as the nation’s 5th-longest active streak.

® Baylor is 1 of 9 teams nationally to appear in every postseason since 2012 (8 NCAAs, 2 NITs).

© Baylor is 113-12 when leading at halftime over the last 6 seasons (82-9 over last four seasons).

© Baylor has won 89% of its games when leading at the half since 2011-12 (232-28).

® Entering 2022-23 Baylor is 274-106 over the last 11 seasons, averaging 24.5 wins per season since 2011-12.

© Baylor's 294 wins since 2011-12 are second-most in the Big 12 behind only Kansas (345).

® Baylor is 385-162 since 2007-08, the first year Drew’s staff had a full allotment of scholarships.

® Six of Baylor's players have used or are currently using a redshirt year. Three after transferring to BU (Flagler,
Grimes, Tchamwa Tchatchoua), one before transferring (Bonner) and two as freshmen — Turner and Langston Love.

© Twelve of Baylor's 13 starting point guards under Drew have earned All-Big recognition (17 of last 18 seasons).

© Baylor has the nation’s 9th-longest active streak with at least one 3-point FG made in 1,028 straight games — the
last time Baylor failed to make a 3-pointer was over 33 years ago, on Feb. 21, 1990 vs. Texas Tech (0-8).

® Scott Drew became Baylor's head coach in 2003, starting of one of the greatest rebuilds in NCAA history.

© Drew is one of 10 active men’s Division | coaches with at least 400 wins at their current school.

® Drew is one of 2 active coaches to have won an NCAA Title and an NIT Title. He is the only active coach to have
won both at the same school (John Calipari NCAA: Kentucky, NIT: Memphis).

® Drew was named 2020 NBC Sports National Coach of the Year and 2017 Baskethall Times National COY.

® Drew is now in his 20th season at Baylor and is the school’s all-time wins leader (420).

© Baylor has a .702 winning percentage (384-163) since Drew’s first year with no scholarship restrictions in 2007-08

and a .725 winning percentage (293-111) over the last 11 seasons since 2011-12.

® Drew (52) is the youngest active collegiate head coach to win a National Championship.

 In Drew's first 19 seasons at Baylor, 51 players have gone on to professional careers.

® Was announced as a member of the Texas Sports Hall of Fame Class of 2023.

® He is the 23rd BU player or coach to be inducted into the Texas Sports Hall of Fame

© Will be inducted April 15, 2023, alongside Texas legends like Michael Strahan (Texas Southern), Adrian Peterson
(Palestine High School) and Priest Holmes (Marshall High School & the University of Texas)

DREW'S 19-9 NCAA TOURNAMENT RECORD

® Head coach Scott Drew has an 19-9 record over nine NCAA Tournament appearances, including five Sweet 16s,
three Elite Eights, one Final Four and one National Championship.

® Drew (51 years old) is the youngest of 10 active coaches who have won National Championships.

® Drew has guided Baylor to 11 of the last 14 NCAA Tournaments. Prior to Drew’s arrival, Baylor had been to only
four NCAA Tournaments, including just once in the 53 seasons preceding his arrival in 2003-04.

® In 2008, Drew guided Baylor to its first NCAA Championship appearance in 20 seasons (since 1988) and just its
second appearance in 58 seasons since going to the eight-team tournament in 1950.

NATION'S-BEST 27-11 VS. RANKED TEAMS OVER LAST FOUR SEASONS

© Baylor is a nation’s-best 27-11 against AP Top-25 ranked teams since 2019-2020.

® BU is 11-3 at home vs. ranked teams in the last 3 seasons — wins vs. #12 Arizona (Dec. 2019), #18 Butler (Dec. 2019),
#14 West Virginia (Feb. 2020), #9 Kansas (Jan. 2021), #17 Oklahoma State (March 2021), #18 Texas Tech
(March 2021), #6 Villanova (Dec. 2021), #20 Texas (Feb. 2022), #5 Kansas (Feb. 2022), #9 Kansas (Feb. 2023)
and #8 Texas (Feb. 2023) and losses by 3 points to #3 Kansas (Feb. 2020) and #19 Texas Tech (Jan. 2022).

® The record includes 16-7 away from home, with neutral wins vs. #17 Villanova (Nov. 2019), vs. #5 lllinois (Nov.

(April 2021), #8 UCLA and #14 Gonzaga, with road wins at #22 Texas Tech (Jan. 2020), at #4 Kansas (Jan.
2020), at #15 Texas Tech (Jan. 2021), at #6 Texas (Feb. 2021), at #6 West Virginia (March 2021), at #8 lowa
State (January 2022), at #21 Texas (Feh. 2022) and at #17 TCU (Feb. 2023).

JAZZED UP FOR THE JAYS

® Baylor is facing Creighton for a sixth time. The Bears have won the last two after Creighton claimed the first
three in the series.

© The two last met in the Hall of Fame Classic in Kansas City in 2017 where BU claimed the tournament title with a 65-59 win.

© Baylor won the only NCAA Tournament meeting between the two, an 85-55 win in the second round of the 2014
NCAA Tournament in San Antonio.

© Baylor shot 63.8% against the Jays in that game, a mark that still stands as Baylor’s highest FG% in an NCAA
Tournament game.

NINE BEARS WITH PREVIOUS NCAA TOURNAMENT EXPERIENCE

® Entering the 2023 NCAA Tournament, nine Baylor players have a combined 44 games of previous NCAA
Tournament experience — Flo Thamba is making his fourth appearance in the NCAA Tournament (8 starts).

© Thamba and Adam Flagler have appeared in every NCAA Tournament game since the start of the 2021 title run.
® Jonathan Tchamwa Tchatchoua came off the bench in all six games during the 2021 Tournament, and will be
making his first tournament appearnce since the National Championship win over Gonzaga.

e Jalen Bridges started two games for West Virginia in the 2021 NCAA tournament while Caleb Lohner started
one for BYU that season.

© Dale Bonner averaged 29 minutes per game against Norfolk State and North Carolina in last years NCAA
Tournament.

® Jordan Turner has seen limited action in six NCAA Tournament games over the last two seasons.

© Zach Loveday has seen limited action in five tournament games, while LJ Cryer will be making his first NCAA
Tournament appearnce since playing four games in 2021.
