© The Bears closed their time at the Ferrell Center with a 401-169 record in the building.

© Baylor is 88-15 vs. unranked teams over the last four seasons (.853%).

© Baylor is 61-6 in home games over the last five seasons.

© Baylor is 87-4 in its last 91 non-conference home games dating back to Dec. 12, 2012.

© The Bears lead the nation in 3-point FG% (44.7), rank third in offensive efficiency (120.7) and eighth in
points per game (88.4).

® BU is 88-22 over the last four seasons, the nation’s second best record by a Power-6 team in that span.

© Baylor has posted a combined 196-39 record in November and December games during the Drew era,
including a 122-17 mark in November and December games since 2013.

© RaydJ Dennis ranks 14th in the nation in assists per game (6.4), with the Bears getting 15.3 points
per game from Walter to lead the offense, the most among Big 12 Conference Freshmen.

© 15.3 points per game would rank as the fourth-most by a freshman in program history.

© Five Bears are averaging at least 10 points per game, including Dennis (13.6), Langston Love (10.9), Yves
Missi (10.2) and Jayden Nunn (10.4). Missi leads the team with 6.5 rebounds per game.

® Missi's 2.3 blocks per game puts him second among freshman in Division I.

© BU has had six players win Big 12 Sixth-Man of the Year, no other conference school has more than two.

® Baylor is 114-26 over the last five seasons, the nation’s second-best winning % among Power-6 teams
in that span (.814%).

® BU is playing its 359th game as a ranked team under Scott Drew — Baylor was ranked in just two of
2,197 games over the program’s 97 seasons prior to Drew.

 Baylor and the City of Waco have partnered on a $700 million riverfront development project, headlined by the
$212 million Foster Pavilion, the future home for Baylor's national champion basketball programs.

® Foster Pavilion (capacity 7,500) will be located along the Brazos River on the opposite side of I-35 from McLane
Stadium.

® BU is set to begin playing games in the new Pavilion beginning on Jan. 2, 2024, as the Bears welcome in Cornell.

® Development Centers for both basketball programs are included in the 245k square foot Foster Pavilion project
and is expected to be completed in the summer of 2024.

® With 15 points against Auburn, RayJ Dennis eclipsed the 1,500 point mark for his career (1,649), and dished out
his 500th career assist (555) against Kansas City.
