QUICK HITS

m Jowa State has seven players on the
roster that have scored 20 points or
more in a collegiate game. That total
ranks sixth in the country.

m Tamin Lipsey has three games this season
with at least 11 paints, six rebounds, six
assists and four steals (DePaul, Iowa and
Eastern Illinois). It has happened just 34
times this year across the country, while
Lipsey, McNeese State's Shhada Wells
and Colgate's Braeden Smith the players
to do it multiple times. Lipsey is one of
just three Big 12 players to do it this
season.

B Milan Momcilovic had himself a night in
his collegiate debut, going for 18 points
and seven rebounds, as he made the
start in the opener. It was the third-
straight year a freshman has started the
season opener under Otzelberger. His
six 3-pointers were the most in school
history by a freshman starting the opener.

W Forced turnovers have been key for the
Cyclones under Otzelberger. Iowa State
ranks second in the nation in turnover
percentage at 26.1 percent of opponent
possessions. ISU has been in the top six
in the country in each of Otzelberger's
seasons, ranking sixth in 2022 (24.6%)
and second in 2023 (25%).

m The Cyclones rank fifth in the nation
in adjusted defensive efficiency at
92.6 percent, well below the average
of 106. ISU has been in the top eight in
the country all three years under T.J.
Otzelberger.

STREAKS OF NOTE

W 14 - When the Cyclones make 10 or more
3-pointers, ISU has won the last 14
games.

W 17 - ISU has won 17 consecutive games
when shooting 50 percent or better from
the field.

B Towa State is playing its 53rd season at
Hilton Coliseum. The Cyclones played the
800th game in Hilton last season against
TCU and won their 600th game in the
building against Iowa earlier this year.

B The arena opened in 1971 with a win
against Arizona in the first game.

B The Cyclones are 608-207 all-time at
Hilton with a .746 winning percentage,
including an 13-0 mark this season.

m Over the course of 53 years, Iowa State
has only lost seven or more home games
four times.

B ISU has ranked among the nation’s top-
30 teams in attendance for 18-straight
non-Covid seasons. Iowa State ranks
18th in the nation at 13,714 fans this year.

B Hilton Magic was coined in 1989 by
Des Moines Register sportswriter Buck
Turnbull.

ESPN EVENTS INVITATIONAL

B Jowa State participated in the ESPN
Events Invitational during Feast Week,
the second time the Cyclones have been
in the event. The Cyclones finished fourth
this year and were the runner-up in 2016.

B Florida Atlantic, a Final Four team a year
ago, won the title this season. The field
featured six teams that advanced to the
NCAA Tournament last year.

m The Cyclones defeated VCU, a team
that eventually finished seventh, in the
opening round before falling to Virginia
Tech in the semifinals and No. 12 Texas
ABM in the third-place game.

UP FOR A CHALLENGE

B On Dec. 1, Iowa State defeated DePaul
99-80 in the annual BIG EAST/Big 12
Battle. ISU is now 4-0 in the challenge
after beating St. John's, 71-60, last year.
Towa State also owns wins over Creighton
(2021 - 64-58) and Seton Hall (2019 - 76-
66). The Cyclones were scheduled to play
DePaul in the 2020 Battle, but the game
was canceled minutes before tipoff due
to Covid-19. With seven wins this year,
the Big 12 won the challenge for the first
time. Each league has won once, while it
has finished in a tie three times.

NEW LOOK CYCLONES

m The Cyclones added three players from
the transfer portal this season, marking
a total of seven transfers on the roster.
Curtis Jones (Buffalo) and Keshon Gilbert
(UNLV) both come to Iowa State with
two years of eligibility, while Jackson
Paveletzke (Wofford) will have three
years of eligibility at Towa State.

®m Jowa State has six true freshmen on its
roster, the most since the 2018-18 roster
also included six. The Cyclone recruiting
class ranked No. 7 in the country by
247Sports, the highest ranked class in
school history and the best in the Big 12.
The class includes three players ranked in
the nation's top 100, while all five signed
players rank in the top 200. Omaha Biliew
was ranked No. 13 in the class and is the
highest ranked recruit in school history
by 247Sports. Milan Momcilovic is the
third-highest ranked recruit in school
history, while the four-star recruit was
ranked No. 37 nationally. JT Rock was an
early enrollee and found himself as the
No. 100 recruit when moved into the
class of 2023. Kayden Fish (No. 163) and
Jelani Hamilton (No. 185) were both in the
top 200 in the class.

THE YOUNGIN' IS A TALL ONE

At 17 years old, JT Rock is the youngest
player on an NCAA Division I men's
basketball roster this season.

Not only is he in rare company with his
age, Rock is in a select group with his
height as well. At 7'1", Rock is just the
eighth seven-footer in school history. He
is the first seven-footer on the roster
since Georgios Tsalmpouris in 2014-15.
He is the fifth player at 7-1, the tallest in
schoaol history.

CYCLONES SIGN A PAIR

Iowa State head coach T.J. Otzelberger
announced Wednesday the signings of
two preps to National Letters of Intent.
The third signing day under Otzelberger,
the class ranks as the fifth-best in
school history. The Cyclones signed Nojus
Indrusaitis (6-5 | Guard | Chicago, III. |
Brewster Academy) and Dwayne Pierce
(6-5 | Guard | Long Island, NY. | Christ
The King Regional). JT Rock was originally
a member of the class of 2024 before
reclassifying this past summer and
joining the Cyclones this fall. The class is
rated No. 33 nationally by Rivals and No.
34 by 247sports. It ranks third in the Big
12 by Rivals and sixth by 247Sports.

A consensus four-star recruit, Indrusaitis
is the 10th highest-ranked signee for
Iowa State in the modern era. He is a
consensus top 100 player in the country
by all three national outlets, ranking No.
79 by 247Sports, No. 82 by Rivals and
No. 85 by ESPN. Indrusaitis played his
junior season at St. Rita High School, but
is attending Brewster Academy for his
senior season. He has been a member
of Lithuania's U18 FIBA team and played
for Nike Meanstreets on the EYBL
circuit. During his junior year at St. Rita,
he averaged 16 points, four rebounds,
four assists and two steals per game,
leading his team to the Chicago Catholic
League Championship.
