© The win gave Scott Drew his first win over a former assistant coach, as McCasland served under
Drew at Baylor from 2011-2016.

© The Bears are third in the nation in 3-point FG% (40.3), fourth in offensive efficiency (122.1) and lead
the Big 12 in points per game (83.7).

© Ranked in the AP Top-25 for 23-straight weeks, BU is riding the nation’s eighth-longest active streak
and the third-longest in the Big 12 (Houston 78, Kansas 57).

© Langston Love is averaging 12.8 points per game in Big 12 play, most in the league among players with no starts.

© BU has had six players win Big 12 Sixth-Man of the Year, no other conference school has more than two.

© Dennis ranks second in the Big 12 in assists per game (6.4), with the Bears getting 14.2 points per
game from Ja'Kobe Walter to lead the offense, the most among Big 12 Conference freshmen.
