» Junior Jalon Moore led the Sooners with 15 points and Oklahoma earned the Bedlam victory against Oklahoma State 66-62 at
Lloyd Noble Center on Saturday night. Moore was the lone Sooner to record double figures. The Birmingham, Ala., product finished
5-for-9 from the field and added a team-high eight rebounds and four blocks.

» Up 61-60 with 1:20 left, junior Javian McCollum was fouled after a missed three attempt by OSU's Javon Small. McCollum
visited the charity stripe four times in the final 30 seconds, making all four of his attempts. Senior Rivaldo Soares secured the
victory with a steal and found sophomore Otega Oweh, who was fouled with two seconds left. Oweh buried his first attempt,
putting the Sooners up four.

» The Sooners received 29 bench points, including nine from Darthard, seven from redshirt junior John Hugley and five from
redshirt freshman Luke Northweather. Soares finished the outing with eight points, five rebounds, two assists and two steals.

WILD NIGHT AGAINST THE WILDCATS

» OU’s 39 free throw attempts against the Wildcats on Tuesday, Jan. 30 are the most since OU tallied 44 attempts at the charity
stripe against Oregon on Nov. 26, 2017. 39 attempts are the most in a Big 12 contest since Jan. 27, 2014, when OU recorded 42
free throw tries against Oklahoma State.

» Oklahoma held Kansas State to 19 first-half points. It was the first time Oklahoma held a Big 12 opponent to 20 points or less in
a half since Feb. 26, 2022, when OU held Oklahoma State to 19 points in the first frame.

» The Sooners earned their third 20-plus point victory in program history against Kansas State in Manhattan. OU beat Kansas State
117-76 in 1992 and 50-30 in 1947.

» Kansas State’s 53 points is the lowest-point total against Oklahoma in Manhattan since the Sooners’ 61-53 victory in 2009.

NCAR DI STATISTICS (2/12)

» Oklahoma ranks in the top 60 nationally in seven categories. The Sooners are fourth in three-point percentage defense (27.9%),
19th in field goal percentage defense (39.8%), 32nd in scoring margin (11.2 PPG), 39th in scoring defense (66.1 PPG), 48th in
rebound margin (5.2 RPG), 50th in field goal percentage (47.3%) and 54th in free throws made per game (15.9).

» Javian McCollum is sixth in NCAA DI and first in the Big 12 in free throw percentage (93.2%). Sam Godwin is 45th nationally and
first in the conference in offensive rebounds per game (3.0 RPG). Milos Uzan is 60th in assist-to-turnover ratio (2.5), 74th in assists
(109) and 85th in assists per game (4.5 APG). Otega Oweh is 100th in NCAA DI in steals (41).

SOPHOMORE SEASON

» Otega Oweh appeared in 28 games and made nine starts in 2022-23, tallying 134 points, 59 rebounds and 33 steals. In 24
games this season, Oweh has recorded 299 points, 100 rebounds and 41 steals. The Newark, N.J., product has buried 18 of his 38
(47.4%) 3-pointers, improving on his one made triple last season. Oweh has recorded 16 10-plus point games this season.

EFFICIENCY IS KEY

» Under Porter Moser, Oklahoma is 30-2 when shooting 50% or greater from the field. OU is 7-0 this season when reaching
the 50% field goal mark, including wins against USC (50.0%) and Arkansas (51.0%). The Sooners were 9-1 in 2022-23 and
14-1in 2021-22. Oklahoma won the 2022 ESPN Events Invitational last season and shot 50% or greater in each of the three
contests against Nebraska, Seton Hall and Ole Miss.

DISHING OUT DIMES

» Against Monmouth, junior Javian McCollum and sophomore Milos Uzan became the first duo to each record eight or
more assists in the same game since the start of the 1996-97 season. McCollum and Uzan combined for 16 assists and
three turnovers in the 72-56 regular season non-conference finale.

» Uzan dished out 10 assists against TCU and added 13 points and seven rebounds, joining Trae Young (27 points, 10 assists and
nine rebounds vs. OSU | Jan. 3, 2018) as the only two Sooners since the start of the 1996-97 to reach those totals.

NO GO FROM DEEP

» Oklahoma has not allowed 10 made 3-pointers in 45 consecutive games. The last opponent to accomplish the task was
Central Arkansas (11 for 34) on Dec. 17, 2022. The Sooners' streak in conference play is 49 straight games. Kansas State
was the last opponent to make 10-plus threes (11 for 22) on Jan. 1, 2022.

» Oklahoma dropped a hard-fought battle against then-No. 14/12 Baylor 82-72 on Wednesday, Feb. 8, 2023 at Ferrell Center.
Grant Sherfield scored a team-high 15 points and dished out seven assists. Sherfield recorded his 500th career assist in the
contest. Milos Uzan added 11 points and three rebounds and Joe Bamisile tallied 10 points on 4-of-7 shooting and added
seven rebounds. Otega Oweh made his first career start and scored 10 points.

» With OU up 49-48, Baylor scored six unanswered points. Sherfield halted the BU run with a 3-pointer, bringing the score
to 53-51. Baylor's Langston Love answered with a jumper and Uzan cut the lead back to one after he buried one of his
three 3-pointers. BU responded with back-to-back threes and did not let its lead dip below five for the final eight minutes.

AP POLL APPEARANCES

» Oklahoma has appeared in the AP Poll 386 times (30.2%), ranking 22nd all-time. Since the 1984 season, the Sooners have
appeared in 48.5% (366 times) of AP Polls with an average rank of 12.2. OU was ranked in the AP top 15 for seven consecutive
weeks before the Jan. 29 poll, marking the first time since 2015-16. The 2015-16 Sooners were ranked in the AP top 10 all season.

NO PLACE LIKE HOME

» Oklahoma holds a 77-27 record at Lloyd Noble Center since 2017. The Sooners have won 82.9% (610-127) of their
games at LNC since the building opened in 1975. OU’s winning percentage at Lloyd Noble Center is second in the Big 12
only to Kansas’ 87.9% at Allen Fieldhouse (853-117).

CHASING RECORDS

» Senior Sam Godwin has made 63.2% (55-86) of his shots this season, which would rank third in program history for a
single season behind Jamuni McNeace (67.1% in 2018) and Blake Griffin (65.4% in 2009). Junior Javian McCollum has
made 93.2% (68-73) of his free throw attempts, ranking first ahead of Hollis Price's 92.9% set in 2003.

WIN BIG

» Oklahoma earned its 11th victory by 16-plus points this season when it topped BYU 82-66 on Tuesday, Feb. 6. The 2023-
24 squad is the first team to record 11 such victories since 2014-15. The 2014-15 team reached the Sweet Sixteen and
posted a 24-11 overall record. The 2004-05 team tallied 12 16-plus point wins.

BIG 12 HIGHLIGHTS

» The 2023-24 season will be the last campaign in the Big 12 for the Sooners. In 27-plus years on the hardwood, Oklahoma
has amassed a 256-210 (.549) mark in conference competition. The Sooners have had 11 players receive 14 first-team all-
conference honors. Hollis Price (2003), Blake Griffin (2009) and Buddy Hield (2015, 2016) were named Big 12 Player of the
Year. Willie Warren (2009) and Trae Young (2018) were named Big 12 Freshman of the Year, while Corey Brewer (1997), Ebi
Ere (2002), Taj Gray (2005), Michael Neal (2006) and TaShawn Thomas (2015) were selected as Big 12 Newcomer of the Year.

STRENGTH OF SCHEDULE

» Oklahoma has the third toughest remaining schedule based on future opponent winning percentage. The Sooners' seven
remaining opponents have a combined 114-46 record (71.3%). Seven of the top 10 teams are from the Big 12.

NOTHING BUT NET (2/12)

» Oklahoma is 30th in the NET and sixth in the Big 12 conference. The Sooners are 3-4 in quad one, 3-2 in quad two, 4-0 in quad
three and 8-0 in quad four games.

2023-24 PRESEASON POLL

» Oklahoma was selected 12th out of 14 teams in the 2023-24 Big 12 Preseason Poll. The Sooners were ahead of conference
newcomers BYU and UCF, who were selected 13th and 14th, respectively.

RADY CHILDREN'S INVITATIONAL

» Oklahoma won the 2023 Rady Children's Invitational with victories against lowa on Thursday, Nov. 23 and then-No. 23/
RV USC on Friday, Nov. 24. OU's tournament victory in San Diego, Calif., marked back-to-back season the Sooners won their
midseason event. Oklahoma won the 2022 ESPN Events Invitational, beating Nebraska, Seton Hall and Ole Miss.

» Javian McCollum was named Rady Children's Invitational Tournament MVP, averaging 16.0 points, 3.0 assists and 1.5
rebounds per contest. Otega Oweh joined McCollum on the all-tournament team, finishing with 14.5 points, 4.0 rebounds
and 2.5 steals per contest. John Hugley IV and Jalon Moore each averaged 11.0 points per outing over the two-game
tournament and Milos Uzan dished out a team-best 6.5 assists per contest.

2024 BATTLE 4 ATLANTIS

» Oklahoma will compete in the 2024 Battle 4 Atlantis Nov. 27-29, 2024. The Sooners are joined by Arizona, Creighton,
Davidson, Gonzaga, Indiana, Louisville and West Virginia. The 12-game, three-day tournament is played in the Imperial Arena,
a grand ballroom transformed into a unique basketball venue.

SOONERS IN THE NBA

» Three Sooners are on NBA rosters for the 2023-24 season - Buddy Hield (Philadelphia 76ers), Trae Young (Atlanta
Hawks) and Austin Reaves (Los Angeles Lakers). Against the Spurs, Young scored his 10,000 career NBA point, becoming
the fastest player to reach 10,000 points, 3,500 assists and 1,000 3-pointers. He needed only 390 games. Young was
selected to his third NBA All-Star game in 2024. Hield, who started the season with Indiana, was traded to Philadelphia at the
trade deadline.

» Trae Young: 48 GP, 27.1 PPG, 10.8 APG, 2.8 RPG » Buddy Hield: 54 GP, 12.3 PPG, 3.3 RPG, 2.8 APG
» Austin Reaves: 54 GP, 15.7 PPG, 3.9 RPG, 5.4 APG

REMEMBERING RYAN MINOR

» Ryan Minor, a former two-sport standout at the University of Oklahoma in baseball and men's basketball, passed away Friday,
Dec. 22, 2023, from cancer.

» Minor, an All-American in basketball and a pitcher and first baseman who helped the OU baseball team to the 1994 national
title, was drafted professionally in both sports. He arrived at OU in the fall of 1992 as a member of Billy Tubbs' men's basketball
team and Larry Cochell's baseball squad. He played his final two seasons of basketball under former head coach

Kelvin Sampson.

» Qutside of the Sooner State, Minor, who was named last month as a member of the Oklahoma Sports Hall
of Fame 2024 class, is perhaps best known as the player who replaced Baltimore Oriole Cal Ripken Jr. in the
lineup Sept. 20, 1998, ending Ripken's Major League Baseball record of 2,632 consecutive games played.

» In basketball, Minor, who hailed from the small western Oklahoma town of Hammon, was named 1994-95 Big
Eight Conference Player of the Year as a junior by the Associated Press and the U.S. Basketball Writers Association,
and co-player of the year by the league's head coaches. The unanimous first-team all-conference
performer also earned third-team All-America honors by UPI and Basketball Times, averaging

a career-high 23.6 points, 8.4 rebounds and 2.2 steals per game and helping the Sooners to

a 23-9 record and a No. 4 seed in the NCAA Tournament. He scored in double figures in every
game and turned in seven 30-point efforts and 24 performances of at least 20 points.

an AP honorable mention All-American. He led OU in points in 21 of 30 games that year, averaging
a Big Eight-best 21.3 points as well as 7.6 rebounds and 2.6 assists per contest. He set the QU
record that season by making 30 consecutive free throws and became the first Sooner to register
1,800 points, 700 rebounds and 150 steals in a career. He finished as the Sooners' sixth-leading
all-time scorer (1,946 points) and ranked in the top 10 of 14 different OU career categories.

» Minor again earned first-team All-Big Eight honors on the hardwood as a senior, and was named \) Q»\

» Minor played baseball his first three years at OU, joining that squad late each season due to basketball. Playing alongside ~ »
twin brother Damon Minor, Ryan hit .266 in 203 career at-bats with 11 home runs, 15 doubles, 43 RBIs and 44 runs scored.
During OU's 1994 run to the national title, he was named to the Big Eight Tournament, NCAA Regional and College World Series
all-tournament teams.

» The 6-foot-6 Minor was selected by the Philadelphia 76ers with the third pick in the second round (32nd overall) of the 1996
NBA Draft. He was picked out of high school by the Orioles in the 15th round of the MLB Draft before choosing to attend OU. He
was chosen in the seventh round of the 1995 MLB Draft by the New York Mets but returned to school for his senior year. The
Orioles selected him again in 1996 in the 33rd round, and he played four MLB seasons (1998-00 with Baltimore and 2001 with
the Montreal Expos). In 142 career games and 317 at-bats, Minor registered 56 hits, five home runs, 27 RBIs and 30 runs.

» Minor spent most of his post-playing career coaching baseball on the East Coast. This past summer, the Delmarva Shorebirds,
Minor's former minor league team in Salisbury, Md., retired his No. 44 jersey. It was the first jersey number in the history of the
organization to be retired. Minor played for Delmarva after college and later served two stints as its manager (2010-12, 2014-17).
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2023-24 STAFF ADDITIONS

» Armon Gates (assistant coach), Clayton Custer (assistant coach), Brock Morris (director of player personnel and assistant coach) and Paul Jesperson (director of player development
and assistant coach) are new additions to the 2023-24 coaching staff. The four new staffers joined assistant coach Ryan Humphrey, who is in his second season on the sidelines in
Norman after six seasons at Notre Dame.

» Custer returns to the Sooners after a brief stint as an assistant coach at his alma mater Loyola Chicago. The Overland Park, Kan., native spent two seasons as the director of video
operations and player development at OU from 2021-23 and one season on Moser’s staff at Loyola as director of player development in 2020-21.

» Before joining the Sooners, Gates was an assistant at Oregon under Dana Altman for the 2022-23 season. The Ducks finished 21-15 and were one of the final eight teams in the NIT. The
Chicago native also made stops at Nebraska (2019-22), Northwestern (2013-18), Loyola-Chicago (2011-13), TCU (2010-11) and at his alma mater, Kent State (2008-10).

» Prior to joining the Sooners, Morris spent one season as an Ole Miss assistant coach. He also made stops at Louisiana (2019-22 & 2010-13), Daytona State College (2018-19), South
Alabama (2015-18) and College of Southern Idaho (2013-15). Jesperson joined the Sooners after three seasons with the Atlanta Hawks, serving as player development coach for two
seasons from 2021-23 and assistant video coordinator during the 2020-21 campaign.

RANKING SUMMARY (FINAL 2022-23)

» Oklahoma finished the 2022-23 campaign ranked in the top 100 in four NCAA Division | categories. OU was 47th in 3-point percentage defense (31.2%), 94th in field goal
percentage (45.8%), 94th in effective field goal percentage (52.4%) and 95th in scoring defense (67.5 PPG).

2024 SIGNING CLASS

» Dayton Forsythe, a 6-foot-2 combo guard, is a three-star prospect by On3, 247Sports, ESPN and Rivals. The Dale, Okla., product attended Dale High School and is the No. 1 recruit in Oklahoma
by On3 and 247Sports. Forsythe was named the 2023 Tulsa World's State Boys Basketball Player of the Year, becoming the first junior to win the award since former Oklahoma standout
Trae Young earned the honor after his 2015-16 campaign at Norman North. The Oklahoma Basketball Coaches Association tabbed him as the 2023 2A Player of the Year and 2022
Region Player of the Year. He also garnered 2022 Tulsa Word All-State first-team honors as a sophomore.

» Forsythe led Dale to back-to-back Oklahoma Class 2A State Championships in 2021-22 and 2022-23. Dale remained unbeaten during the 2022-23 slate, finishing the season 32-0
and capping the year with a 78-52 triumph over Oklahoma Christian Academy. Forsythe recorded 29 points, eight rebounds and six assists. In the 2023 Tournament of Champions,
Forsythe propelled Dale to the tournament crown and earned MVP honors, averaging 25.0 points, 8.0 rebounds and 5.0 assists over three games. During his junior campaign, Forsythe
averaged 17.0 points, 6.0 rebounds, 6.0 assists, 2.0 steals and 1.0 blocks per contest. He shot 53% from the field, 40% from three and 81% from the free throw line. In the 2021-22
Class 2A title game, Forsythe tallied 37 points, eight rebounds and four assists, helping Dale win its first boy's championship in program history. The Pirates finished the season 29-2.

» In 25 games for Team Griffin in the Nike EYBL, he averaged 12.0 points, 3.2 rebounds and 3.2 assists per outing. Forsythe shot 39% (89-229) from the field, 35% (35-101) from
three and 84% (85-101) from the free throw line.

» Kuol Atak, a 6-foot-9 forward, is a four-star prospect by On3 and ESPN and a three-star by 247Sports and Rivals. The Haltom City, Texas, product is ranked No. 70 nationally by On3,
No. 113 by 247Sports and 127 by Rivals. He is the No. 3 prospect in Texas and No. 11 power forward by On3.

» During the 2022-23 campaign, Atak averaged 22.5 points, 5.1 rebounds, 1.6 blocks and 1.2 steals per outing. He shot 45% (223-499) from the field, 39% (92-237) from three and
89% (136-153) from the line. Atak was named to the Texas District 4 6A first team and earned team MVP honors for Haltom High School. As a sophomore, he averaged 9.8 points, 4.7
rebounds, 2.5 blocks and 1.3 assists per contest and was named Haltom's offensive player of the year. Atak earned Texas District 3 6A first-team honors in 2021-22 and honorable
mention accolades in 2020-21. He competed on the NY2LA Association AAU circuit for 3D Empire and was named the top prospect at the U16 level. Atok averaged 31.0 points per
outing in four games of the 2022 Mavs Fall Classic.

REPLACING PRODUCTION

» The Sooners return 24.6% of their scoring, 23.9% of their rebounding and 27.5% of their assists from last season. OU welcomes back one starter from last season (Milos Uzan)
and will need to replace the production of Grant Sherfield, Tanner Groves, Jalen Hill and Jacob Groves. Sherfield pursued a professional basketball career, T. Groves exhausted
his eligibility, and Hill and J. Groves transferred to UNLV and Virginia, respectively. T. Groves led the Sooners in defensive rebounds (192) and rebounds per game (7.2). Sherfield tallied a
team-high 15.9 points and 3.3 assists per outing.

FROM LAST SEASON

» Oklahoma had the third highest NET strength of schedule in 2022-23 and was only behind conference foes Kansas and lowa State. The Sooners played 20 quadrant one games and
finished 13-2 in games against quadrant 2-4 competition, including a 6-1 mark in quadrant two.

» The Sooners finished the 2022-23 season 70th in the NET. All 10 Big 12 teams were ranked in the top 70 and seven were ranked in the top 30. The conference had an average
NET ranking of 30.2.

» Oklahoma earned four AP Top-25 victories in 2022-23, including wins over No. 2 Alabama, No. 12 Kansas State, No. 22 TCU and No. 23 lowa State. Oklahoma's 93-69 victory
against then-No. 2/2 Alabama was the Sooners' first win over an AP top-two team since the Sooners knocked off No. 1 Kansas in the 2002 Big 12 Tournament. The 24-point
victory margin was the largest in program history against an AP top-five team and it was the third-largest victory margin by an unranked team against an AP top-two team.

» Milos Uzan was selected to the 2023 Big 12 All-Freshman Team and averaged 9.5 points, 3.2 rebounds and 2.8 assists per outing in 18 Big 12 games. Uzan's selection marked
the second consecutive season the Sooners had an all-freshman team honoree. Uzan finished conference action third in points per outing and second in assists per contest.

Praised for his ability to create culture and his never-tiring energy, University of Oklahoma head men’s basketball

coach Porter Moser enters his third season leading the Sooners in 2023-24. Moser, who is the 15th coach in program
history, was hired April 3, 2021.

Moser completed his second season in Norman in 2022-23, recording four AP Top-25 victories and winning the 2022
ESPN Events Invitational. Forward Tanner Groves became only the second two-time College Sports Communicators
(formerly CoSIDA) Academic All-American in program history, receiving third-team honors in 2023 and first-team
accolades in 2022. In addition to the Sooners’ success in the classroom, Milos Uzan was named to the Big 12 All-
Freshman Team. Grant Sherfield and Jalen Hill received All-Big 12 Honorable Mention acclaim.

Moser led the Sooners to a 19-16 mark and a postseason berth in his first season with the Crimson and Cream in
2021-22. The 19-year Division | head coach amassed five victories over teams ranked in the top 25 at the time of
competition and the Sooners received a No. 1 seed in the National Invitation Tournament. Oklahoma earned a victory
over Missouri State in the opening round of the NIT.

Four Sooners earned 2021-22 All-Big 12 honorable mention honors and one was selected to the Big 12 All-Freshman
Team. In addition to the on-court success, Groves was named a Senior CLASS Award Finalist and selected to the
CoSIDA Academic All-America First Team.

Prior to his time in Norman, Moser led the Loyola Ramblers to remarkable success during his 10-year run as head
coach, including a run to the Final Four in 2018 and Sweet Sixteen in 2021.

He amassed 188 wins (188-141, .571), including five seasons with 20-plus victories. He led Loyola to the postseason
every year it was available from 2017-21, winning the CBI title in 2017 and qualifying for the NIT in 2019. The 2020 postseason was canceled due to COVID-19.

In addition to his team success, he coached 12 all-conference selections, two Missouri Valley Player of the Year honorees, two Associated Press Honorable Mentions All-Americans, two
Academic All-Americans, a MVC Defensive Player of the Year, two MVC, Sixth Man of the Year honorees and a pair of MVC Freshman of the Year selections.

Moser was one of three coaches in Loyola’s history to record 150-plus wins and posted the most wins in a single season in school history during the 2017-18 season (32).

His most successful season at Loyola occurred during the 2017-18 season. Moser led the Ramblers to the Final Four — Loyola’s first appearance since winning the NCAA Championship in
1963

After assembling a 25-5 regular season record (15-3 in MVC play), Moser guided Loyola to seven straight postseason wins, claiming the 2018 Missouri Valley tournament title and making a
historic run to the pinnacle event of college basketball as a No. 11 seed.

The Ramblers were just the fourth No. 11 seed ever to advance to the Final Four, earning wins over Miami, Tennessee, Nevada and Kansas State.

Loyola finished the 2017-18 season ranked No. 7 in the final USA Today Coaches Poll. Moser was named the Missouri Valley Conference Coach of the Year and was selected as the National
Association of Basketball Coaches (NABC) District 16 Coach of the Year.

The 2017-18 squad ranked second in the nation in fewest personal fouls per game (13.9), third in field goal percentage (.507) and sixth in scoring defense (62.6 ppg).

During the 2017-18 season, Rambler guard Clayton Custer became the first player in Loyola history to be named MVC Player of the Year and earned Associated Press Honorable Mention
All-America honors. Cameron Krutwig earned MVC Freshman of the Year honors and Ben Richardson was named MVC Defensive Player of the Year. In addition to his on-court success,
Custer was named CoSIDA Academic All-District. He is in his third year working with Moser, starting his first season as assistant coach in 2023-24 after two seasons as the director of video
operations and player development from 2021-23

Moser boasts six NCAA Tournament wins from 2018-21 — tied for the seventh most nationally in that time frame. Loyola, Gonzaga and Houston were the only teams outside of major
conferences to reach two Sweet 165 during the three-year run.

In his final season at Loyola, Moser led the Ramblers to a 26-5 record and Missouri Valley Conference regular season and tournament titles in the 2020-21 season. As an eight seed in the
NCAA Tournament, his squad upset No. 1-seed lllinois in the second round to advance to the Sweet 16 for the second time since 2018.

The 2020-21 Rambler squad ranked second in adjusted defensive efficiency (KenPom.com), allowing only 87.0 points per 100 possessions. Loyola’s 16-2 record in MVC play set a program
record for most wins in conference action.

After 19 wins during the 2014-15 season, the Ramblers earned a bid to the College Basketball Invitational (CBI), advancing to Loyola’s first postseason appearance since the 1985 season.
Loyola made the most of its chance at postseason play, winning the GBI Championship over Louisiana-Monroe with back-to-back victories in the best-of-three championship series.

After rebuilding during the 2013-14 season, Moser led the Ramblers to a 24-13 mark next season. The 24 victories were the most by a Moser led team and the most for Loyola since 1985.

In the early stages of building Loyola to a mid-major powerhouse, Moser led the Ramblers to an eight-game improvement in the win column from his first season at the helm to his second in
2012-13. The improvement was the most by a coach from his first year to his second in program history.

Owner of a 327-275 (.543) career record, Moser was hired for his first head coaching job in 2000 at Arkansas-Little Rock. In three seasons with the Trojans, Moser took over a program that
went 4-24 during the season prior to his hiring and went 18-11 just one year later.

The Trojans ranked last in the conference in several defensive categories prior to his tenure, but Moser turned the program around in just one season to finish with the Sun Belt's best field
goal percentage defense and second-best scoring defense.

He steered the Trojans to a 54-34 overall record before heading to lllinois State in 2003.
After his 2003-04 squad notched a 10-19 record, Moser improved to 17-13 in 2004-05 despite being picked to finish last in the league in the preseason poll.

Following four years at lllinois State, Moser worked under legendary coach Rick Majerus at Saint Louis as an assistant coach from 2007 through 2011.
He then returned to a head coaching role by being named Loyola’s head coach prior to the 2011-12 season.

A Chicago area native, Moser grew up in Naperville, Ill. He was a two-year starter at Creighton and helped lead the Jays to the 1989 Missouri Valley Conference title and a berth in the NCAA
Tournament. He graduated in 1990 with a degree in business management.

Immediately following his collegiate playing career, Moser began his path in coaching at his alma mater as a graduate assistant. He left Creighton for an assistant coach role at Texas A&M
for four seasons followed by a year at Wisconsin-Milwaukee. Moser returned to Texas A&M for two more seasons (1996-98) on the Aggies’ bench, then served as an assistant coach at Little
Rock for two years before his promotion to head coach.

Moser and his wife, Megan, have four children — Jordan, a member of OU’s women’s basketball team, Jake, a member of the Sooners’ men’s basketball team, and Max and Ben.
