TCU will host No. 11 Baylor Monday at 8 p.m. on ESPN's Big Monday platform.

TCU is 12-2 at home this season and 102-36 under Jamie Dixon, including 339-31 in Big 12 games.

Seven of TCU's eight losses are in NET Quadrant 1 games.

TCUis 37 in Q1 games and has two more opportunities for Q1 wins, starting Monday against Baylor.

TCU is 4-5 against AP Top 25 teams this season and 4-2 against the top 15.

0f TCU’s 37 wins over AP Top 25 teams in its history, 23 have come under Dixon.

TCU is 5-4 on the road this season, its most since winning six road games in the 2004-05 season.

Emanuel Miller leads the team and ranks tied for fifth in the Big 12 with 16.5 points per game.

Miller has scored in double figures in each of the last 15 games and reached 20 points seven times this season.
Miller is the team leader in rebounds with 5.9 per game, which ranks 12th in the Big 12.

Miller ranks third in the Big 12 in field goal percentage at 49.0.

At 1,181 points, Miller ranks 22nd on TCU’s all-time scoring list.

Emest Udeh Jr. has missed the last two games with a left leg injury suffered at Kansas State.

Trevian Tennyson ranks second in the Big 12 in 3-point percentage at 43.7.

Tennyson has made 2.6 threes in Big 12 games this season, which ranks second in the league.

Jameer Nelson Jr. ranks fourth in the Big 12 and 36th nationally with 2.1 steals per game.

Nelson is one of three players in the Big 12 that is averaging at least 10 points, 3.0 assists and 2.0 steals per game.
When trailing by 10 or more points, TCU is 6-4, including 3-1 in road games.

TCU has used five different starting lineups, including four in the last five games. TCU used 15 last year.
TCU leads the nation with 19.5 fasthreak points per game.

TCU leads the Big 12 and ranks 25th nationally in shortest offensive possession length at 15.8 seconds.
TCU ranks third in the Big 12 and 17th nationally with 9.2 steals per game.

TCU ranks third in the Big 12 and 21st nationally with 15.1 turnovers forced per game.

The Frogs have forced 13 or more turnovers in all but five games this season.

TCU ranks third in the Big 12 and 10th nationally with 17.7 assists per game. The best under Dixon is 18.9 in ‘17-18.
TCU ranks third in the Big 12 with 81.3 points per game. The best under Dixon is 75.4 in 17-'18.

TCU is shooting 72.4 percent from the free throw line. The best under Jamie Dixon is 70.6 percent in 2017-18.
TCU ranks third in the Big 12 and 28th nationally in field goal percentage at 48.0 percent.

In Big 12 games only, TCU is first in scoring offense (77.1) and first in 3-point percentage (38.2).

With one more win, TCU will have 20 wins for the sixth time in the eight seasons under Dixon.

Of the sixteen 20-win seasons in TCU's history, five have come in the last seven seasons.

A win would give Dixon his 18th 20-win season in his 21 seasons as a head coach.

TCU is looking for three-straight trips to the NCAA Tournament for the first time in school history.

Miller had 14 points and seven rebounds in the
second half as the Horned Frogs rallied from as many as 17
points down late in the first half.

Seven TCU players have earned their bachelor’s degrees.
Avery Anderson III (0SU), Essam Mostafa (Coastal Carolina),
Jameer Nelson Jr. (Delaware) and Trevian Tennyson (Texas
ABM CC) arrived to TCU as graduate transfers this summer.
Emanuel Miller, Chuck 0'Bannon Jr. and Micah Peavy all
graduated from TCU.

TRIPLE OVERTIME WIN AT BAYLOR

TCU handed Baylor its first loss in Foster Pavilion, 105-102,
in triple overtime on Jan. 27.

» TCU improved to 3-1 alltime in triple overtime games. It
was the first triple 0T game since TCU lost to West Virginia,
104-88, on Feb. 26, 2019.

» It was TCU's first triple overtime win since a 108-99
win over Texas State on Nov. 24, 2008.

» It marked the third time in program history that TCU
won a road game that was decided in two or more overtime
periods.

UDEH’S GAME VS. TEXAS AGM-COMMERCE

Emest Udeh Jr. recorded his first-career double-double

in grand fashion on Jan. 1 in a 77-42 win over Texas
ABM-Commerce. He had 13 points and 18 rebounds, both
career-highs.

» It was the most rebounds by a TCU player since Nov.
28, 2020 when Kevin Samuel recorded 18 rebounds against
Tulsa.

» The 18 rebounds is the third best number by a Big 12
player this season. Hunter Dickenson of Kansas has had
games with 21 and 20 rebounds.

» Udeh's 11 offensive rebounds were the most since Jamal
Brown had 15 against North Texas on Dec. 23, 2001. He is
one of five players to record 11 or more offensive rebounds
in a game this season.

FROG HOME BREEK

TCU had 35 days between its home games with Houston
Christian on Nov. 27 and Texas AGM Commerce on Jan. 1. The
35-day span is the third longest stretch without a home game
among NCAA DI programs.

» Delaware is first on the list at 38, followed by UTA at 36.

SOLID START
»  The Hormed Frogs’ 7-0 start to the season was their best
since the 201718 season when they were 12-0.

CENTURY NOTES

TCU has scored 100 or more points in a game four times in
a season for the ninth time in program history and the first
time since the 2001-02 season when the Frogs also reached
100 four times. TCU reached 100 points 12 times in the
2000-01 season.

» TCUis 90-4 all-time when scoring 100 points or more.

» TCU’s 108-75 win over Southern marked the second-
highest-scoring home opener in program history. It was

the most in an opener since 1984 when TCU defeated St.
Edwards (Texas), 112-71.

» It was the most points a TCU team had scored since a
108-989 triple overtime win over Texas State on Nov. 4, 2008.
It was the most scored in regulation since Jan. 5, 2002, in a
117-108 loss at USE.

» TCU reached the century mark again in a 101-64 win
over Houston Christian on Nov. 27 on the first-career
3-pointer from Darius Ford.

» TCU outscored 0ld Dominion, 111-87 in the first round
of the Diamond Head Classic on Dec. 21. The 111 points were
the most points scored by TCU in 23 seasons, since a 120 -
95 win over Grambling on Jan. 24, 2001

» TCU’s 111 points tied for the most in program history at
aneutral site. TCU also scored 111 against Houston on Feb.
26,1977

» TCU's 111 points broke the old record of 99 for the most
points scored at the Diamond Head Classic. In 2014, Chio
scored 99 in a win over DePaul.

» It took TCU three overtimes to reach 100 in a 105102
win at Baylor on Jan. 27.

Peavy earned his degree in general studies and walked
across the stage in Schollmaier Arena. That evening, Peavy
recorded the third triple-double in program history with 13
points, 12 rebounds and 10 assists in a 79-53 win over Arizona
State at Dickies Arena.

»  He became the first to record a triple-double since
Kenrich Williams had 11 points, 14 rebounds and 10 assists
against Richmond on March 21, 2017. Kurt Thomas was the
first TCU player to record a triple-double with 23 points, 14
rebounds and 11 blocks at Texas A6M on Feh. 25,1995,

»  0OnDec. 18, Peavy earned his first-career Big 12 Player of
the Week honar.

MILLER NAMED BIG 12 POW

Coming off a career-high 29 points in a win at Georgetown,
Emanuel Miller was named the Big 12 Conference Player of
the Week on Dec. 4.

» Miller's 29 points came on a career-best 12-o0f-18 from
the field and matched a career-high with three made
3-pointers on four attempts. His final points came on a
game-winning 3-pointer at the buzzer give the Hormed Frogs
the 84-83 win over the Hoyas.

» Miller led the Frogs in scoring in the win over Houston
Christian earlier that week on Nov. 27 where he had 19
points.

» He averaged 24 points, 4.0 rebounds, 2.5 assists and
one block for the week.

CAPTAIN FROG

» JaKobe Coles, Xavier Cork, Chuck 0'Bannon Jr., Emanuel
Miller and Micah Peavy are TCU's returning scholarship
players and have been named captains for the season by
head coach Jamie Dixon. It is the first time in his eight
seasons as TCU's head coach that captains have been named.
»  Those five captains helped TCU win a game in each of
the past two NCAA Tournaments. It was the first time the
Frogs have reached consecutive NCAA Tournaments in 70
years.

»  This season, TCU is looking for its third-straight trips to
the NCAA Tournament for the first time in school history.

AGE END EXPERIENCE

TCU returned five players from last season’s team and
added five experienced transfers along with two freshmen.
» TCU's roster is made up of five 1,000-point scorers, the
second most in the country. Those five are Avery Anderson
11T, Emanuel Miller, Essam Mostafa, Jameer Nelson Jr. and
Trevian Tennyson. St. Johns has the most with six 1,000-point
scorers. Memphis, St. Bonaventure, Tennessee and Villanova
each have four.

»  Born March 1,1999, Chuck 0'Bannon Jr. is the sixth
oldest NCAA DI player. When March Madness occurs, Chuck
will be 25 years old. TCU's other 90's baby is Essam Mostafa
is the 18th oldest on that list, born Aug. 3,1998.

> Only Juan Munoz at Hawaii and Seth Towns at Howard,
who are in their eighth year playing college baskethall, have
played more years than Chuck 0'Bannon Jr. 0'Bannon is in his
fourth season at TCU after playing three seasons at USC.

» TCUis second in the Big 12 in minutes returning from
last season at 49.9 percent. BYU is first at 74.3 percent.

»  TCU ranks as the third-most experienced team by
KenPom at 3.28 years.

» TCU's average roster age of 214 is tied for the fifth
oldest. Cincinnati is the oldest at 22.5, Middle Tennessee
State is second at £1.9, followed by St. Bonaventure (21.7),
Illinois State (21.6) and UTA (214).

»  TCU has nine players on its roster who have a career-
high of 20 points or more in a game, which is tied with New
Mexico for the most in the nation. BYU and Missouri are tied
for second with eight.

TOTAL POINTS ON THE ROSTER

TCU boasts the most points per game (2022-23 season) on
its roster heading into this season.

» The Frogs have 41.2 points per game returing and add
62.4 points per game via the incoming transfer class. The
total of 103.6 returning points per game leads the country.
Arkansas is second at 103.3 points per game and Clemson
is third with 100.1 points per game.

>  Entering the season, TCU's roster totaled 8,499 career
points, which led the country. Arkansas was second on the
list at 7,026 and St. Bonaventure was third at 6,969.

WHO IS YOUR DADDY AND WHAT DOES HE DO

TCU has three players whose fathers played in the NBA.
> Jameer Nelson Jr’s dad, Jameer Nelson, was the 20th
overall pick in the 2004 NBA Draft. He played for seven
teams over 14 seasons (2004-2018) and averaged 11.3
points and 5.1 assists. Nelson is currently the GM of the
Delaware Blue Coats of the NBA G League.

» Chuck 0’'Bannon Jr's dad, Charles 0'Bannon, was a
second round pick in the 1997 NBA Draft. He played for the
Detroit Pistons for two seasons (1997-99). The 0'Bannon’s
share the same jersey number, 5.

» Jace Posey’s dad, James Posey, was the 18th overall
pick in the 1999 NBA Draft. He played for eight teams
over 12 seasons in the NBA and averaged 8.6 points, 4.7
rebounds and 1.6 assists. Jace wears the same number as
his father, 41.

» Under Dixon in Schollmaier Arena, TCU is 102-36 overall
and 39-31in Big 12 games.

» Under Dixon, TCU is 96-15 against nonconference
teams overall and 62-5 against nonconference opponents
at Schollmaier Arena. The five losses were to Northwestern
State on Nov. 14, 2022, Providence on Dec. 9, 2020, Xavier
on Dec. 22, 2019, Lipscomb on Nov. 20, 2019 and Auburn on
Jan. 28, 2017.

» TCU won 89 home games in the seven years under
Dixon, the most wins at home in a seven-year period. Billy
Tubbs is second on that list with 88.

» The Frogs had won eight straight Big 12 home games
until a loss to No. 14 Kansas on Feb. 11, 2019, which was the
most for TCU in a conference since the 1996-87,1997-98
and 1998-99 seasons when the Frogs won nine straight in
the Western Athletic Conference.

Dickinson was named the
Preseason Player of the Year and Preseason Newcomer of
the Year. Baylor’s Ja’Kobe Walter was named Preseason
Freshman of the Year.

FROGS ABROAD

Allowed once every four years by the NCAA, TCU went on a
foreign tour to Paris and London, Aug. 4-12. The team was
able to have 10 additional practices leading up to departure
on Aug. 3. The Horned Frogs cruised to four wins, but also
spent time sightseeing which included a cruise on Seine
River, visiting the Eiffel Tower, the Trocadero Steps, PSG
Stadium, a Millwall-Bristol City soccer match and Arc de
Triomphe.

» TCU scored over 100 points in all four games and won
by an average of 35.2 points per game.

» TCU's wins were over Paris All-Stars (53-34), Elite
Basket Congo (124-78), Barking Abbey Academy (106-86)
and Surry (101-61).

» Essam Mostafa led TCU in both points (12.8) and
rehounds (5.0) over four games. Mostafa was 20-0f-26 for
76.9 percent.

» Other standouts over the four days included Trevian
Tennyson who averaged 10.5 points and was 17-of-24
from the field including 9-of-13 from three. JaKobe Coles
averaged 10.5 points, 4.5 rebounds and 3.0 assists.

WACO, Texas - Behind a 30-point performance by senior guard Jameer Nelson Jr. including a game-winning shot, TCU won a
thrilling triple overtime game, 105102, Saturday at Foster Pavilion.

One year after winning their final game at Baylor’s Farrell Center by one point on Mike Miles Jr's 33 points, the Horned Frogs
(15-5, 4-3) won in their first opportunity at the new Foster Pavilion. Nelson's 30 points were the most by a TCU player since
Miles' 33.

Baylor (14-5, 3-3) led for most of the game and as many as 10 with 13:18 to play in the second half. Chuck 0'Bannon Jr. made
three 3-pointers in the final seven minutes of the half. His final three tied the game, 76-76, with 51.5 seconds to play. Both
teams came up empty on their possessions to send the game to overtime.

TCU led by three, 88-85, with 8.5 seconds left. Baylor's Ja'Kobe Walter tied it with a three.

Both teams scored just six points in the second overtime After Micah Peavy made two free throws to tie the game 94-94 with
1:18 to play. Baylor's Yves Missi missed a shot at the buzzer.

TCU trailed in the third overtime by as many as four, 89-95, with 3:01 to play. After a jumper by Trevian Tennyson, who finished
with 15 points, Emanuel Miller scored to make it 100-99 with 1:54 to play. Nelson then scored the games’ final six points,
including 4-of-4 from the free throw line. His go-ahead bucket came with 11.3 on the clock. Rayj Dennis’ shot attempt was
blocked by Emest Udeh Jr. and Nelson then made two free throws with 1.2 on the clock to go up three.

Miller finished with his 21 points, his second-straight game of 20 or more points, and played 52:32 out of a possible 55 minutes.
