STORY LINES

® No. 15/14 BU plays host to No. 7/9 Kansas at 12pm Saturday on ABC, in the first-ever meeting
between the two teams at Foster Pavilion, with fans being asked to wear white for a “whiteout”.

© Baylor enters fourth in the nation in 3-point FG% (39.7), fifth in offensive efficiency (122.9), while
ranking second in the Big 12 in points per game (81.6).

© The Bears are the only team in the country with six players averaging double-digit points.

© The Bears have now eclipsed the 20-win mark for the sixth-straight season and the 15th in the last 17

seasons, after having just three 20-win seasons in the 97 seasons prior to Scott Drew's arrival.

e BU and KU are the only two power-conference schools with 20+ wins in each of the last six seasons,

playing in a power conference.

® BU is looking for double-digit Big 12 wins for the sixth-straight season, and the 11th time in the Drew

Era, after winning double-digit conference games just eight times prior to that.

© Baylor and Kansas are two of the three teams to be a 3-seed or higher in each of the last three NCAA

Tournaments.

© The Bears and Jayhawks are two of just four teams to win a game in four-straight NCAA Tournaments.

© BU and KU are two of the four programs that have been ranked in the top-10 for five-straight years.

© The Bears were the No. 10 overall seed in the initial Top-16 committee ranking, joining Kansas as the only
teams to be in the initial top-16 for five-straight years.

© Baylor is a nations-best 31-15 against ranked teams over the last five seasons.

® Bayloris 12-5 inits last 17 games vs. AP top-10 teams.

© BU's 124-32 record since 2019-20 is the second best among Power Six teams in that span (Kansas is 1st 132-33).

© Baylor's 314 wins since 2011-12 are second-most in the Big 12 behind only Kansas (353).

© The Bears and Jayhawks have split the season series in four-straight and five of the last six seasons

© BU and KU are 2-2 in the last four meetings and 4-5 in the last nine meetings.

© These two programs are responsible for the last four Big 12 Championships.

© Baylor has played four overtime games in 2023-24, its most since playing four overtimes in 1970-71.

¢ Ja'Kobe Walter averages a team-leading 14.8 points per game, most among Big 12 freshmen, followed by
RayJ Dennis’ 13.3 points per game, and is averaging a Big 12-best 37.7 minutes per game in conference play.

o With three more assists, Dennis will catch current Director of Player Development, Tweety Carter,
for the seventh-most assists in a single-season in program history.

© Dennis leads the conference and ranks eighth in the nation in assists per game (6.6). The senior
transfer has now ranks t-8th for most assists in a single season in program history (185).

© Langston Love is averaging 11.1 points per game in Big 12 play, most in the league among players with no starts.

© BU has had six players win Big 12 Sixth-Man of the Year, no other conference school has more than two.

© In the six games since Love suffered his injury, Jalen Bridges and Jayden Nunn have picked up the slack, each
averaging 13.3 points per game, while Bridges has a team-leading 7.5 rebounds per game in that same span.

o With back-to-back Big 12 titles in 2020-21 & 2021-22, BU became one of just three Big 12 teams to win back-to-
back conference titles

 Selected 16th overall by the Utah Jazz in June’s NBA Draft, Keyonte George gave BU three-straight top-16 picks
for the first time in program history (Jeremy Sochan 9th overall to San Antonio in 2022 Davion Mitchell 9th
overall to Sacramento in 2021).

© The Bears have had 11 picks in the last 11 drafts, which is the most in the state of Texas and second-most in the
Big 12 since 2012

© Baylor is one of two schools to have three-straight top-20 picks in the NBA Draft (Duke).

© The Bears have now been ranked in the top-10 for a fifth-straight year, one of just four programs (Duke, Gonzaga
and Kansas) to accomplish that feat.

® Baylor is on a school-record streak of 11-consecutive postseason appearances, the nations fifth-longest active streak

© The Bears have gone to nine NCAA Tournaments and two National Invitation Tournaments since 2012.

© BU is 66-7 in home games over the last five seasons.

® Baylor played its final games at the famed Ferrell Center this season, before opening up brand new Foster Pavilion
in January.

Prior to
that, BU reached 25 wins just once in the program'’s first 103 years (25-5 in 1945-46).

© Baylor is 31-15 against ranked teams over the last four seasons, including a 16-6 mark away from home.

 Baylor's 63-24 Big 12 record over the last five seasons is the second best record of any Power-5 team in that span.

© Head coach Scott Drew is in his 21st season at Baylor with a school-record 440 career victories.

® Drew is tied for the eighth longest-tenured head coach in Division | men's college basketball.

 Baylor is playing its 681st game of the 21-year Drew era — more than half (376) have been as a ranked team.

© Qver the last five seasons, Baylor is 96-11 when leading at the half and 118-17 when taking a 2nd-half lead.

© Baylor spent a school-record 54-straight weeks ranked in the top-10 of the AP Poll, from Dec. 16, 2019-Dec 5, 2022.

® BU set a school-record streak of 65-straight weeks ranked in the AP Top 25 (previous record was 25). The streak
lasted from Nov. 5, 2019 to Jan 9, 2023 (1,161 Days).

© Baylor has been ranked in all 25 spots in the AP Top 25 at some point in the last 7 years.

© Baylor has been No. 1 ranked in 4 of the last 7 seasons (Gonzaga, Duke and Kansas are only others).

® Baylor and Kansas are the only Power-6 schools to win 18+ games every year since 2008.

© BU has built double-digit leads in 112 of 148 games over the last four seasons (106-6).

® Baylor has won 90% of its games when leading at the half since 2011-12 (245-28).

® Entering 2023-24, Baylor is 296-117 over the last 12 seasons, averaging 24.5 wins per season since 2011-12.

® Baylor's 315 wins since 2011-12 are second-most in the Big 12 behind only Kansas (353).

® Baylor is 406-171 since 2007-08, the first year Drew’s staff had a full allotment of scholarships.
