© The win over the 16th-ranked Arkansas was Baylor’s earliest win over a ranked opponent in program
history. The previous best was Nov. 15, 2016, when BU beat No. 4 Oregon 66-49, en route to the
program'’s first-ever No. 1 ranking two months later.

© The Bears are now 21-11 against the SEC during the Drew era, including 16-7 since 2012-13

© With his 12 pts and 6 assist on Monday, Rebert Wright became the first freshman in the Drew era
with 10+ points and 6+ assists in their debut, and the first Baylor player since Manu Lecomte in
2016 with those numbers in a Baylor debut.

© Roach and Omier bring Final Four experience, as Roach helped his Duke team to the 2022 Final Four,
while Omier led Miami to it's first-ever Final Four in 2023.
