
STORY LINES
• Baylor closes down the season series with Arizona in a late-night tip against the No. 13 Wildcats on 

Big Monday on ESPN
• This is the second-straight year BU has played a 9 p.m. CT home game after beating Kansas City 99-

61 in a late-night tip in Waco last season
• BU has won seven of its last nine games with a scheduled tip time of 9 p.m. CT or later and is 12-4 in 

these late-night games since 2011-12
• The last time Baylor played a power conference-team in the central time zone at 9 p.m. or later was 

Dec. 2, 2020 when the No. 2 Bears beat No. 5 Illinois 82-69 in the Jimmy V Classic at Bankers Life 
Field House in Indianapolis, Ind. 

• The Bears are carrying a four-game home win streak and a 12-1 mark at home this season averaging 
86.5 points per game and outscoring teams by an average of 24.6 points per game

• Baylor will look to even the season-series with the Wildcats after an 81-70 setback against U of A last 
month in Tucson, despite a 20-6 run by the Bears in the second half to get a 27-point deficit to single-digits

• The last meeting in Waco came on Dec. 7, 2019 when No. 18 BU beat No. 12 Arizona 63-58, holding 
the Wildcats to 27% shooting, which was the lowest in the Sean Miller Era at the time

• Baylor is 35-22 against ranked teams over the last four seasons, including a 17-4 mark at home
• Last time out, BU outlasted a feisty West Virginia squad 74-71 in overtime, despite not making a field 

goal in the extra session
• All nine of Baylor’s points in OT came from the foul line, while junior Langston Love capitalized on his 

12 trips to the charity stripe in the game, netting all 12 attempts
• Saturday marked the eighth time in program history a player had gone 12-for-12 or better from the line 

and the first time since Taurean Prince made all 12 of his foul shots at Kansas on Jan. 2, 2016 
• With its eighth Big 12 win on Saturday, BU has 8+ Big 12 wins for a 14th-straight season after 
winning 8+ just 3 times in the league’s first 15 years
• BU is 170-104 in Big 12 play in 15 seasons since 2010 after going 59-149 in the league’s first 13 seasons
• Baylor has 72 conference wins over the last six seasons, second only to Kansas’ 74, the next closest 

team in that span is Texas Tech with 57
• The Bears have lost 28 games and counting due to injuries this season: Langston Love (14), Jeremy 
Roach (6), Jalen Celestine (4) VJ Edgecombe (2) and Josh Ojianwuna (2) (Out for the season)
• Of the 1,025 minutes of game time this season, Baylor has had it’s full complement of rotation players 
for just 189:56 (18.5%) 
• In the absence of Ojianwuna, Baylor’s Norchad Omier has been forced to play extended minutes, but 
has led the team in scoring in each of the last four games
• The fifth-year senior continues to climb the record books, recording 81 career double-doubles, which is 
the eighth-most all-time
• His 1,571 career rebounds are 17th-most in NCAA history and he is 31 rebounds away from tying 
Elvin Hayes for 15th all-time 
• Omier’s 13 double-doubles are the ninth-most in a season by a Baylor Bear and the most since Jo 

Lual-Acuil had 13 in 2017-18
• The dynamic freshman duo of VJ Edgecombe and Rob Wright have stepped their games up as of late 
averaging 16.0 and 14.0 points per game, respectively, in Baylor’s last five games
• Wright is now just five assists away from tying the freshman assist record held by John Lucas III (120)

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QUICK HITS
• Baylor is the only team in the country to be a top-3 seed in each of the last four NCAA Tournaments
• BU joins Gonzaga, Kansas and Houston as one of four teams to win a game in each of the last five NCAA Tournaments.
• The Bears are the only team in the Big 12 with 11+ conference wins in a Power-5 conference in five-straight seasons.
• The Bears have now been ranked in the top-10 for a sixth-straight year, one of just five programs (Duke, Gonzaga, 

Kentucky and Kansas) to accomplish that feat.
• Selected 19th overall by the New Orleans Pelicans in June’s NBA Draft, Ja’Kobe Walter gave BU four-straight 

top-19 picks for the first time in program history, the only school in the country to claim that distinction (Keyonte 
George 16th overall to Utah, Jeremy Sochan 9th overall to San Antonio in 2022 Davion Mitchell 9th overall to 
Sacramento in 2021).

• The Bears have had 13 picks in the last 12 drafts, which is the most in the state of Texas and second-most in the 
Big 12 since 2012

• Baylor is on a school-record streak of 12-consecutive postseason appearances, the nations fifth-longest active streak
• The Bears have gone to 10 NCAA Tournaments and two National Invitation Tournaments since 2012.
• BU is 81-9 in home games over the last six seasons.
• Baylor is 35-22 against ranked teams over the last six seasons, including a 17-4 mark at home.
• Baylor will play its first full season in the brand-new state of the art Foster Pavilion 
• Baylor has reached the 25-win milestone in three of the last five seasons and in 7 of the last 15 years. Prior to 

that, BU reached 25 wins just once in the program’s first 103 years (25-5 in 1945-46).
• Baylor’s 72-28 Big 12 record over the last six seasons is the second best record of any Power-5 team in that span
• Head coach Scott Drew is in his 22nd season at Baylor with a school-record 460 career victories.
• Drew is tied for the eighth longest-tenured head coach in Division I men’s college basketball.
• Drew is a part of the second-winningest college basketball family. Entering the 2024-25 season, Scott, his 
brother Bryce (GCU) and their Dad Homer combined for 1,396 wins, 228 wins behind the Iba Family for most wins 
among father/son combinations in division I college basketball.
• Baylor is playing its 714th game of the 22-year Drew era – more than half (394) have been as a ranked team.
• Over the last six seasons, Baylor is 110-13 when leading at the half and 135-20 when taking a 2nd-half lead.
• The Bears have been ranked in 103 of the last 112 AP Polls, after having it’s 36-week streak snapped on Dec. 9th
• BU spent a school-record 54-straight weeks ranked in the top-10 of the AP Poll, from Dec. 16, 2019-Dec 5, 2022.
• BU set a school-record streak of 65-straight weeks ranked in the AP Top 25 from Nov. 5, 2019 to Jan 9, 2023 

(1,161 Days).
• Baylor has been ranked in all 25 spots in the AP Top 25 at some point in the last 8 years.
• Baylor has been No. 1 ranked in 4 of the last 9 seasons (Gonzaga, Duke and Kansas are only others).
• Baylor and Kansas are the only Power-5 schools to win 18+ games every year since 2008.
• BU has built double-digit leads in 131 of 168 games over the last five seasons (122-9).
• Baylor has won 90% of its games when leading at the half since 2011-12 (260-30).
• Entering 2024-25, Baylor is averaging 24.5 wins per season since 2011-12.
• Baylor’s 335 wins since 2011-12 are second-most in the Big 12 behind only Kansas (372).
• Baylor is 426-183 since 2007-08, the first year Drew’s staff had a full allotment of scholarships.
• Thirteen of Baylor’s 14 starting point guards under Drew have earned All-Big recognition (17 of last 18 seasons).
• Baylor is 144-44 over the last six seasons, the nation’s second-best winning percentage among Power-5 teams in 

that span (.766%)

ONE OF THE GREATEST REBUILDS IN NCAA HISTORY
• Scott Drew became Baylor’s head coach in 2003, starting of one of the greatest rebuilds in NCAA history.
• Drew is one of eight active men’s Division I coaches with at least 400 wins at their current school.
• Drew is one of 2 active coaches to have won an NCAA Title and an NIT Title. He is the only active coach to have 

won both at the same school (John Calipari NCAA: Kentucky, NIT: Memphis).
• Drew was named 2020 NBC Sports National Coach of the Year and 2017 Basketball Times National COY.
• Drew is now in his 22nd season at Baylor and is the school’s all-time wins leader (460).
• Baylor has a .700 winning percentage (426-183) since Drew’s first year with no scholarship restrictions in 2007-08 
and a .712 winning percentage (335-136) over the last 12 seasons since 2011-12.
• Drew (54) is the second-youngest active collegiate head coach to win a National Championship.
• Drew is one of just seven active coaches with at least 450 wins at their current institution (Mark Few, Tom Izzo, 

Bill Self, Greg Kampe, Randy Bennett, Matt Painter)
• In Drew’s first 21 seasons at Baylor, 58 players have gone on to professional careers.
• Was announced as a member of the Texas Sports Hall of Fame Class of 2023.
• He was the 23rd BU player or coach to be inducted into the Texas Sports Hall of Fame

• Baylor is 35-22 against AP Top-25 ranked teams since 2019-2020, the second-best mark in the nation.
• BU is 17-4 at home vs. ranked teams in the last five seasons – wins vs. #12 Arizona (Dec. 2019), #18 Butler (Dec. 

2019), #14 West Virginia (Feb. 2020), #9 Kansas (Jan. 2021), #17 Oklahoma State (March 2021), #18 Texas 
Tech (March 2021), #6 Villanova (Dec. 2021), #20 Texas (Feb. 2022), #5 Kansas (Feb. 2022), #9 Kansas

FOUR-STRAIGHT TOP-THREE SEEDS
• Baylor earned its third-straight top-three seed for a fourth-straight NCAA Tournament becoming the only team to 

accomplish that.
• 2024 marks the fifth time BU has earned a No. 3 seed after also doing it in 2010, 2012, 2015, 2017 and 2023. 
• Baylor has earned a top-3 seed in 8 of the last 14 NCAA Tournaments.
• BU is 17-7 in NCAAT games as the higher seed, but 2021 was the first time as a higher seed after the Sweet 16.

• Games are broadcast by the “Voice of the Bears” John Morris, who was named NSMA 2019 Texas co-
Sportscaster of the Year on Jan. 13, 2020, and Baylor Hall of Famer Pat Nunley.
• In early November, Morris was awarded the 2024 Chris Schenkel Award by the National Football Foundation
• First presented in 1996, the award recognizes individuals who have had long, distinguished careers broadcasting 
college football with direct ties to a specific university or platform
• Morris is in his 41st year doing BU broadcasts (30th full-time), and Nunley is in his 44th season as analyst.
• A year after his Baylor Hall of Fame indiction, Nunley was honored by the Baylor Chamber of Commerce with the 
Frank Fallon Award prior to the season. 
• The award, named for Nunley’s longtime broadcast partner, Frank Fallon, is presented annually to someone who 
has made a significant impact on basketball in McLennan County.
• At 30 years together, Morris and Nunley rank in the top-5 of the longest radio duo’s in men’s college basketball
