TEAM RECORDS AND SERIES NOTES 

• UTSA is 1-1 and Baylor is 2-0.  
• This was the third all-time meeting between the two schools, with UTSA winning in 2017 in Waco and Baylor winning 

in 2018 at the Alamodome.  
• UTSA will return to action on Saturday, hosting Army West Point at 2:30 p.m. at the Alamodome, in a game televised 

live on the NFL Network.  
 
TEAM NOTES 

• The Roadrunners are 4-5 all-tme in road openers.  
• UTSA is 4-5 all-time in its all-white uniform combination.  
• UTSA is 0-1 when its opponent scores first.  
• With the game airing on ESPN3, it marks the 74th consecutive game to be broadcast.  
• This was the 96th all-time game in UTSA history. UTSA is 42-54 all-time. 

 
INDIVIDUAL NOTES 

• Freshman RB Sincere McCormick earned his first two career rushing TDs.  
o McCormick’s 54-yard TD scamper was UTSA’s longest play from scrimmage since a 73-yard run from Tyrell 

Clay vs. Rice in 2017.  
• Freshman WR Joshua Cephus made his first career start.  

o Cephus had two grabs, his first two career catches.   
• Sophomore CB Corey Mayfield Jr. notched his first career tackle for a loss.  

o Mayfield broke up a career high two passes.  
• Freshman S Rashad Wisdom recorded his second tackle for a loss and his first career sack.  

o Wisdom had his first career QB hurry.  
• Senior CB Cassius Grady has two tackle for a loss in 2019 and 5.5 in his career.  
• Freshman Lucas Dean had a career-long 56 yard punt.  
• Freshman S Jahmal Sam forced his first career fumble.  
• Senior LB Andrew Martel notched his first career QB hurry.  
• Sophomore LB Trevor Harmanson recorded his first career tackle for a loss.  
• Senior WR Brett Winnegan had a pair of kickoff returns and ranks as the program record-holder in kickoff returns in 

UTSA career history (64).  
o Winnegan also ranks as the program record-holder in career kickoff return yards (1,397). 

• Senior DE Eric Banks played in his team-leading 38th career game.  
• Senior DT Baylen Baker made his team-leading 28th career start.
