IOWA STATE POSTGAME NOTES

TEAM NOTES

*ISU has 16 consecutive games with a sack, the second-longest streak in school history (22, 2005-07).
*In four games this season, the ISU offense has just two three-and-outs, tying for the FBS lead.
*ISU is 17-of-18 in the red zone this season.
*ISU is 4-14 under Matt Campbell when trailing at halftime and 3-16 when trailing after three quarters.
*ISU is 5-13 under Campbell with a negative turnover margin.
*ISU has five consecutive games with over 400 yards of offense, the second-longest streak in school history (6, 2016-17).
*This is the third time that ISU has opened the season with four consecutive 400-yard outputs (2000, 2002).
*Dating back to last season, ISU’s last three losses have been by a total of five points.
*Game-time temperature of 93 degrees ties for the fifth-warmest in ISU history, and matches the third-warmest for a road game.

Brock Purdy
*Ranks 10th in school history with 3,581 career passing yards.
*Ranks eighth at ISU with 24 career touchdown passes.
*Fifth career 300-yard passing game, tying a school record (Bret Meyer).
*First Cyclone since 2017 and fifth overall to have consecutive 300-yard games.

Deshaunte Jones
*Now has 135 career catches, ranking sixth in school history.
*Now has 1,509 career receiving yards, tying for 10th all-time.

Johnnie Lang
*Two touchdowns today; had one career score coming in.
*First touchdown rush of the season.
*First career touchdown reception.

Anthony Johnson
*First career forced fumble.

Marcel Spears
*With a sack today, has 1.5 on the season.

Sean Shaw
*33-yard catch is a career long. 

Chase Allen
*30-yard catch is a career long.

O’Rien Vance
*With 2.0 sacks today, has 5.5 on the season.
*Made a career-high nine tackles.

Darren Wilson
*28-yard catch is a career long.

Charlie Kolar
*First touchdown of the season (fourth of his career).
*Tied a career high with five catches.

Sheldon Croney
*Caught a career-high five passes.
