o After averaging 19 points, 7.5 rebound and 1.5 blocks last week, Missi was named the Big 12
Newcomer of the week, BU's third weekly award winner this season (Walter & RayJ Dennis).

® In the last game at home, Baylor used a 13-0 run and a game-high 21 points from RayJ Dennis to
down No. 23 Texas Tech for the Bears’ third-straight win over the Red Raiders.
