the week with a midweek loss at Texas State and 
a 1-2 weekend vs. UCF. 

• 	The Bears conclude the regular season with a 
three-game series at Utah, where the Utes have 
gone 14-6 in a new on-campus ballpark in 2026. 

• 	Baylor sits in a ninth place in the Big 12 
standings, one game behind BYU, with the Bears 
owning the tiebreaker with the Cougars. The 
first six teams in the standings get a double 
bye in the Big 12 Tournament, the next two 
teams get a single bye. Cincinnati sits in seventh 
place, with a three-game lead over the Bears. 
BYU faces league leader Kansas in Provo this 
weekend.

• 	SB earned a bid to its 17th all-time NCAA 

Tournament and will face off with Wisconsin 
on Friday at 12:30 p.m. in the NCAA Austin 
Regional. 

• 	Baylor sported a No. 41 RPI while playing the 
nation’s 10th toughest schedule in the nation’s 
No. 2 RPI conference. BU faced 21 ranked foes 
in 2026, its most since 2011. 

• 	No. 4 seed Wagner and No. 2 overall seed and 
bracket No. 1 Texas, ranked No. 6, are opposite 
the Bears in the bracket.

• 	No. 11 MT had a thrilling 4-3 win over No. 27 

Pepperdine to advance to the NCAA Finals for 
the first time since 2022. 

• 	Baylor had its Super Regional matchup with 
the Waves come down to Court 1 and Devin 
Badenhorst, who fought off cramps to earn a 
comeback 2-6, 7-5, 7-6 (5) win in front of 1,329 
fans at the Hurd Tennis Center. 

• 	The Bears will now face No. 1 Texas in the 
quarterfinals of the NCAA Finals, a rematch 
of the ITA Indoor Championships Final Four. 
The winner advances to the semifinals and the 
national championship match will be played on 
Sunday in Athens, Ga.
